All PBR & ABBI Members, by virtue of their membership and participation in PBR & or 

ABBI sanctioned, approved or affiliated bull riding or bull competition events, agree to comply with and 

abide by these Rules. 

 PBR & ABBI are a stable and growing organization with solid membership, a growing fan base, a multi-

year television contract and strong multi-year financial commitments from prominent sponsors. 

The PBR & ABBI were created to gain professionalism in and improve the sport of bull riding, and unlike 

all other rodeo organizations, the primary economic benefits of the business are channeled directly back 

to the Bull Riders & Bull Owners themselves, who risk their lives and or livelihoods to assure the 

popularity of the sport.

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1. Definitions 
For purposes of these Rules, the following definitions shall apply: 

1.1. BFTS Eligible Contestant: 

A PBR Member who is ranked in the top 40 of the most recent BFTS Rankings or who is otherwise 

eligible to compete in a BFTS Event as provided in these Rules. See Rules for an explanation of how 

the top 40 is determined. 

1.2. BFTS Events: 

The bull riding events that are part of PBR's Built Ford Tough Series and a "BFTS Event" is any one of 

such events.  

1.3. BFTS Points: 

The points earned at BFTS Events in accordance with BFTS Points section of the rules. 

1.4. BFTS Rankings: 

The current rankings of PBR Members during a PBR Season.  

1.5. Ground Money: 

Occurs when a paid position is not filled by a Member. For example, there are ten paid positions in a 

round or in the average and only eight (8) Members obtain a qualifying score. This leaves the ninth 

and tenth position not filled. The earnings for those two positions are split equally by the eight (8) 

Members who received a score in the round or average. If no Member earns a qualifying score in a 

round, then the prize money from that round is split equally between all Members placing in the 

average. If members fail to obtain a qualifying score in the entire event, the prize money will be split 

equally among the competing members of that event. 

1.6. Ineligible List: 

Consists of those Members, stock contractors, and promoters who owe money to the PBR and are 

delinquent on making payment to the PBR. 

1.7. Initial BFTS Rankings: 

Determined before the first BFTS Event of the PBR Season. The Initial BFTS Rankings section of the 

rulebook explains the procedure followed to determine which Members are included in the Initial 

BFTS Rankings.  

. 
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1.8. Money Won List: 

A list of Members in descending order of all PBR prize money won at PBR Events during the current 

PBR Season.   

1.9. Open Entry: 

Someone who is not a PBR Member who is entered into a PBR Event to fill an open position. The 

individual must be at least 18 years of age and must pay insurance and entry fees. Money won by an 

Open Entry applies toward the $2,500 Card requirement but does not count toward World Finals 

qualification. Any Open rider who wins $320 dollars or more at the event will have the $320 (current 

PBR Member Dues) held out of his winnings. An application will be provided at the event. It can be 

sent to the office with the secretary’s additional paperwork. 

1.10. PBR Event: 

A sanctioned, approved or affiliated event for any PBR series. 

1.11. PBR Finals Exemption: 

Allows a Card Holder to retain his “Card” status for the remainder of his career at the PBR, 

regardless of earning the required $2,500 each season.  

1.12. PBR Member or Member: 

A bull rider who has joined (paid dues to) PBR for the current PBR Season and who has been 

accepted for membership by the PBR Board of Directors. A Member may be referred to as a permit 

or card holder. See the Card/Permit Holders section of the rules for the conditions to be met to 

obtain a permit or card.  

1.13. PBR Season: 

The period that begins with the first PBR sanctioned, approved or affiliated bull riding event and 

ends at the conclusion of the PBR World Championship Finals. Each PBR Season shall be identified by 

reference to the calendar year during which the majority of BFTS Events for that PBR Season are 

held. PBR will establish the PBR Season cut-off date for purposes of World Championship Finals 

qualification. 

1.14. PBR Touring Pro Division Events: 

The PBR approved or sanctioned bull riding event(s) that are part of the PBR Touring Pro Division, 

and a “PBR Touring Pro Division Events” is any one of such events. 

1.15. PBR Touring Pro Division Standings: 

The ranking of all PBR Members in descending order according to total prize money won in PBR 

Events (excluding BFTS Events).  
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1.16. PBR: 

Professional Bull Riders, Inc. and its successors by merger or acquisition. 

1.17. Periodic BFTS Rankings: 

The BFTS Rankings determined after the first five (5) BFTS Events and every fifth BFTS Event 

thereafter. 

1.18. Revised BFTS Rankings: 

The BFTS Rankings determined at the conclusion of each BFTS event. 

1.19. BFTS Exemption: 

A Member who has received a BFTS Injury Exemption, BFTS Excused Absence or a BFTS World 

Championship Exemption.  Must be approved by PBR Management. 

1.20. Special Injury Exemption: 

Used to enter PBR Touring Pro Division Events. See PBR Touring Pro Division and Excess Entry 

Qualification for details about this exemption. Must be approved by PBR Management. 

1.21.  Contestant:            

                   

Any permit holder, card holder or Open Entry who is entered & or competing in a PBR 

sectioned event. 
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2. PBR Membership 
2.1. Headquarters 

The headquarters of the PBR is located at 101 West Riverwalk, Pueblo, Colorado, 81003 

(“Headquarters”). 

2.2. Card/Permit Holders 

Two (2) membership categories exist as outlined below: 

2.2.1. Card - Cost: $320 per season.  

2.2.2. Must be at least eighteen (18) years of age at the time of competition. 

2.2.3. Card Members must: 

2.2.3.1. Win $2,500 in PBR event prize money during the preceding PBR Season; 

2.2.3.2. Submit proof of Injury Exemption in writing to Headquarters with Membership 

application. See Injury Exemption and Excused Absences; 

2.2.3.3. Achieve PBR World Champion Provisional status;  

2.2.3.4. Achieve PBR World Championships Qualifier or NFR Qualifier exemption status; 

or  

2.2.3.5. Achieve top thirty (30) ranking in the Pro Rodeo Cowboys Association (“PRCA”) 

bull riding standings at the conclusion of the previous year’s PRCA competition 

season; and   

2.2.3.6. Must not be on the ineligibility list. 

2.2.3.7. Card Members not meeting these criteria will be dropped to permit status upon 

renewal. 

2.2.4. Permit - Cost:  $320 per season. 

2.2.4.1. Must be at least eighteen (18) years of age at the time of competition.  

2.2.4.2. Must not be on the ineligibility list.  

2.2.4.3. Once completing $2,500 in PBR prize money earnings, a Permit holder gains 

Card Member status.  

2.2.4.4. Permit holders must pay entry fees by cash or money order at each event 

entered, plus insurance charges set by the PBR Headquarters. 

2.3. Cooperation with the PBR 

2.3.1. All Members shall become familiar with these Rules and shall comply with and be 

bound by the same.  
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2.3.2. All Members agree to cooperate with and assist any PBR official in the enforcement of 

the PBR Rules at any PBR Venue or in matters of official business. 

2.3.3. Any Member who violates these Rules may be subject to reprimand, fine, ineligibility, 

suspension, suspension of PBR privileges, or expulsion as set forth in these Rules 

and/or as determined by the Board of Directors. 

2.4. Consent to Use Name and Likeness 

2.4.1. Any Member and any Stock Contractor, contract personnel, official or staff of the 

Venue, or other person admitted to a PBR Event venue shall, as a condition of entry, 

employment, admission or other involvement, consent to PBR ownership of all rights 

in and to his or her appearance, including but not limited to rights of publicity.  

2.4.2. The PBR has the right, and may permit others as PBR sees fit, to display, publish, 

perform, reproduce, copy, distribute, transmit, license, exploit and otherwise use any 

such person’s name, voice, image, likeness, persona, biography, photograph and other 

publicity rights, in connection with PBR’s advertising, marketing and promotion of 

PBR, PBR Events, PBR Event venues, and the sport of professional bull riding, but not 

in conjunction with any statement constituting an endorsement by such person of any 

product or service not directly related to PBR, PBR Events and/or venues, unless that 

person’s consent thereto is first obtained.  

2.4.3. A Member who participates in a PBR Event authorizes PBR to act in the Member’s 

behalf, as well as in behalf of PBR in engaging in promotional activities relating to the 

conduct of the sport of bull riding.  

2.4.4. Nothing herein shall require PBR to review, approve or police the advertisements, 

marketing or promotions of any third parties.  

2.5. No Power of Endorsement 

No Member shall have any right, power or authority to grant an endorsement to any third party on 

behalf of the PBR. 
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2.6. Assumption of Risk and Release of Liability 

Any Member, contestant, stock contractor or other participant in a PBR Event must sign and agree 

to the following Contestant/Participant Waiver; provided, however, in the event that any Member, 

contestant, stock contractor or other participant fails to sign such Contestant/Participant Waiver, 

such individual acknowledges and agrees that, by his/her attendance at, and/or participation in, a 

PBR Event, he/she is thereby agreeing to the terms and provisions of the Contestant/Participant 

Waiver: 

I, (Contestant or Participant Name) acknowledge that bull riding is a dangerous activity, and that 

participation in and presence at a bull riding venue or event exposes me to serious and substantial hazards 

or property damage and physical injury or death. I realize that this risk is not restricted to only competing 

but also includes being in the arena, behind the chutes, in the livestock holding area, pens and any other 

area from which the general public is restricted. Being fully aware that participation in and attendance at 

bull riding events will result in my exposure to substantial and serious hazards and risks of property 

damage and physical injury or death and in consideration of being able to attend and/or participate in 

each such bull riding event, I agree to assume all such hazards and risks and do hereby unconditionally and 

forever discharge, waive, release, indemnify, save and hold harmless, and agree to defend Professional 

Bull Riders, Inc., its parents, subsidiaries, affiliates, officers, directors, shareholders, members, employees, 

representatives, escorts, contractors, volunteers and agents, and those in privity with theƳ όάt.wέύΣ 

together with the event and venue producers, the event and venue sponsors, the PBR sponsors, the event 

and venue production entities and their personnel, the bull fighters, the judges, the stock contractors, the 

PBR Members, and all other parties involved in the sanctioning, approval, production, promotion, 

organization, conduct, sponsoring and performance of the subject event(s) and venue(s) (and such

claims, demands and liabilities for any and all property damage, personal injury and/or death or 

responsibility arising from my participation in or attendance at any such bull riding event and/or venue, 

including claims, demands, liabilities and other responsibilities that are known or unknown, seen or 

unforeseen,  future or contingent, and whether or not such claims, demands, liabilities, and other 

responsibilities are occasioned by the negligence of the parties I hereby release, by the hazards and risks I 

hereby assume, or otherwise. I shall not now or at any time in the future, directly or indirectly, commence 

or prosecute any action, suit or other proceeding against the parties released arising out of, or related to, 

the claims, demands, liabilities and other responsibilities I am by this document discharging, waiving and 

releasing. The undertakings and covenants of the foregoing provisions shall be binding upon my spouse, 

heirs, legal representatives, successors and assigns. 

2.7. Legal Age Requirement 

No person under the legal age of eighteen (18) years may compete in a PBR Event. 

2.8. Membership Renewals 

2.8.1. Membership renewals in any membership category will not be processed if the 

applicant is on the Ineligible List.  

2.8.2. Membership renewals must be received in PBR Headquarters not later than one 

business day prior to entry opening. 
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2.9. Participation in a PBR Event 

2.9.1. No Member or Open Entry may participate in a PBR Event if the individual’s name is 

on the Ineligible List at the beginning of that event unless prior written approval is 

obtained from PBR management.  

2.9.2. An individual will not be removed from the Ineligible List until all outstanding 

obligations to the PBR have been satisfied.  

2.9.3. Any Member or Open Entry on the ineligibility list at the time of entry will be notified 

and drawn out at entry closing time if the fine is left unpaid or unexcused.  

2.10. Late Application 

Membership applications received after October 1 will count toward the following PBR Season. 

2.11. Membership Oath 

All Members must sign a membership oath acknowledging their understanding that PBR 

membership is by invitation only and may be withdrawn or denied at any time, with or without 

cause, in the sole discretion of the PBR Board of Directors. 
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3. ABBI Registration Rules and Guidelines 
The following is the list of requirements that will need to be met in order to register cattle with 

American Bucking Bull, Inc. (ABBI). Please pay close attention to each requirement, if one or more steps 

are omitted the registration process cannot continue and may be returned to the breeder for 

completion. No clones, nor their offspring, will be knowingly entered into the ABBI registry. 

3.1. Breeders 

3.1.1. All breeders (including business entities) of livestock competing in ABBI events must 

be in good standing. Every breeder is issued a breeder card with an ID#. This number 

must be used in all official communication with ABBI. Renewals and new breeders’ 

applications can be processed online at www.abbinow.com or by calling the office at 

719-247-2747. It is the responsibility of the breeders to be aware of and abide by all 

the rules and regulations set forth in this Handbook. Any person or entity in violation 

of ABBI rules may be subject to, but not limited to, fines, forfeitures, probation and/or 

disciplinary procedures. 

3.1.2. Breeder’s Accounts : Includes The American Bucking Bull Magazine, one (1) per 

address 

Youth breeder dues (9-18)...................................$30.00 

Standard breeder dues.......................................$125.00 

Premium breeder dues.......................................$180.00 

Lifetime Breeder…………………………………………....$1250.00 

 

3.1.3. Breeder’s Accounts benefits including the American Bucking Bull Magazine commence 

when the application is processed. Accounts are retroactive. The American Bucking 

Bull Magazine is sent out bi-monthly. The first issue of the American Bucking Bull 

Magazine will be received in 4-6 weeks after the membership is received by ABBI. 

3.1.4. Definitions of Breeder Categories:  

3.1.4.1. Junior Breeder – any person between the ages of 9 to 18 years and has access to 

personal inventory. 

3.1.4.2. Standard Breeder - has online access to personal inventory. 

3.1.4.3. Premium Breeder- has online access to the entire ABBI Inventory. 

3.1.4.4. Lifetime Breeder- has online access to the entire ABBI Inventory and does not 

have to pay yearly dues. 

3.1.4.5. New Breeder- is defined as a person that has not applied for an ABBI breeder’s 

account nor has had a breeder’s account with ABBI. Anyone identified as 

abusing this account may be assessed a fine and reprimanded.

Any 

information or instructions submitted on documents other than official office forms 

will not be considered official requests. American Bucking Bull, Inc. assumes no 

responsibility or obligation to any instructions or information on any non official forms 

or documents. Furthermore, by submitting an official form, the member or 

prospective member agrees not to hold American Bucking Bull, Inc. liable for any 

clerical mistakes or oversights that may occur during the registration process.

3.3.3. Work Order – outlines the fees associated with each service and product.  

3.3.4. DNA Cards3 

3.3.4.1. DNA Kits (includes blood card4, needle and instructions) can be ordered by 

calling the office or mailing an ABBI work order in with payment or ordering 

online. 

3.3.4.2. DNA Cards should be labeled with the following:  

3.3.4.2.1. Breeder’s Name, Animal ID #, Sex, Date of Birth

 Beginning in 2010: The Dam must be in your inventory to register an offspring or you will need to present a 

signed Authorization to Register Offspring form, with the registration application, from whomever has the Dam 
listed in their inventory, for the Dam to be listed on the offspring’s pedigree. 
3

 Important information regarding blood cards.  When collecting blood from ear or under tail only a quarter size of 

blood is necessary. Let air dry and do not store in plastic bags or plastic containers. Please send blood cards in 
attached with a paper clip to Registration Application. 
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3.4. Online Registration 5ς available at www.abbinow.com.  

3.4.1. Application for Registration Form has all the information required to complete online 

registration. 

3.4.2. A credit card is required to pay for the online registrations. Once the online 

registrations are paid for the following needs to be submitted to the office within the 

two (2) weeks of the online submittal date: 

3.4.2.1. Blood Cards- see DNA Kits for proper labeling instructions 

3.4.2.2. Registration Receipt – Provided when a credit card is used to pay for 

registrations. 

3.5. Cataloging (does not include DNA testing)  

3.5.1. Cataloging will be defined as submitting animals, before December 31st of their birth 

year, for future registration. A  Catalog fee reserves a position for active registration 

providing breeders an alternative to registering young calves. This Catalog position 

guarantees a total of two (2) years (Birth year, 1st year, 2 years of age) to identify the 

performance and/or breeding potential at a reduced rate. All submissions must be 

received in the office by December 31st of the birth year accompanied by and 

including a DNA card, ABBI Work Order, and Application for Cataloging with applicable 

fees. This applies to bulls and heifers. This information will be “cataloged” and filed 

with the member / breeders file. 

3.5.1.1. Example of Cataloging Fees : 

¶ Birth year animals Cataloged before Dec 31st:   $25.00 

¶ Registering Birth year Cataloge Animal in current year (additional) $60.00 

3.5.1.2. Example of Registration Fees for Cataloged Animals: 

¶ Registering 2011 Cataloged Animals in 2012(additional) $60.00 

3.6. Duplicating DNA: 

Effective January 1st, 2007 any duplication of existing DNA will result in a $500 fine. The duplication 

fine is defined as but not limited to, knowingly re-bleeding and submitting an animal that is already 

registered. Please contact the office if you are unsure if an animal you are about to submit for 

registration has already been registered.

3.8.9.2. Make checks payable to American Bucking Bull, Inc. (ABBI). 

3.8.9.3. Phone research will be charged at the time of service. 
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4. PBR Competitions 
4.1. Built Ford Tough Series (BFTS) 

Members eligible to participate in BFTS Events shall be determined in accordance with the following 

Rules: 

4.1.1. INITIAL BFTS RANKINGS. Members included in the Initial BFTS Rankings will compete 

in the first five (5) BFTS Events of the current PBR Season. Before the first BFTS Event 

of each PBR Season, all PBR Members will be ranked according to the following 

criteria:  

4.1.1.1. First, the thirty five (35) PBR Members that qualified for the World Finals of the 

most recently ended PBR Season are guaranteed the first five (5) BFTS Events. 

4.1.1.2. Second, all Members with approved Injury Exemptions that were obtained 

during or immediately after the most recently concluded PBR Season.  

4.1.1.3. Third, the Event winners at the TPD events (The TPD events held on Friday, 

Saturday or Sunday $10,000 minimum added) the previous weekend before the 

current BFTS event, riders will be taken in order of total money won for the 

weekend. 

4.1.1.4. Last, and if necessary, all PBR Members not ranked pursuant to (a) or (b) above, 

in order of the previous season’s PBR Touring Pro Division Standings plus 

current  season’s PBR Touring Pro Division Standings, for the first five (5) events 

only. After the first five (5) events, riders will be taken in order of current PBR 

Touring Pro Division Standings. 

4.1.2. BFTS Injury Exemptions and Excused Absences. 

4.1.2.1. Injury Exemptions must be obtained by submitting proof of injury, illness, or 

inability to compete from a physician to the PBR Headquarters. 

4.1.2.2. An excused absence must be obtained by notifying PBR administration of the 

reason for the absence before the start of the BFTS Event that is missed. An 

excused absence will be considered for one of the following: 

4.1.2.2.1. Death in the family, 

4.1.2.2.2. Other family emergency, or 

4.1.2.2.3. Other legitimate excuse. 

Except with the PBR Rules and Regulations Committee’s approval, no exemption under either (a) or 

(b) above will last for greater than one (1) year. If an exemption under (a) or (b) in excess of one (1) 

year is desired, the PBR Member must, by letter to the PBR Rules and Regulations Committee, 

request such additional exemption and provide appropriate documentation in support of such 

request (i.e. – letter from physician explaining the need for the extension). The decision to permit an 
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extension to the exemption in excess of one (1) year shall be made by the Committee, in its sole 

discretion.  

4.1.3. REVISION OF BFTS RANKINGS. The BFTS Rankings shall be revised after each BFTS 

Event, and the revised rankings shall be determined as follows: 

4.1.3.1. Members shall be ranked in order according to the BFTS Points earned in BFTS 

Events during the current PBR Season in descending order beginning with the 

PBR Member who has the most BFTS Points.  

4.1.3.2. The BFTS Rankings after the initial five (5)  BFTS Events of each PBR Season and 

thereafter every five (5) BFTS Events, as determined in accordance with this 

rule, shall be referred to as the “Periodic BFTS Rankings 

4.1.4. ELIGIBILITY FOR BFTS EVENTS (Not including the first five (5) events of the current 

season). Thirty five (35) PBR Members (including any World Champion Exemptions) 

will compete in each BFTS Event. The thirty five (35) Members to compete will be 

determined as follows: 

4.1.4.1. First, the twenty five (25) highest ranked Members according to the most recent 

Periodic BFTS Rankings. 

4.1.4.2. Second, the five (5) highest ranked Members in the PBR Touring Pro Division 

Standings who are not included in (a) above. If one or more of the five (5) 

highest ranked Members in the PBR Touring Pro Division Standings are selected 

under (a) above, they will be replaced with those next in the standings until five 

(5) Members in the PBR Touring Pro Division Standings have been included. 

4.1.4.3. Third, those with approved BFTS Injury Exemptions, World Champion 

Exemptions or excused absences. 

4.1.4.4. Fourth, the Event winners at the TPD events (The TPD events held on Friday, 

Saturday or Sunday $10,000 minimum added) the previous weekend before the 

current BFTS event, riders will be taken in order of total money won for the 

weekend. 

4.1.4.5. Last, alternates from the PBR Touring Pro Division Standing. 

4.1.5. ALTERNATE ENTRY PROCEDURE. Alternates will compete in BFTS Events when forty 

Members are not selected through the procedures in Eligibility for BFTS Events (a) 

through (c) above. Alternates will be picked as follows: the highest ranked Member on 

the PBR Touring Pro Division Standings not already selected in Eligibility for BFTS 

Events (a) through (d) above and then the next highest until the forty Members have 

been selected. 

4.1.5.1. A Member will remain on the PBR Touring Pro Division Standings if he declines 

to participate in a PBR Event as an alternate and will be eligible to be selected as 

an alternate at the next scheduled PBR Event.  
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4.1.6. RETURN OF INJURED OR EXCUSED PBR MEMBERS. Each BFTS Eligible Member (as 

determined under Eligibility for BFTS Events) or Member on the Initial BFTS Rankings 

who has missed one or more BFTS Events during the current PBR Season because of 

an Injury Exemption or excused absence pursuant to Injury Exemptions and Excused 

Absences and/or Doctor’s Intervention Authority will have the right to enter and 

compete as many BFTS Events (not including the PBR World Finals) that the member 

missed (with the maximum of five (5)events) at any time during the current PBR 

Season. The returning member will replace the last member(s) otherwise selected 

under Eligibility for BFTS Events, except that the member(s) replaced cannot be 

another returning member or a Member selected to compete under Eligibility for 

BFTS events.  

4.1.7.     Members returning with injury exemption or excused absence events who attain 

top twenty five (25)highest ranked Members status within the maximum of their five 

(5) Injury Exemption and Excused Absence events will be eligible for the next five BFTS 

events.  

4.1.8. Qualification through PBR Touring Pro Division Standings. 

PBR Members may qualify to compete in BFTS Events by competing in non-BFTS PBR Events. 

Eligibility for BFTS Events (b) establishes the procedure for qualifying Members for BFTS Events. 

If an eligible Member under Eligibility for BFTS Events (b) declines his position to be seeded in 

the next five (5) BFTS events he will remain an alternate for the rest of the season. 

4.1.9. BFTS Points. The BFTS Points of each PBR Member shall be determined by adding 

together: 

4.1.9.1. All points earned by the PBR Member on bull rides in BFTS Events for which he 

was awarded a score 

4.1.9.2. All points awarded for placing in go rounds at BFTS Events 

4.1.9.3. All points awarded for the PBR Member’s average placing at BFTS Events in 

accordance with the following point schedule:

The Point Schedule differs for one (1), two (2) and (3) day events.  

 

For example, if a PBR Member scores 83 points and wins 2nd place in the first go round, scores 74 points 

and wins 8th place in the second go round, scores 85 points and wins third place in the short go-round, 

and wins 3rd place in the average, his score for that BFTS Event will be 83 (first ride) + 74 (second ride) + 

85 (third ride) + 90 (second place in first go-round) + 30 (eighth place in second go-round) + 80 (third 

place in short go-round) + 240 (third place in average) = 682. No ground points will be awarded to PBR 

Members. 

4.1.10. OBLIGATION TO PARTICIPATE; EXEMPTIONS; SUSPENSION. Every PBR Member must 

compete in and complete each BFTS Event in which he is eligible to compete. A 

Member will be excused from competing only if: 

4.1.10.1. He has obtained an Injury Exemption under Injury Exemptions and Excused 

Absences or in the case of injury during a BFTS Event, the onsite medical 

personnel recommend that he not compete further during that BFTS Event; or 

4.1.10.2. He has received an excused absence under Injury Exemptions and Excused 

Absences; or 

4.1.10.3. He has World Champion Provisional Status, as set forth in Miscellaneous 

Administrative Rules below. 

If an eligible Member does not compete in a BFTS Event and is not excused as provided above, 

he shall be automatically suspended from the BFTS events for one (1) full calendar year from the 

day after completion of the BFTS Event that was missed and resulted in his suspension. A 

suspended PBR Member shall not be allowed to compete in any BFTS Events, including the PBR 

World Championship Finals, during his suspension. However, a PBR Member will be allowed to 

compete at any non BFTS events sanctioned by the PBR, unless such Member receives 

notification from PBR, that said Member will NOT be so allowed to compete at non BFTS events. 
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4.1.11. Doctor’s Intervention Authority. 

PBR and its membership agree and acknowledge that it is of the utmost importance and in the 

best interest of the sport to ensure at all times that the health of those bull riders competing in 

Built Ford Tough Series Events is such as to allow for participation in the safest manner possible 

and absent existing conditions that may tend to create or increase a risk of injury or add to the 

inherent hazards associated with the activity of bull riding. As such, PBR has elected to institute 

a policy whereby the medical doctor supplied by PBR’s contracted sports medicine provider shall 

have the authority to intervene and disallow any bull rider from competing at any Built Ford 

Tough Series Event, if, in said doctor’s professional opinion, there is any medical question or 

concern as to the suitability of a bull rider’s physical or mental condition for bull riding 

competition. Any bull rider found to have disregarded, contravened or otherwise circumvented 

or attempted to circumvent this rule shall be deemed to be in violation of PBR Official Rules and 

subject to the disciplinary sanctions described below. 

4.1.12. Miscellaneous Administrative Rules. 

4.1.12.1. Any BFTS Eligible Member who is injured and may not be able to compete in the 

next BFTS Event must notify PBR administration of his injury within forty-eight 

(48) hours after the injury occurs. The Member will be subject to a $500.00 fine 

if PBR management is not notified as indicated.  

4.1.12.2. Any BFTS Eligible Member who will be unable to compete in a BFTS Event due to 

injury or excused absence and does not follow the guidelines in Injury 

Exemptions and Excused Absences to request an Injury Exemption or excused 

absence will be subject to a $500.00 fine.  

4.1.12.3. Each BFTS Eligible Member will automatically be entered in the next BFTS Event 

unless he notifies PBR Headquarters that he will not be able to compete. Those 

BFTS Eligible Members with Injury Exemptions, excused absences  or World 

Championship Exemptions will not be entered until they notify PBR 

Headquarters as indicated below. 

4.1.12.4. Those BFTS Eligible Members with Injury Exemptions  or excused absences   

must notify PBR Headquarters by Wednesday noon (MT) before the BFTS Event 

in which they wish to compete. 

4.1.12.5. For purposes of notification, the address and phone number of the PBR 

Headquarters is as follows: Professional Bull Riders, Inc., 101 West Riverwalk, 

Pueblo, CO 81003. (719) 242-2800, extension 3-234 or 3-230. 

4.1.12.6. The Stock List for PBR Events must be received in PBR Headquarters on or 

before noon (MT) three (3) days prior to the first performance of the Event. The 

Primary Stock Contractor for any PBR Event, other than a BFTS Event, who fails 

to notify PBR Headquarters as indicated, will be fined $500.00.  
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4.1.12.7. Draw procedure: 

4.1.12.7.1. 1 Day BFTS 

First Go- Round – Random Draw 

Championship-Round – Draft number of Contestants with qualified rides up to Ten 

(10). 

4.1.12.7.2. 2 Day BFTS  

First Go- Round – Random Draw 

Short Go-Round – number of Contestants with qualified rides up to Ten (10).Top-

Down 

Short Go-Round bulls are randomly selected by computer to achieve bucking 

order.  Riders are placed with bulls starting with the maximum of tenth (10th) 

place in the average, ascending to first (1st) place in the average.  The Average 

leader going into the final go-round is always matched with the last bull in the 

bucking order. 

Second Go- Round – Draft  

Championship Go-Round – Draft number of Contestants with qualified rides up to 

Ten (10). 

4.1.12.7.3. 3 Day BFTS 

First Go- Round – Random Draw 

Second Go- Round – Random Draw 

Short Go-Round – number of Contestants with qualified rides up to Ten (10).Top-

Down 

Short Go-Round bulls are randomly selected by computer to achieve bucking 

order.  Riders are placed with bulls starting with the maximum of tenth (10th) 

place in the average, ascending to first (1st) place in the average.  The Average 

leader going into the final go-round is always matched with the last bull in the 

bucking order. 

Third Go- Round – Draft  

Championship Go-Round – Draft number of Contestants with qualified rides up to 

Ten (10). 

4.1.13. BFTS Short Go-Round and Championship Go-Round   
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4.1.13.1.1. Buck off times will not be used to fill a Short Go-Round or Championship Go-

Round at a BFTS event.  The number of riders with qualified rides will determine 

the number of riders in the Short Go-Round and Championship Go-Round.   

4.1.14. Tie Breaker for Finals Only - 10 Contestants (BFTS) 

4.1.14.1. Finals order 1 - 10 (only). Not applicable to the payoff 

(Split remains in the payoff). 

4.1.14.2. BFTS Ranking going into the current venue; 

4.1.14.3. Random Draw. 

4.1.15. Back numbers on BFTS Contestants will remain the same throughout the PBR Season 

based on their prior year BFTS Points standings. 

4.1.16. PBR PREFERRED PROGRAM BONUS CHECKS: Any BFTS Eligible Contestant must check 

in no later than one (1) hour prior to the BFTS Event or forfeit the PBR Preferred 

Program Bonus Check. 

4.1.17. AUTOGRAPH SESSIONS:  Any Contestant at a BFTS Event who does not participate in 

the scheduled autograph session(s) during Event is subject to, but not limited to, a 

$500 fine, unless excused by medical staff. 

4.1.18. AUTOGRAPH SPONSOR FINES: Members will be fined $5,000 with said fine 

progressively doubling for each subsequent   violation(s) thereafter for failing to 

attend signings agreed upon between Members and their sponsors when the sponsor 

is also a PBR sponsor.  

4.1.19. EVENT RESULTS POSTING AS BFTS EVENTS: Official event results shall be posted in the 

event secretary's office within one hour after the conclusion of the event. Contestants 

participating in the event and Stock Contractors with bulls participating in the event 

may dispute the official event results within two hours after the event secretary posts 

the results, and the event secretary shall then review the results for errors. In the 

event the secretary finds an error, then the event secretary shall correct the error and 

repost the official event results. If no Contestants or Stock Contractors dispute the 

official event results within two hours after the secretary posts the results, then the 

results remain official. Notwithstanding the foregoing, PBR reserves the right to 

review, audit, modify, and/or correct any and all official event results at any time in its 

sole discretion.  

4.1.20. World Champion Provisional Status. 

4.1.20.1. Any PBR Member who is a PBR World Champion will automatically be granted 

World Champion Provisional Status.  

4.1.20.2. A World Champion has a Provisional Status exemption for any 5 events in a 

Season, and after the completion of those 5 events, must qualify to remain as a 

seated rider under Eligibility for BFTS Events. If the World Champion then 
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qualifies for the next World Finals under applicable rules, his Provisional Status 

exemption continues for the next successive year.  If the prior PBR World 

Champion fails to qualify for World Finals in any year, the World Champion 

Provisional Status shall be revoked. 

4.1.20.3. To enter a BFTS Event, a PBR World Champion must notify PBR Headquarters as 

soon as possible but not later than two (2) weeks before the BFTS Event he 

wishes to compete in. Any World Champion, who enters a BFTS Event on their 

World Champion Exemption, will not be an extra competitor. 

4.1.20.4. PBR World Champions shall otherwise compete on the same basis as all other 

Members and may qualify for the World Finals and the World Championship on 

the same basis as all other Members.  

4.1.20.5. World Champion Provisional Status is a special privilege only for PBR World 

Champions. It may be revoked by the Board of Directors, in its sole and absolute 

discretion, at any time, before, after or during a PBR Season. The Board may 

revoke World Champion Provisional Status for any reason whatsoever, including 

but not limited to the following: 

4.1.20.5.1. If the Board determines the PBR World Champion is no longer qualified to 

compete in BFTS Events; 

4.1.20.5.2. If the PBR World Champion engages in conduct not in keeping with the 

behavior expected of PBR World Champions; 

4.1.20.5.3. If the PBR World Champion elects not to compete in a BFTS Event and 

competes in another bull riding event in the United States on the same 

date the BFTS Event is held; or 

4.1.20.5.4. If the PBR World Champion participates in activities detrimental to the 

business or other interests of PBR.  

4.1.21. INSTANT REPLAY RULING CHALLENGE: These rules and guidelines may be amended 

and revised from time to time based on the logistics of implementation, effects on TV 

programming, delays to events, and other practical logistics learned as these rules and 

procedures are implemented.  

4.1.21.1. Instant replay could be a useful device to allow judges, including a newly 

appointed instant replay judge, to view a ride from several different angles and 

with slow motion. Where available, super slow motion may also be a useful tool. 

4.1.21.2. PBR will designate a lead judge as an instant replay judge.  

4.1.21.3. The Contestant, any judge, or other riders may call for an Instant Replay Ruling 

Challenge (“IRRC”) after a ruling is made. 

4.1.21.4. A Contestant may call for an IRRC on his own ride only immediately after his ride 

but not after he leaves the arena. He may do so by sounding a horn to be 

located at both rider out-gates and perhaps elsewhere. He will have 30 seconds 
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to sound the IRRC horn (or until a red light is lit above or near the horn. If there 

is no red light, until an IRRC clock hits 30 seconds, if there is no clock, until the 

judge’s stop watch reaches 30 seconds after the completion of a ride).  If a rider 

is injured and is reasonably unable to get to the IRRC horn in time, he may signal 

a judge for an IRRC by a motion of pulling a cord. If there is no horn at an event 

or if it is not functioning, it shall be the rider’s sole responsibility to alert the 

judges with the appropriate motion and confirmation for an IRRC.  
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4.1.21.5. Other Contestants may instigate an IRRC on rides of others, also by sounding the 

horn within the 30 second time limit after the completion of a ride. A 

Contestant sounding the horn must immediately make it known that he is the 

one requesting an IRRC on another Contestant by waving his arms and pointing 

to himself. If that is not done, or if it is not clear who requested the IRRC, no 

IRRC will be effectuated as determined by any Judge. 

4.1.21.6. If a Contestant calls for an Instant Replay Ruling Challenge (IRRC) for his own 

ride, and if the instant replay judge upholds the original ruling, that Contestant 

will be charged $500 for calling for the IRRC.  

4.1.21.6.1. BUCK OFF TIME: If the replay leads to an inconclusive result, the original 

ruling will stand and there will be a charge to that rider. 

4.1.21.6.2. TOUCHING BULL, EQUIPMENT OR PERSON WITH FREE HAND AND OR 

ARM AND OR EXTENSION: If the ruling is overturned by the Instant Replay 

Judge, the rider will not receive any charge. 

4.1.21.7. If another Contestant calls for an IRRC on different Contestant, and the original 

judge’s ruling is upheld after the replay, the other rider calling for the IRRC will 

be charged $500. There will be no charge to that other rider requesting the 

IRRC, if the ruling is overturned by the replay ruling or the result is inconclusive.  

4.1.21.8. Scores are not subject to an IRRC.  Only challenges pertaining to reaching 8 

seconds (or not), disqualifications (or not) pertaining to slapping or touching the 

bull with free hand or arm, fouls or catching spurs in bull rope or knots, are 

matters that are subject to an IRRC. The field judge that is the official start time 

may ask for a review of the start time of the ride if he feels there was an error in 

which case the replay judge would need to time the ride in real time with a 

handheld stopwatch. This is the only time where a start time can be reviewed. 

4.2. PBR Pro Tour Division 

4.2.1. PBR TOURING PRO DIVISION EVENT ELIGIBILITY. All Card and Permit Members are 

eligible to enter a PBR Touring Pro Division Event. 

4.2.2. PBR TOURING PRO DIVISION PRIZE MONEY. PBR prize money won by PBR Members at 

PBR Touring Pro Division Events counts towards qualifying for the PBR World Finals. 

4.2.3. FINALS EACH NIGHT EVENTS. PBR Touring Pro Division Events must have the same 

bulls in each finals go-round, plus 10 long go-round re-rides and 2 finals go-round re-

rides out each night of the Event. 
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4.2.4. EVENT FORMAT. The standard PBR Touring Pro Division format is thirty five (35) 

contestants per night in the long go-round with the top (twelve) 12 advancing to the 

final go-round each night. PBR Touring Pro Division Events with 2 performances will 

take either seventy (70) total contestants, 35 per performance. If a PBR Touring Pro 

Division fails to receive a sufficient number of entries in a one or two performance 

event, Members will be given the opportunity to enter the event twice or the event 

producer will be given the option of a straight two-header with no short go-round. If 

there are more contestants willing to enter twice than there are spots remaining, 

riders shall be drawn into the event. PBR Touring Pro Division Event Promoters 

wishing to modify the standard event format must seek approval from PBR 

administration when submitting venue approval forms, and, if approved, describe in 

detail the modified format as a special ground rule publicized on the official 

contestant schedule.  

4.2.5. PBR TOURING PRO DIVISION. A Member will be given a Special Injury Exemption if he 

missed six (6) months or more of the prior PBR Season. The Member must have proof 

of injury from a physician on file at the PBR Office. The Member must state that he is 

requesting a Special Injury Exemption at the time of entry in an event. His earnings 

from the prior two (2) years, including the year of injury, will be used to determine his 

placement in the Money Won List. The money won in whichever year has the most 

earnings will be used. The Member must indicate on his Card application that he is 

claiming a Special Injury Exemption if his earnings in the prior year did not exceed 

$2,500. If his earnings in the year before the injury exceeded $2,500 the Member will 

be granted Card status.   

4.2.6. Excess Entries PBR Touring Pro Division Card holders will be entered first in any PBR 

Touring Pro Division Event in which more than the needed entries have signed up, 

except that 5 permit holders will always be included in each one performance PBR 

Touring Pro Division Event & 10 permit holders will always be included in each two 

performance PBR Touring Pro Division Event. A random draw among all Permit holder 

entries will determine which 5 or 10 are included in the Event. 

4.2.7. EXCESS ENTRY QUALIFICATION.  The Money Won List will be used to determine which 

Card holders are entered into a PBR Touring Pro Division Event in which more than the 

needed entries have signed up. First to be selected will be the Member highest on the 

Money Won List and the remaining positions will be filled in descending order until all 

needed positions are filled. Card holders may enter with a Special Injury Exemption or 

a Member who has World Champion Provisional Status. Exemptions must be stated at 

time of entry. 

4.2.8. OPEN ENTRIES. Open entries may be taken for PBR Touring Pro Division Events to fill 

any remaining positions.

4.3. Entries 

4.3.1. ENTRY REQUIREMENT. Members must enter through PBR administration. 

4.3.2. ENTRIES. Competing Members must actually talk with a member of the PBR staff to 

enter and receive a confirmation number. In extenuating circumstances, Competing 

Members may enter by leaving a recorded message with PBR administration 

indicating their desire to enter. However, the Member must confirm such entry within 

twenty-four (24) hours by actually talking with PBR staff at which time he will receive 

a confirmation number. PBR administration’s entry roster shall be final and binding in 

the event of an entry discrepancy unless the Member can produce a confirmation 

number. 

4.3.3. ALTERNATES. Alternates will be set for each event after books have closed according 

to position draw. Alternates will be put IN according to order of TO’s, DR’s, DO’s, etc. 

Alternates are responsible to callback to the PBR office to notify if they wish to remain 

on the alternate list for that event.  

Priority of alternates will be as follows: 

4.3.3.1. Official alternate list set by PBR office.  

4.3.3.2. PBR members added by event secretary to official list at event. 

First come, first in. PBR Card and Permit members shall have priority over open 

riders including open entries on the Official alternate list set by PBR office unless 

the open entry is marked in & going. 

4.3.3.3. If an alternate is asked to participate in the event and confirms with the PBR 

office, the alternate is then responsible for showing up. If the alternate does not 

show up and does not call the PBR office to turnout, that alternate will be 

marked as a NNTO and fined accordingly. 

4.3.4. BOOK CLOSURE. Event entry books close the Wednesday at noon (MT) TWO (2) 

WEEKS prior to the Event, unless otherwise specified. It is each member’s 

responsibility to check the official contestant schedule for updated entry information. 

4.3.5. FILL CONTESTANTS. The Event promoter/producer may designate two (2) contestants 

per night to fill positions at the Event and must do so prior to the official entry closing. 

These contestants are exempt from money won qualifications but must be at least 18 

years of age. These contestants must not have an outstanding balance with the PBR. 

4.3.6. DUES PAYMENT. All applicable membership dues must be received in PBR 

Headquarters prior to entry opening in order for Members to enter an Event. 
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4.3.7. Entry Fee Payment. 

4.3.7.1. Entry fees must be paid unless drawn out due to non-qualification or money is 

owed to the PBR, legitimate doctor release, or draw out after entries close. 

Members will not be allowed to compete unless they pay their entry fees and 

insurance prior to event start time. 

4.3.7.2. Members must pay entry fees at the venue or to the PBR Headquarters via 

credit card prior to event. Credit card entry fee payments must be made at least 

three (3) hours prior to the start of the first performance (MT), weekdays only.  

4.3.7.3. For all weekend events, credit card payments must be made by 1:00 p.m. (MT) 

on Fridays. A $10 service charge will be added to all credit card transactions. 

4.3.7.4. All Notified Turn-outs and Non-Notified Turn-outs (NNTO) shall remain 

obligated to pay all entry fees associated with the event(s) at which they turn-

out, these fees must be paid within five (5) business days or an additional $50 

late fine will be added. 

4.3.8. CHECK IN. Contestants must check in with the event secretaries at least ONE HOUR 

prior to the Event start time. If not, they will be replaced by the available alternates, 

and will be considered a NNTO owing the appropriate fees and fines.  

4.3.9. INSURANCE. Permit holders and open entry insurance is set by PBR Headquarters and 

added to their entry fees. Permit holders and open entry fees and a mandatory 

insurance fee must be paid by cash or money order at the Event, at least one (1) hour 

prior to start of the Event. 

4.3.10. CARD MEMBERS PAYMENT. Card holders in good standing shall be allowed to pay by 

personal checks at the Event. Card holders not in good standing must pay cash or 

money order. PBR Headquarters will provide a list of Members not in good standing to 

all event secretaries during the week prior to the Event. Card holders’ fees and a 

mandatory insurance fee must be paid at the Event, at least one (1) hour prior to start 

of the Event. 

4.3.11. RETURNED CHECKS. There will be a $20 charge for all returned checks.  

4.3.11.1. After the first returned check, a bond of $500 must be posted with the PBR for 

the involved Member to continue to write checks at PBR 

sanctioned/approved/affiliated Events and to the PBR. Card holders who do not 

post the bond will be required to pay with cash, credit card, cashier’s check, or 

money order.  

4.3.11.2. PBR membership will be revoked if a Member writes two NSF checks to event 

secretaries or to the PBR Headquarters. Membership will not be reinstated until 

all delinquent accounts are paid in full including the posting of a $500 bond with 

the PBR. Check writing privileges will not be allowed when the PBR membership 

is reinstated. 
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4.3.12. REPLACEMENT CHECKS. A fee of $25 will be charged if the PBR is required to replace a 

lost or stolen check. The fee will reimburse PBR for stop payment fees and processing 

charges. 

4.3.13. Notified Turn-Outs (NTO). 

4.3.13.1. Any Contestant who notifies PBR Headquarters that he will not compete at an 

event in which he is officially entered will be considered to have given a NTO. 

4.3.13.2. The notification must be at least three (3) hours (MT) prior to the start of the 

Event. If the notification is not timely, the Contestant will be considered to have 

committed a NNTO. 

4.3.13.3. The reasons for turn out must be for other than verified doctor’s release.  

4.3.13.4. A NTO will be subject to disciplinary action as determined by PBR, including but 

not limited to a fine of up to $200.  

4.3.13.5. Any Contestant who is currently qualified to compete at the BFTS and is a NTO 

at a TPD event will be subject to disciplinary action as determined by PBR, 

including but not limited to a fine of up to $400. 

4.3.13.6. All NTOs remain obligated to pay all entry fees & fines associated with the 

event(s) at which they turn-out, these fees must be paid within five (5) business 

days or an additional $50 late fine will be added.  

4.3.13.7. For weekend Turn-Outs and Doctor Releases after hours, leave a message at 

PBR Headquarters on extensions 3-130, or 3-155 only.  

4.3.13.8. A contestant will not be allowed to Compete at another Touring Pro Event the 

same day when the contestant has originally been scheduled to compete at 

another PBR sanctioned event. Any contestant found to have been a Notified 

Turn Out, Doctor Release or a Non Notified Turn Out at a PBR sanctioned event 

and competed at another PBR sanctioned event will be subject to a major 

disciplinary action. 

4.3.14. AVERAGE PAYOFF ELIGIBILITY. Any Contestant who turns-out in a PBR Touring Pro 

Division Event is not eligible for average payoff unless they were injured during the 

Event. Contestant must make decision to compete or not before printed list of names 

are assigned to bulls drawn in the short round. 

4.3.14.1. Example when to keep Contestant in average payoff:  Long-Go Injury. If a 

contestant is injured in the long-go, and has also received a score, but is unable 

to compete in the short-go due to the injury. He is still eligible for the Average 

payoff with his qualified Long-Go score.  
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4.3.14.2. Example when to NOT keep contestant in average payoff:  When contestant 

competes and receives score in the long round and turnouts in the short round 

without a legitimate doctor release/visible injury. Then contestant is NOT 

eligible for average payoff. 

4.3.15. DOCTOR RELEASE. A contestant may doctor release and thereby waive all obligations 

for entry fees. Notification must be given to PBR Headquarters at least three (3) hours 

(MT) prior to performance. Doctor verification of the injury or illness must be received 

in PBR Headquarters on or before five (5) days after intended date of competition. 

Fraudulent use of a Doctor's Release will result in a $500.00 fine. With the submission 

of a Doctor’s Release, the released contestant will be ineligible to compete in PBR 

events for a period of no less than ten (10) days. 

4.3.16. NO REFUND OF ENTRY FEES. Entry fees will not be refunded once a contestant has 

competed. The only exception to this policy is an INJURY DRAW-OUT. 

4.3.17. INJURY DRAW-OUT. When injured and physically unable to take a re-ride option in the 

Long-Go (only), an injured contestant can draw-out or be drawn-out and entry fees 

will be refunded at judges’ discretion. 

4.3.18. POSTPONEMENT. No draw-outs will be permitted due to postponed Event 

performances. 

4.3.19. NON-NOTIFIED TURN-OUT (NNTO). Contestants turning-out without properly 

notifying PBR Headquarters will be considered to have committed a “Non-Notified 

Turn-Out” and are subject to disciplinary action as determined by PBR. 

4.3.19.1. The disciplinary action includes, but is not limited to, a fine of up to $300 and 

possible ineligibility.  

4.3.19.2. Any Contestant who is currently qualified to compete at the BFTS and is a NNTO 

at a TPD event will be subject to disciplinary action as determined by PBR, 

including but not limited to a fine of up to $500. 

4.3.19.3. Any contestant turning out his bull during a performance at an Event when he is 

present, able and healthy enough to compete will be considered a Non-Notified 

Turn-Out”. He is also subject to disciplinary action as determined by PBR and the 

same actions as indicated above. All non-notified turn-outs shall remain 

obligated to pay all entry fees associated with the event(s) at which they turn-

out, these fees and fines must be paid within five (5) business days or an 

additional $50 late fine will be added. 

4.3.19.4. Entry fees collected from contestants who do not compete due to either a NTO 

or NNTO will be contributed to a fund collected by PBR. At the end of the PBR 

Season the fund will be distributed to a charity selected by PBR’s Board of 

Directors.  
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4.3.20. PBR DRAW OUTS. Once entries are closed, PBR administration may draw-out one or 

more Members. No entry fee is due if a draw-out is implemented. For example: a 

Member has a BFTS event conflict or extenuating circumstance such as death in 

immediate family. 

4.3.21. SWITCHING EVENTS. Contestants will not be allowed to Compete at another Touring 

Pro Event the same day when the contestant has originally been scheduled to 

compete at another Touring Pro Event. Any contestant found to have been a Notified 

Turn Out, Doctor Release or a Non Notified Turn Out at a Touring Pro Event and 

competed at another Touring Pro Event the same day will be subject to a major 

disciplinary action. See Discipline. 

4.3.22. POSITION DRAW. Position draws will be performed at PBR Headquarters via 

computerized entry system immediately after entries close. 

4.3.23. STOCK DRAW. Stock Draws must be performed with at least one PBR judge or staff 

member present. A computer random drawing or poker chips will be used to do the 

draw. The stock draw for the first performance will be performed at PBR 

Headquarters by PBR staff using a computer to randomly draw the bulls, unless 

otherwise approved by PBR administration. No animal may be competed on more 

than once by the same contestant in the same event. 

4.3.24. RE-RIDES. A minimum of (10) ten re-rides for long go-round and minimum of (2) two 

re-rides for all short go-rounds will be available. If the Promoter/Stock Contractor 

does not provide or make adjustments for enough re-rides to be available for 

competing contestants, he MUST refund each contestant denied a re-ride twice his 

entry fees. 

4.3.25. DRAW FOR 2ND AND SUBSEQUENT PERFORMANCES/GO-ROUNDS. Draws for the 2nd 

and subsequent performances/go-rounds will be performed no later than one and 

one half (1 ½) hours prior to the scheduled performance with a judge or PBR official 

present. 

4.3.26. FINAL GO-ROUND STOCK DRAW. Final go-round stock draws shall be in reverse order, 

with lowest qualifier receiving stock drawn first and continuing to the highest qualifier 

receiving stock drawn last. Event representative may designate re-ride order. 

4.3.27. MISDRAW. When any bull drawn to a contestant must be replaced. 

4.3.28. FOUR MISDRAWS. In the event four (4) misdraws occur, all bulls will be redrawn. 

4.3.29. PROCEDURE FOR MISDRAW. All bulls below the misdrawn bull (including first re-ride 

bull) will be in the new draw. The first bull drawn goes to competing contestant with 

the misdrawn bull. The contestant who originally had that bull will get the re-ride bull. 
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5. Producer/Promoter Procedures 
5.1. Contract Personnel. 

A tentative list of the event secretary, announcer(s), stock contractors, bullfighters and the 

barrelman must be included with the Event application for PBR Touring Pro Division events.  

5.2. Bullfighters and Mounted Horseman. 

All PBR Touring Pro Division Events must have at least two (2) bullfighters and one (1) person 

mounted on horseback. 

5.3. Photographs. 

Photographers must submit all negatives at no charge to the PBR Media Services Department. 

5.4. Video Footage. 

All PBR Touring Pro Division Event video footage is the property of PBR. 

5.5. Spectator Liability Insurance. 

All PBR Touring Pro Division Event promoters must obtain and maintain throughout the Event a 

minimum of $1,000,000 of spectator liability insurance, specifically listing PBR as an additional 

insured. A certificate of insurance evidencing the required coverage must be received by PBR 

Headquarters no later than fourteen (14) days prior to the date of the first Event performance.  

5.6. Contestant Accident Insurance. 

All PBR Touring Pro Division Event promoters must also obtain and maintain contestant liability 

insurance covering all competitors and participants in the Event, in an amount set by PBR 

Headquarters. Contestant insurance cost is split between the contestant and the Event promoter. 

Each contestant shall pay their portion of the insurance cost with their entry fees as set forth by PBR 

administration. The Event promoter shall pay the remainder of the insurance cost on a per-ride basis 

after the number of card, permit & open competitions is calculated considering short go-round rides 

and all re-rides. 

5.7. Companion Ticket. 

PBR Touring Pro Division Tour promoters must supply, at no cost, each competing contestant with 

one (1) companion ticket for seating during the performance that he is drawn into. 
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5.8. Stock List. 

See Miscellaneous Administrative Rules. 

5.9. PBR Touring Pro Division Draw procedure. 

5.9.1. First Performance Long Go - Randomly drawn at PBR Headquarters, unless otherwise 

approved by PBR administration. 

5.9.2. Second Performance Long Go - Randomly drawn with judges present 

5.9.3. Final Go-Round - Top Twelve (12) qualifiers draw to bucking order of final go-round 

bulls as set forth below: 

5.9.3.1. Final go round bulls are randomly selected by computer to achieve bucking 

order. Contestants are placed with bulls starting with 12th place qualifier, 

ascending to 1st place qualifier. Average leader going into the final go round is 

always matched with the 12th bull in the bucking order.  

5.9.3.2. No animal may be competed on more than once by the same contestant in the 

same event. 

5.10. Judges Authority. 

PBR judges have full authority to remove animals, personnel, media or any individuals that interfere 

with the safety or quality of the event. 
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6. PBR World Finals 
6.1. Qualification for PBR World Finals. 

Qualification for the PBR World Finals shall be determined solely by the Money Won List for the 

current PBR season. The top thirty five (35) on the Money Won List, as of the season cut-off date 

established by PBR administration who is ready, willing, and able to compete shall be entered as 

contestants in the PBR World Finals.  

6.2. Final PBR World Standings. 

The PBR World Champion and the final PBR World Standings for a PBR Season shall be determined 

on the basis of BFTS Points. The PBR World Champion shall be the Member with the most BFTS 

Points, and all other Members will be ranked in order according to their BFTS Points. If one or more 

PBR Members have the same number of BFTS Points, ties will be broken in the following order of 

priority, based on events during the current PBR Season:  

6.2.1. Total prize money won in BFTS Events 

6.2.2. Total prize money in PBR Events 

6.2.3. If a tie still exists after application of (a) and (b) above, the PBR Members who are tied 

shall be ranked equally.  

6.2.4. PBR Members who have scored zero (0) BFTS Points and who have earned no prize 

money at any PBR Event will be ranked in the final PBR World Standings by random 

draw.  

6.3. PBR World Finals Champion. 

BFTS Points earned at the PBR World Finals will determine the PBR World Finals Champion. 

6.4. Ground Rules. 

The ground rules established by PBR administration and distributed to each PBR World Finals 

Qualifier shall apply to PBR World Finals competition. 
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7. Points and Standings 
7.1. Ground Money Application. 

Ground money is counted for the Money Won List. Bonuses which can be won by any Members 

competing in an event also count for the Money Won List. Bonuses that can be won only by a 

specific Member do not count for the Money Won List.  

7.2. Official PBR Standings. 

Money won by Members in all PBR sanctioned and approved events shall be tallied and accounted 

for in the Official PBR Standings. Money won in any PBR affiliated, Permit-only session will not count 

toward Official PBR Standings. Standings remain “Unofficial” pending completion of a year–end 

audit of all points, money, and bonuses conducted by an outside auditor. 

7.3. Money Application. 

Money won by Permit Members will count toward Finals with the exception of permit-only sessions. 

7.4. Basis of Standings: 

Standings will be based on the official results of each PBR Event.  

7.5. Rookie of the Year. 

A member is only eligible for Rookie of the Year; the first year/season they compete in the BFTS & or 

the World Finals. If at the end of that year/season they have earned the most money, of all 

members who have also competed for their first year/season in the BFTS & or the World Finals, will 

be the Rookie of the Year. 
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8. Challenge of PBR Standings 
8.1. Inspection of Records: 

The records of the PBR with respect to BFTS Points and the Unofficial and Official PBR Standings 

shall be open for inspection by any Member during any normal business day throughout the year. 

8.2. Submission of Challenge: 

Immediately following the last BFTS Season Event a “Money Won Audit Challenge Opportunity” 

letter will be mailed to the top Card Members according to the PBR Official Standings. Members 

wishing to challenge the PBR standing calculation must submit a formal letter of challenge to PBR 

Headquarters. The letter must fully set forth the basis of the challenge.  The letter of challenge must 

be received by PBR administration no later than one week prior to the first performance of the PBR 

World Finals. 

8.3. Procedure for Addressing a Challenge: 

A panel consisting of the Board of Directors will meet within seven (7) business days after the 

receipt by PBR administration of a timely submitted challenge letter. The challenger and other 

involved parties will be invited to attend the meeting. The meeting will be held in person or via 

telephonic conference.  No modification of the final audited standings shall be made unless the 

challenger proves to the Board that a miscalculation or error has been made. The decision of the 

Board shall be final and binding. 
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9. Payoff and Secretary Procedures 
9.1. Calculation of Payoff. 

A PBR Touring Pro Division event total payoff includes the added money plus all Member entry fees 

less PBR’s 15% sanctioning fee. 

9.2. Number of Contestants. 

The number of contestants will not include persons who do not actually compete due to doctor 

releases, draw-outs, NTOs and NNTOs.  

9.3. Riders Entering Twice 

9.3.1. If an Event fails to receive a sufficient number of entries in a one or two performance 

event, contestants will be given the opportunity to enter the event twice. If there are 

more contestants willing to enter twice than there are spots remaining, Contestants 

shall be drawn into the event. It is paramount that in the case that a contestant is in 

the same short round performance twice that the correct Long Round Score is 

matched with the correct Short Round Position. 

9.3.2. No animal may be competed on more than once by the same contestant in the same 

event. 

9.4. Example when to keep contestant in average payoff: 

See PBR Competitions, PBR Touring Division, Average Payoff Eligibility section.  

9.5. Example when to NOT keep contestant in average payoff: 

See PBR Competitions, PBR Touring Division, Average Payoff Eligibility section.  

9.6. Ground Money. 

“Ground Money” occurs when a paid position is not filled by a contestant. For example, there are 

ten paid positions in a round or in the average and only eight (8) contestants obtain a qualifying 

score. This leaves the ninth and tenth position not filled. The earnings for those two positions are 

split equally by the eight (8) contestants who received a score in the round or average. If no 

contestant earns a qualifying score in a round, then the prize money from that round is split equally 

between all contestants placing in the average. If contestants fail to obtain a qualifying score in the 

entire event, the prize money will be split equally among the competing contestants of that event. 
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9.7. Payoff. 

PBR Touring Pro Division Events with a finals will pay twenty percent (20%) of the total purse to the 

first go-round, which pays four (4) places. Eighty percent (80%) of the total purse is allocated to the 

Average payoff, which pays eight (8) places and varies only in accordance with the payoff scale 

below. Secretary must provide copies of all rider payoff checks. If paid in cash, secretary must 

provide receipt initialed by rider. 

9.8. Payoff Scale PBR Touring Pro Division. 

1st Go-Round: 
Pays four (4) places as set forth by the percentage breakdown below 
 (Pending special ground rules for larger purses)

9.9. Entry Fee Scale. 

(Excluding BFTS) Entry fees are $100, plus a $65 mandatory charge for insurance. Entry fees can vary 

and will be set by PBR administration. 

9.10. Receipts. 

The event Secretary is responsible for providing receipts to every contestant that pays in any 

manner other than personal check. Copies must also be sent to the PBR with secretary packet.  
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9.11. Official Turnouts, Doctor Releases and Draw Outs. 

The event secretary is responsible for obtaining the list of official turn-outs, doctor releases and 

draw-outs from PBR Headquarters three (3) hours (MT) prior to event. 

9.12. Alternates. 

See PBR Competitions, PBR Touring Division, Entries, Alternate section.  

9.13. Results. 

The event secretary shall be responsible for recording and submitting to PBR headquarters all results 

from the Event. Results must be submitted to PBR Headquarters via fax immediately following the 

Event’s conclusion and via express mail within twenty-four (24) hours to be audited and posted to 

PBR standings. 

9.14. Personnel. 

The event secretary is required to submit the names and social security numbers of announcers, 

secretary, timer, bullfighters, barrelman and judges. 
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9.15. Payoff Errors. 

The event secretary will be responsible for reviewing the individual Event results and correcting any 

errors before submitting the results to PBR Headquarters. An error may occur and may not be found 

until after the prize checks have been distributed. In this case, the Promoter will be responsible for 

correcting the payout error. If there is a pay off correction, they will have five business days from 

notification to have the pay off correction fixed and back to us to distribute to the contestants. If the 

promoter does not have the pay off correction back to us within the five business days they will be 

fined $500. The event secretaries will automatically be fined $100 for any pay off corrections that 

occur. 

9.15.1. Contestants who have been underpaid will be paid the appropriate amounts. 

Contestants who were overpaid will be invoiced and are required to reimburse the 

Promoter for the amount of the over payment. Contestants who were overpaid and 

do not reimburse the Promoter will not be eligible to participate in PBR events until 

the amount due is paid. Contestants will have 30 days upon notification of the pay off 

correction to clear their account. 

9.16. SHORT-GO. 

If a contestant is qualified for the short-go but unable to compete due to injury, the contestant with 

the next highest score will be included in the short-go. 

9.16.1. In the case of ties resulting in more that the pre-set number of positions in the short-

go, a coin flips with only two contestants, random draw with three or more will decide 

which contestants will advance to the short-go. 

9.16.2. A Contestant eliminated from finals due to flip/random draw is eligible for average 

payoff. 

9.16.3. In a situation where not enough contestants qualify for the short-go at a TPD event, 

the remaining holes will be filled off of buck off times.  

9.17. Open Rider Payment. 

An “Open Entry” is someone who is not a PBR Member who is entered into a PBR Event to fill an 

open position. The individual must be at least 18 years of age and must pay insurance and entry 

fees. Money won by an Open Entry applies toward the $2,500 Card requirement but does not count 

toward World Finals qualification. Any Open rider who wins $320 dollars or more at the event will 

have the $320 (current PBR Member Dues) held out of his winnings. An application will be provided 

at the event. It can be sent to the office with the secretary’s additional paperwork. 
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9.18. Member Entry Fee Payment. 

See PBR Competitions, PBR Touring Division, Entry Fee Payment section.  

10. ABBI Events 
10.1. Futurity Event Rules and Regulations 

10.1.1. Participation: 

All participants entering bulls in an ABBI produced or sanctioned futurity must be current 

breeders in good standing with the ABBI. 

10.1.2. Event Entry Requirements: 

10.1.2.1. All bulls competing in an ABBI produced or sanctioned futurity must be 

registered with the ABBI prior to entry. 

10.1.2.2. All bulls must have a DNA verified sire AND dam prior to entry closing time or be 

subject to penalty. 

10.1.2.3. Bulls may be entered with parent verification pending. Prior to entering, the bull 

must be submitted for registration and assigned an ABBI registration number. A 

$500 ($250 per parent) penalty will be added to the entry.  All bulls must be age 

verified and EID tagged before competition. (See AGE VERIFICATION) 

10.1.2.4. Bulls must be in the Owner/Partnership inventory of those entering the animal 

or under a competition management agreement. 

10.1.3. AGE REQUIREMENTS: To be eligible to compete in any ABBI produced or sanctioned 

futurity, bulls must be born on or between January 1 and December 31 of the year 

specified on the form, two years prior to the year of competition. 

EXAMPLE: 2010 calves (calves born on or between January 1 and December 31, 2010) 

are eligible to compete in 2012 futurities. 

10.1.4. AGE VERIFICATION: Beginning in 2008, Bulls must FIRST be ABBI Registered, have a 

legible permanent brand (fire or freeze) ID number and an original Certificate of 

Registration prior to age verification. Bulls must be ABBI age verified, no sooner than 

18 months old and no later than 34 months old from the date of birth in the registry. 

Bulls must be verified by an ABBI approved licensed veterinarian according to the 

ABBI approved mouth chart (L. Man Cropsey, DVM Golden, Colorado), be EID tagged 

and be verified to be 34 months or less. EID tags should not be placed in animals that 

are determined to be too old. 

10.1.4.1. ABBI RESERVES THE RIGHT TO AGE VERIFY AND / OR DISQUALIFY ANY BULL 

ENTERED AT ANY ABBI PRODUCED OR SANCTIONED EVENT. 
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10.1.4.2. A copy should be retained by the owner for their records. Remember to ask the 

Vet for a copy. Copies may be requested from the ABBI office, but will cost $5. 

10.1.4.3. Beginning 2011, all 2010 bulls and younger may compete with the official ABBI 

EID tag purchased and registered with ABBI in the bull’s birth year.   

 

10.1.5. ANIMAL IDENTIFICATION: l Bulls must be branded (fire or freeze) with a permanent 

legible ID number and have an EID tag in place. Bulls not branded as mentioned herein 

may be disqualified from any ABBI produced or sanctioned futurity and may forfeit 

any/all fees and expenses paid. 

10.1.5.1. In the event ABBI questions the legitimacy of any animal’s permanent 

identification markings, ABBI reserves the right to take a DNA sample on any 

entered animal in order to compare DNA samples, without notice to or consent 

from the animal owner. 

10.1.6. Entries: 

10.1.6.1. Entries will be taken through the ABBI office or website for any ABBI Futurity 

event. Entry open date will be event specific and posted prior to each event’s 

opening date. Methods of entry:  On-line, with credit card payment;  Fax, with 

credit card payment, US Mail with personal checks, cashier’s check, money 

order, or credit card.)  Mailed entries and mailed payments must be in the office 

by the close date and time posted. No entries will be accepted without 

payment. 

10.1.6.2. Entry open date will be event specific and posted prior to each event’s opening 

date. 

10.1.6.3. Entry close dates will be two (2) weeks prior to the event, unless otherwise 

noted. Entries and entry fees MUST BE IN THE ABBI OFFICE by 12:00 pm 

(Mountain Time) on “entries closed” date (not postmarked by entry closed 

date). 

10.1.6.4. In order for a bull to be considered entered in any ABBI produced or sanctioned 

futurity, the following must be received in accordance with the entry deadlines 

listed above: 

10.1.6.4.1. If entering by mail or by fax, a completed and signed entry form 

containing the ABBI #, the herd number and bull’s name and a copy of the 

age verification must be included. The entering owner’s name must 

appear on the registration certificate as the owner of the bull being 

entered. If the bull is owned by a partnership, that partnership must have 

an ABBI competition agreement and, at least one of the partners listed as 

the owner on the registration certificate. If a special working partnership 
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or lease agreement exists which does not allow for the owner’s name to 

appear on the registration certificate, entries may still be made, but ONLY 

if the parties provide the ABBI office with a valid copy of the lease. The 

entered bull’s name must appear as it appears on the registration 

certificate or the bull’s registered name will be changed in the registry to 

match the entry by the ABBI. 

10.1.6.4.2. If entering on-line, on-line entry must be submitted and payment received 

in the ABBI office by 12:00 pm (Mountain Time) on entries closed date. 

10.1.6.5. All fees must be paid in full or received by 12:00 pm (Mountain Time) on 

“entries closed” date. Acceptable forms of payment include:  personal checks, 

cashier’s check, money order, and Master Card, Visa, AMEX or Discover credit 

cards. Money wiring will not be accepted for payment of entry fees. 

10.1.6.6. Entries will be taken until close date. Typical Opening will be on Monday, with 

the close date being the Wednesday following.  Call backs Thursday. Then the 

total entries will be placed in performance order by random draw of owner to 

fill available positions. 

10.1.6.7. If positions are available, late entries may be taken, until a posted time of “late 

entries closing date” or typically the Friday, following the posted close date, or 

until the event is full, with a penalty of $250.  

10.1.7. ENTRY FEES: At all ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities entry fees will be event 

specific and will be posted prior to entry open date. 

10.1.8. ENTRY LIMITS:  At all ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities, the number of entries 

accepted will be event specific, and will be posted prior to the entry open date. A 

forty (40) entry minimum must be required for all Futurities. The promoter may elect 

to hold the futurity with fewer entries, as a stand-alone event. See promoter’s manual 

for more details. 

 

10.1.9. FILL ENTRIES: The Event promoter/producer may designate two(2) bull entries per 

event to fill positions at the Event and must do so prior to the official entry closing.  

These entries must meet all ABBI entry requirements. 

10.1.10. HEALTH REQUIREMENTS:  All bulls competing at an ABBI Classic event will be required 

to have record of a negative TB test and a negative Brucellosis test within the same 

calendar year and prior to the competition date, unless otherwise approved through 

the ABBI office. A copy of these tests and a Veterinary Health Inspection will be 

required. Specific requirements for individual states may differ, so be sure to check 

with your Vet to verify requirements. These tests and inspections must be presented 

at check-in time. Bulls that do not meet these requirements will not be allowed to 

unload or compete and will forfeit entry fees. A producer may request additional 
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requirements that must be approved by the ABBI and will be posted as ground rules in 

entry information. The ABBI Lead Judge may request a VET RELEASE on-site for an 

injury prior to the event. 

10.1.11. TESTING: The ABBI reserves the right to collect samples including, but not limited to 

tissue and/or fluids, from bulls for any reason deemed necessary, specific or 

otherwise. See PBR BULL TESTING & BANNED SUBSTANCE POLICY 

 
10.1.12. PAYOUT:  

10.1.12.1. After all deductions the up to ten (10) positions will be paid according to the 

Standard Payout scale. If less than 40 entries, then 1 for each 4 animals will be 

paid. Event Payout will be determined after check in for the bulls. 

10.1.13. DUMMIES:  All bulls competing in an ABBI produced or sanctioned futurity will be 

bucked using a 25lb. ABBI approved dummy. Dummy will be applied by designated 

Contract labor. 

10.1.14. Competition Format: 

10.1.14.1. At all ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities, bulls will be bucked for four (4) 

seconds. 

10.1.14.2. ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities consist of One (1) Long Round 

10.1.15. Judging Guidelines: 

10.1.15.1. Event producers will use the 5 judge, 5 category system. All ABBI judges will be 

hired by the ABBI.  

10.1.15.2. Bulls will be scored using five categories: Buck, Kick, Spin, Degree of Difficulty, 

and Intensity. Zero (0) to five (5) points, quarter points may be awarded in each 

category, with all five categories added up to form one (1) to twenty-five (25) 

points per trip, per judge. 

10.1.16. ELECTRICAL DEVICES & FOREIGN OBJECTS: See Onsite Activities, Electrical Devices and 

Foreign Objects section. Any owner not adhering to this rule is subject to 

disqualification of the animal involved in the particular incident, and/or total 

disqualification from the competition in its entirety and forfeiture of entry fees. In 

addition, failure to adhere to this rule could result in suspension and / or fine as 

outlined in Misconduct and Cheating. 

10.1.16. HORNS: All competing futurity bulls must have their horns tipped (broken or 

loose horns are excluded from this rule) prior to arriving at check in for the event and be 

determined to be the diameter of half-dollar (1-3/8”). At the discretion of a judge or ABBI 

representative, if an un-tipped or inadequately tipped animal arrives at any ABBI produced 
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or sanctioned futurity, the bull will be disqualified and will forfeit all fees and related 

expenses.  For Finals, all PBR/ABBI World Finals rules and regulations will apply. 

 

10.1.17. DRAW/CHUTE POSITION: Bucking order will be determined by random draw of owner. 

You may not change the delivery of the animal, once the bull has been checked in 

without being assessed a $250.00 penalty. If delivery is changed prior to check in, but 

after the draw, positioning may be changed at the discretion of production. 

10.1.18. TIE BREAKERS: There will be no tie breakers employed at ABBI produced or sanctioned 

futurities unless specified in the ground rules, prior to the event entries opening.  

10.1.19. WITHDRAWAL: Prior to entries closing a bull may be withdrawn without penalty or 

forfeit of entry fees. After entry closing, owners may withdraw animals from 

competition for any reason. However, doing so will forfeit all entry fees, unless a Vet 

Release is obtained. In the event a vet release is provided to the ABBI Office, entry 

fees will be refunded, and the bull will be ineligible for entry for 30 days from the VET 

release date. 

10.1.20. PERSONNEL: At all ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities, gate men, arena help and 

production labor will be provided by the futurity producer. Only these designated 

individuals will be permitted to conduct their specific tasks. Certificate of Insurance by 

the promoter must be submitted and accepted by the ABBI office, prior to the event. 

10.1.21. POINTS: At all ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities, points qualify toward the ABBI 

Year End Awards. They will be awarded on the basis of one point for every bull beaten 

in each go-round of competition. 

10.1.22. FINALS QUALIFICATION:  The top 10% of bulls that place at each regular season 

futurity will qualify for Futurity Finals in Las Vegas (Entry Fee will be determined prior 

to event). 

10.1.23. VIDEO BUCKING BULL, INC.:  The video futurity system (VBBI) will allow breeders 

across the United States, and internationally, to compete via video, with their futurity 

animals. A schedule of events will be available on the ABBI website, with entry to the 

events available online. Submission of your videos will be through the VBBInow.com 

website. Videos will be posted for review and judging for a designated time period, 

with the event results being published on both www.abbinow.com and 

www.VBBInow.com. Judging will be handled by a list of “core ABBI judges” as well as 

video judges’ scores being factored into the event. Money will be withheld from each 

event and will go towards World Finals; therefore, all competition points will count 

toward finals. 

10.1.24. EVENT GROUND RULES:  Specific ground rules may exist for an ABBI produced or 

sanctioned futurity and will be posted prior to event entries opening. Failure to 
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adhere to posted ground rules may result in disqualification and / or fine. Specific 

ground rules may exist for the ABBI World Finals Futurity. 

10.1.25. EARLY ARRIVAL:  If you are traveling from a distance and plan to arrive prior to check 

in, you must contact the on-site ABBI representative or the ABBI office at least 24 

hours prior to arrival to ensure pen space is secure and available. Animals will then 

need to be checked in with ABBI officials during the designated check in time. Failure 

to contact ABBI in advance could subject you to a $250 fine per animal. 

10.1.26. SANCTIONING GUIDELINES 

10.1.26.1. In order to comply with ABBI’s and/or PBR  Guidelines promoter will agree to all 

terms and conditions in the Promoter’s Manual and must schedule the Classic 

Event 30 days or 30 miles away from any other ABBI/ PBR sanctioned event. 

 

 

10.2. Junior Futurity Rules and Regulations 

10.2.1. Participation: 

10.2.1.1. All participants entering bulls in an ABBI produced or sanctioned Junior futurity 

must be a Junior breeder, and between the age of 9-18 years old, in good 

standing with the ABBI. A Junior Breeder must be no older than 18 years old, on 

January 1st of the year in which the ABBI Junior breeder account is paid. 

Participants must be 9 years old the day of competition. 

10.2.1.2. Junior Breeders are required to be present at Junior Futurity in which their bull 

is entered. Junior breeder must be accompanied by an Adult at all times while 

behind the bucking chutes or in the arena. The Junior participant IS required to 

flank bull, but can be assisted by an adult up to the bull entering the chute. 

Special circumstances will be considered, in the event a Junior breeder cannot 

flank bull (i.e. a handicapped Junior Breeder). 

10.2.2. Event Entry Requirements: 

10.2.2.1. All bulls competing in an ABBI produced or sanctioned Junior futurity must be 

registered with the ABBI prior to entry. Bulls must be registered in the 

competing Junior Breeder's name, the Junior Breeder's family name or Junior 

Breeder's family ranch name. 

10.2.2.2. All bulls competing in an ABBI produced or sanctioned Junior futurity will follow 

guidelines as outlined by the junior committee of ABBI for eligibility to compete. 

These guidelines are subject to revision. 

10.2.2.3. ABBI recognizes animals at 2 years of age have only one season for competition 

in the Futurity system. In order not to restrict all of  the competition 
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opportunities available for an animal to reach its fullest earnings potential, ABBI 

will allow junior futurity animals to compete in other open futurity. If entered in 

both junior and open events bull will buck once with the open entries. 

10.2.2.4. American Heritage Junior Futurity will be held in conjunction with the American 

Heritage Futurity. Entry requirements will be posted on the website and will be 

considered a separate Junior Event from the American Heritage Futurity. 

10.2.2.5. If the animal is paid up in the American Heritage Futurity, and entered into the 

American Heritage Junior competition, the bull will be bucked once, with the 

score counting for both competitions. Entry fees to both events will be paid. . 

Entries must be in the Junior's name or family ranch name. And will only be 

listed as the Junior name, no adult partners may be listed. 

10.2.3. ENTRY FEES: At all ABBI produced or sanctioned Junior futurities entry fees will be 

event specific and will be posted prior to entry open date. 

10.2.4. ENTRY LIMITS: At all ABBI produced or sanctioned Junior futurities, the number of 

entries accepted will be event specific, and will be posted prior to the entry open 

date. Entries will be limited to one (1) bull per Junior breeder unless the Junior futurity 

does not fill available positions. All Junior will be allowed to compete in at least one 

event. 

10.2.5. PAYOUT:   

10.2.5.1. After all deductions the first ten (10) positions will be paid according to the 

Standard Payout scale. If the entries are less than 40 then every 1 for 4 places 

with get paid. Event payout will be determined after check in of the bulls. 

10.2.6. POINTS: At all ABBI produced or sanctioned junior futurities, points qualify toward the 

ABBI Year End Junior Awards. They will be awarded on the basis of one point for every 

bull beaten in each go-round of competition. 

All bulls entered in Youth futurity must meet all other ABBI Futurity Rules & Guidelines (see 

Futurity Rules & Guidelines) 

10.3. Classic/Derby Event Rules and Regulations 

10.3.1. SCOPE OF COMPETITION:  The ABBI Classic/Derby events are to be conducted in 

conjunction with the following Professional Bull Riders (PBR) events: 

10.3.1.1. Touring Pro Division (TPD) 

10.3.1.2. Built Ford Tough Tour 

10.3.1.3. Any special events ABBI feels would promote and enhance the development of 

ABBI and its programs.  

10.3.2. PARTICIPANTS: All participants entering bulls in an ABBI produced or sanctioned 

classic event must be current breeders in good standing with the ABBI. 
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10.3.3. EVENT ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 

10.3.3.1. All bulls competing in an ABBI produced or sanctioned classic event must be 

registered with the ABBI prior to entry. 

10.3.3.2. All bulls must be ABBI registered with a DNA verified sire AND dam prior to 

entry closing time or be subject to penalty. 

10.3.3.3. Bulls may be entered with parent verification pending. Prior to entering bull, 

animal must be submitted for registration and assigned an ABBI registration 

number.   A $500 ($250 per parent) penalty will be added to the entry. All 

Classic bulls MUST have been previously age verified and EID tagged before the 

age of 34 months. 

10.3.3.4. Bulls must be in the Owner/Partnership inventory, have a competition 

agreement on file for those entering the animal. 

10.3.4. AGE REQUIREMENT: To be eligible to compete in any ABBI produced or sanctioned 

Classic event, bulls must be born on or between January 1, 2008 and December 31, 

2009. 

10.3.5. AGE VERIFICATION:  All Classic Bulls must FIRST be ABBI Registered, have a legible 

permanent brand (fire or freeze) ID number and an original Certificate of Registration 

prior to age verification. Bulls must be ABBI age verified, no sooner than 18 months 

old and no later than 34 months old from the date of birth in the registry. Bulls must 

be verified by an ABBI approved licensed veterinarian according to the ABBI approved 

mouth chart (L. Man Cropsey, DVM Golden, Colorado), be EID tagged and be verified 

to be 34 months or less. EID tags should not be placed in animals that are determined 

to be too old. 

10.3.5.1. Beginning 2011, all 2010 bulls and younger may compete with the official ABBI 

EID tag purchased and registered with ABBI in the bull’s birth year.   

10.3.5.2. A copy should be retained by the owner for their records. Remember to ask the 

Vet for a copy. Copies may be requested from the ABBI office, but will cost $5. 

10.3.5.3. ABBI RESERVES THE RIGHT TO AGE VERIFY AND / OR DISQUALIFY ANY BULL 

ENTERED AT ANY ABBI PRODUCED OR SANCTIONED EVENT. 

10.3.6. ANIMAL IDENTIFICATION: 

10.3.6.1. Bulls must be branded (fire or freeze) with a permanent legible ID number and 

have an EID tag in place. Bulls not branded as mentioned herein may be 

disqualified from any ABBI produced or sanctioned classic and may forfeit 

any/all fees and expenses paid. 

10.3.6.2. In the event ABBI questions the legitimacy of any animal's permanent 

identification markings, ABBI reserves the right to take a DNA sample on any 
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entered animal in order to compare DNA samples, without notice to or consent 

from the animal owner. 

10.3.7. LEVELS OF COMPETITION: 

10.3.7.1. PBR: These events will be mounted by PBR riders and approved in conjunction 

with PBR.

10.3.1. Touring Pro $2,500 Level Classic Event Entry  

10.3.1.1. All entries will be subject to Random draw if number of entries exceeds the 

maximum bulls allowed at each event.    

10.3.2. Touring Pro $10,000 Level Classic Event Entry 

10.3.2.1. All entries will be subject to Random draw if number of entries exceeds the 

maximum bulls allowed at each event. 

10.3.3. Built Ford Tough Classic Events Entry Priorities 

10.3.3.1. Top 45 Bulls by money won 

10.3.3.2. Random draw (excluding bulls cut from BFT events) 

10.3.3.3. Bottom 10 places lose priority after each event 

10.3.3.4. Any bull may be scratched for non-performance, at PBR discretion 

10.3.4. Entries: 

10.3.4.1. Entries will be taken through the ABBI office or website for any ABBI event. 

Entry open date will be event specific and posted prior to each event's opening 

date. Methods of entry:  On-line, with credit card payment;  Fax, with credit 

card payment, US Mail with personal checks, cashier's check, money order, or 

credit card.)  Mailed entries and mailed payments must be in the office by the 

close date and time posted. No entries will be accepted without payment. 

10.3.4.2. Entry open date will be event specific and posted prior to each event's opening 

date. 

10.3.4.3. Number of Bulls for each event will be specified by the promoter and posted 

prior to opening. If entries exceed 60 for a two day event, bulls will buck once; 

otherwise, bulls will buck twice. 3 year old bulls will be allowed to designate on 

the entry form a buck once preference and be drawn out should the event 

become a two buck event. 
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10.3.4.4. Entry close dates will be posted on the website. Entries and entry fees MUST BE 

IN THE ABBI OFFICE by 12:00 pm (Mountain Time) on "entries closed" date (not 

postmarked by entry closed date).  

10.3.4.5. In order for a bull to be considered entered in any ABBI produced or sanctioned 

Derby/Classic, the following must be received in accordance with the entry 

deadlines listed above: 

10.3.4.5.1. If entering by mail or by fax, a completed and signed entry form 

containing the ABBI #, the herd number and bull's name and a copy of the 

age verification must be included. The entering owner's name must 

appear on the registration certificate as the owner of the bull being 

entered. If the bull is owned by a partnership, that partnership must have 

an ABBI competition agreement and, at least one of the partners listed as 

the owner on the registration certificate. If a special working partnership 

or lease agreement exists which does not allow for the owner's name to 

appear on the registration certificate, entries may still be made, but ONLY 

if the parties provide the ABBI office with a valid copy of the lease. The 

entered bull's name must appear as it appears on the registration 

certificate or the bull's registered name will be changed in the registry to 

match the entry by the ABBI. 

10.3.4.5.2. If entering on-line, on-line entry must be submitted and payment received 

in the ABBI office by 12:00 pm (Mountain Time) on entries closed date. 

10.3.4.6. All fees must be paid in full or received by 12:00 pm (Mountain Time) on 

"entries closed" date. Acceptable forms of payment include:  personal checks, 

cashier's check, money order, and Master Card, Visa, AMEX or Discover credit 

cards. Money wiring will not be accepted for payment of entry fees. 

10.3.4.7. Entries will be taken until close date. Typical Opening will be on Monday, with 

the close date being the following Wednesday.  Call backs Thursday. Then the 

total entries will be placed in performance order by random draw of owner to 

fill available positions. If positions are available, late entries may be taken, until 

a posted time of "late entries closing date", following the posted close date or 

until the event is full, with a penalty of $250.  

10.3.5. ENTRY LIMITS: At all ABBI produced or sanctioned classic events, the number of 

entries accepted will be determined by the promoter and event specific. 

10.3.6. FILL ENTRIES: The Event promoter/producer may designate two(2) bull entries per 

event to fill positions at the Event and must do so prior to the official entry closing.  

These entries must meet all ABBI entry requirements. 
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10.3.7. HEALTH REQUIREMENTS:  All bulls competing at an ABBI Classic event will be required 

to have record of a negative TB test and a negative Brucellosis test within the same 

calendar year and prior to the competition date, unless otherwise approved through 

the ABBI office. A copy of these tests and a Veterinary Health Inspection will be 

required. Specific requirements for individual states may differ, so be sure to check 

with your Vet to verify requirements. These tests and inspections must be presented 

at check-in time. Bulls that do not meet these requirements will not be allowed to 

unload or compete and will forfeit entry fees. A producer may request additional 

requirements that must be approved by the ABBI and will be posted as ground rules in 

entry information. The ABBI Judge may request a VET RELEASE on-site for an injury 

prior to the event. 

10.3.8. TESTING:  The ABBI reserves the right to collect samples including, but not limited to 

tissue and/or fluids, from bulls for any reason deemed necessary, specific or 

otherwise. REFER to PBR BULL TESTING & BANNED SUBSTANCE POLICY 

10.3.9. HORNS: Bulls must be tipped in accordance with the Professional Bull Riders (PBR) 

guidelines, which is the diameter of a half-dollar (1-3/8”). At the discretion of a judge 

or ABBI representative, if an un-tipped or inadequately tipped animal arrives at any 

ABBI produced or sanctioned Classic, the bull will be disqualified and all entry fees and 

other related expenses will be forfeited. 

10.3.10. PAYOUT  

10.3.10.1. After all deductions the first ten (10) positions will be paid according to the 

Standard Payout scale. If less than forty (40) entries then 1 for every 4 places 

will be paid. Event payout will be determined after check in of the bulls. 

10.3.11. CONTESTANTS:  Bulls will be mounted by PBR bull riders or by open mount out bull 

riders, if event is not full. Open entries may be taken on -site, with the promoter 

collecting the insurance for the non-PBR riders. PBR/promoter shall pay mount out 

fees. 

10.3.12. COMPETITION FORMAT: ABBI produced or sanctioned classic events may consist of 

one of the following: 

10.3.12.1. One (1) Long Round 

10.3.12.2. Two (2) Long Rounds 

10.3.13. JUDGING: The 4 judges' bull scores will be counted. The promoter may request 6 

judges, but will be responsible for the payment of the two additional judges. Judges 

will determine whether a bull has crossed the plane of the chute. If the bull crosses 

the plane without a rider aboard, the option of a refund of entry fees or the option to 

run the bull back into the chute and be mounted by a new rider, will be offered. 

10.3.14. ELECTRICAL DEVICES AND FOREIGN OBJECTS:  See Onsite Activities, Electrical Devices 

and Foreign Objects section. Any owner not adhering to this rule is subject to 
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disqualification of the animal involved in the particular incident, and/or total 

disqualification from the competition in its entirety and forfeiture of entry fees. In 

addition, failure to adhere to this rule could result in suspension and / or fine as 

outlined in Misconduct and Cheating. 

10.3.15. DRAW/CHUTE POSITION:   Bucking order will be determined by random draw of 

owner. The order of the draw will be bucked first to last in the draw order in one 

round format. In a two round format, bulls will be bucked from last to first in the draw 

order in the second round. You may not change the delivery of the animal, once the 

draw has been completed unless conclusive evidence is provided that bull was 

entered the same as delivery change requested. Positions may be altered, as needed, 

by the producer and / or chute boss to allow proper left hand and right hand 

deliveries per section. Judge may change delivery due to injury, if necessary. 

10.3.16. TIE BREAKERS:  There will be no tie breakers employed at ABBI produced or 

sanctioned classic events, unless specified in the ground rules, prior to event entry 

opening.      

10.3.17. WITHDRAWAL:   Prior to entries closing a bull may be withdrawn without penalty or 

forfeit of entry fees. After entry closing, owners may withdraw animals from 

competition for any reason. However, doing so will forfeit all entry fees, unless a Vet 

Release in obtained. In the event a vet release is provided to the ABBI Office, entry 

fees will be refunded, but the bull will be ineligible for entry for 30 days from released 

event. After rider draw has occurred, no refunds will be given for withdrawals, except 

for Vet released animals or at the Judge's discretion. 

10.3.18. ALTERNATES:  Alternates will be defined as bulls entered but not taken due to 

unavailable positions and will be created by either, draw or preference. Should any 

withdraws occur prior to the rider draw, the alternates will be moved into the event 

replacing the withdrawn bull, in descending order. If no alternates are available, 

owners may substitute an alternate animal of like ownership, except in $2,500 Events, 

provided all requirements are met, and the original animal is withdrawn with a Vet 

release, prior to the submission of the rider draw for the first round of competition. 

Contractors that have bulls drawn as alternates may select which bull is their priority, 

of the alternate bulls. Must be identified when notified of the alternate status. 

10.3.19. PERSONNEL:  At all ABBI produced or sanctioned classic events gate men, arena help 

and production labor will be provided by the classic event producer. Only these 

designated individuals will be permitted to conduct their specific tasks. Insurance 

certificates must be provided to the ABBI office, prior to the event. See promoter's 

manual for more detail. 

10.3.20. FINALS QUALIFICATION:  The top money earning bulls, up to 40, may qualify to 

participate in the ABBI World Bucking Bull Classic Finals. Any remaining positions 

available may be filled by additional money earning bulls, in descending order, until all 
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positions are filled or entries close. Any bull may be scratched for non-performance, 

at PBR discretion. 

10.3.21. EVENT GROUND RULES:  Specific ground rules may exist for an ABBI produced or 

sanctioned Classic event. Ground rules will be posted prior to the event entry 

opening. Failure to adhere to posted ground rules may result in disqualification and / 

or fine. 

10.3.22. FINALS GROUND RULES: Specific ground rules may exist for the ABBI World Bucking 

Bull Classic Finals. 

FINE SCHEDULE:  Late check-in - $250.00 per animal. Late is defined as not being in 

line at the designated close time for check in of animals. Check-in officials will 

determine the end of the line and will determine whether a fine will be assessed or 

not. 

10.3.23. EARLY ARRIVAL: If you are traveling from a distance and plan to arrive prior to check 

in, you must contact the on-site ABBI representative or the ABBI office at least 24 

hours prior to arrival to ensure pen space is secure and available. Animals will then 

need to be checked in with ABBI officials during the designated check in time. Failure 

to contact ABBI in advance could subject you to a $250 fine per animal. 

10.3.24. SANCTIONING GUIDELINES 

10.3.24.1. In order to comply with ABBI’s and/or PBR  Guidelines promoter will agree to all 

terms and conditions in the Promoter’s Manual and must schedule the Classic 

Event 60 days or 100 miles away from any other ABBI/ PBR sanctioned event. 

10.4. Maturity Events 

10.4.1. SCOPE OF COMPETITION:   A competition for ABBI registered bulls that are 3 Years 

and older that may or may not meet requirements for Classic/Derby Events. 

10.4.2. BULL COMPETITION REQUIRMENTS 

10.4.2.1. All bulls must be ABBI registered but do not receive a fine if sire/dam are not 

verified. 

10.4.2.2. All Classic/Derby competition guidelines apply except: 

10.4.2.2.1. Bulls do not have to age verified to enter 

10.4.2.2.2. There is not an age limit for competing bulls. 

10.4.2.3. PAYOUT: 

10.4.2.3.1. After all deductions the first ten (10) positions will be paid according to 

the Standard Payout scale.  If less than forty (40) entries then 1 for 4 

places are paid.  Event payout will be determined after check in of the 

bulls. 
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10.5. ABBI Bull Riding Tour 

10.5.1. SCOPE OF COMPETITION: Sanctioned events will be held in conjunction with either 

third party promoters and/or produced by ABBI and mounted by open riders 

approved through ABBI.  Open riders will purchase an ABBI card and standings will be 

maintained by ABBI.  Riders with the most money won at season end will be invited to 

the Wild Card for the season title.  Each event rider winner will be given a PBR card for 

the next year. 

10.5.2. ABBI Bull Riding Tour

10.5.4    ABBI Tour Bull Priorities 

 All entries are subject to a Random draw if the number of entries exceeds the 

number of bulls allowed at each event. 

10.5.5 Sanctioning Guidelines 

 In order to comply with ABBI’s and/or PBR  Guidelines promoter will agree to all 

terms and conditions in the Promoter’s Manual and must schedule the event 60 

days or 100 miles away from any other ABBI/ PBR sanctioned event. 

10.6. Claiming Events Rules and Regulations 

ALL APPLICABLE FUTURITY & CLASSIC RULES APPLY TO ABBI CLAIMING EVENTS. SEE FUTURITY 

RULES and GUIDELINES or CLASSIC RULES and GUIDELINES. 

10.6.1. SCOPE OF COMPETITION: ABBI produced or sanctioned claiming events may be 

conducted under the following formats: 

10.6.1.1. In conjunction with existing Professional Bull Riders (PBR) competitive events. 

10.6.1.2. In conjunction with the open riding events. 

10.6.1.3. In conjunction with youth or high school events. 

10.6.1.4. As standalone ABBI events. 

10.6.2. All Claiming Rules can be found at www.abbinow.com 
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11. Onsite Activities 
11.1. Arena Activity 

11.1.1. GROUND PREPARATION. The arena ground preparation must be approved by an Event 

judge, a PBR representative, or stock contractor. The arena ground must be flat and 

not too deep. Sandy ground must be watered and packed. 

11.1.2. CHUTES. The chutes must have support for feet and signs must not impair the 

Contestants ability to place feet in chute slats. A platform in back must extend the full 

length of the chutes. 

11.1.3. UNSAFE ARENA CONDITIONS. An Event Judge, PBR representative, or stock contractor 

can stop an event until an unsafe condition is corrected. 

11.2. Livestock 

Animal Identification. 

11.2.1. IDENTIFICATION. All livestock must be numbered by permanent brand. The 

identification numbers must be readable at all times. If they are blurred or haired-

over, the numbers must be clipped or renumbered. PBR Management must approve 

any exceptions to the above in writing. 

11.2.2. NO DUPLICATE IDENTIFICATION. Stock contractors may not use duplicate 

identification numbers on stock owned by the stock contractor. 

11.2.3. APPROPRIATE LIVESTOCK DESIGNATION. PBR reserves that right, in its sole discretion, 

to disallow to any bull that is attempting to compete under a profane, offensive or 

otherwise inappropriate or unacceptable name or designation from entering and/or 

competing at any PBR sanctioned event. Notwithstanding the foregoing, PBR shall 

have the unilateral option, but not obligation, to allow such unacceptably named bull 

to compete under a different name or designation assigned to it by PBR, in its sole 

discretion. 

11.2.4. UNSATISFACTORY BULLS. A PBR Representative or judge may declare particular bulls 

unsatisfactory. If a bull is too small (standard length bull rope will not fit) the rider will 

be given the option of a re-ride or the option to draw out. Upon notification, either 

written or verbal (with verbal notification supported with written documentation), the 

stock contractor or Event promoter/producer must eliminate the bull(s) from the 

draw. 

11.2.5. TIPPING OF HORNS. All horned bulls used in PBR Events will have their horns tipped to 

at least the diameter of a half-dollar (1 - 3/8"). Bulls not meeting this requirement will 

be removed from competitive status until the requirements are satisfied.  
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11.2.6. JUDGES INSPECTION. Event judges will attempt to inspect the bull's horns at least two 

(2) hours prior to performance. Inspection will be allowed up to the time of 

competition if the bulls are not available two (2) hours prior to the performance. The 

stock contractor must immediately tip the horns or the contestant will have the 

option of a re-ride if the horns are too sharp. 

11.2.7. HUMANE TREATMENT. No sick or injured bull will be used in competition. 

11.2.8. Electrical Devices and Foreign Objects. 

11.2.8.1. Any and all electrical devices used to stimulate the animal will not be allowed 

for use inside the bucking chute.  

11.2.8.2. FLANKS. The tail of the flank cannot be more than three (3) feet long after 

completely pulled. NO foreign objects in or on the flank including but not 

limited to zip ties, wire, plastic, steel, golf tees, etc. MAJOR disciplinary action 

will be taken on any occurrence. Flankman is not allowed to touch the bull's tail 

and or flank (once flank has been tied off) once the bull has entered the chute 

unless requested by chute boss or judge. Judges have full authority to tell 

flankman to take their hands off of the bull and or flank if he feels there is 

unnecessary contact. Judges also have the authority to tell the flankman to 

assist in helping get the rider and bull out in the most effective manner as well. 

(Tailing the bull if requested, pushing the bull over, etc.) 

11.2.9. STOCK CONTRACTOR WARNINGS. Stock Contractors warned more than once by the 

judging staff or livestock superintendent is subject to disciplinary action including, but 

not limited to, a fine of $250 per head of stock not tipped or numbered/branded 

correctly. The stock contractor may also face ineligibility in addition to fine. 

11.2.10. STOCK CONTRACTOR FEES. At the BFTS level, stock contractors will not receive bonus 

money unless they pay their BFTS stock contractor membership fees. 

11.2.11. CONFINEMENT AND TRANSPORTATION. No stock shall be confined or transported in 

vehicles beyond a period of twenty-four (24) hours without being unloaded, properly 

fed and watered. 

11.2.12. BULL TESTING & BANNED SUBSTANCE POLICY:  PBR and its membership agree and 

acknowledge that it is of the utmost importance and in the best interest of the sport 

to ensure and maintain the integrity of competition and health of those bull athletes 

participating in sanctioned PBR events. As such, PBR has elected to institute a zero 

tolerance policy with respect to the use of Banned Substances in bucking bulls. A 

“Banned Substance” shall be defined as: any and all anabolic steroids; any illegal 

substances; and/or any other substances prohibited from use in bovine as determined 

by the Federal Drug Administration.  Accordingly, PBR shall test certain and various 

bulls competing in PBR sanctioned or otherwise related events, and/or any bull, 

owned in whole or in part by a PBR member Stock Contractor, for Banned Substances. 
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Any and all Stock Contractors who own a bull(s), in whole or in part, found to have 

been subjected to or treated with any Banned Substance shall be deemed to be in 

violation of PBR Official Rules and subject to the disciplinary sanctions described 

below. 

11.2.12.1. Procedure 

11.2.12.1.1. Testing may be conducted on a random and/or specific basis.  

11.2.12.1.2. The PBR Bull Testing Committee shall have the unfettered authority to 

collect blood and/or urine samples from any bull owned, in whole or in 

part, by a PBR member Stock Contractor, at any time and at any location 

and from any bull(s), as they may determine to be reasonable and 

necessary in their sole discretion. 

11.2.12.1.3. All samples will be collected by a licensed veterinarian or a trained 

technician of PBR’s choosing.  

11.2.12.1.4. Following collection, the veterinarian or technician will divide each sample 

into A and B containers and seal containers thereafter.  

11.2.12.1.5. Container A will be sent to the laboratory for analysis. Container B will be 

stored either by PBR or by PBR’s authorized agent, including but not 

limited to the aforementioned testing laboratory.  

11.2.12.1.6. All Samples (both containers, A and B) will be documented, stored, and 

shipped in a secure manner consistent with guidelines and instructions as 

provided by the testing laboratory.  

11.2.12.1.7. Following PBR’s receipt of test results from the laboratory, all positive test 

results will be reported to the Conduct Committee. All B containers 

whose corresponding A container have tested positive will be 

preserved for any possible appeals as detailed further in The Bull Testing 

& Banned Substance Policy: Discipline Section below. All B containers 

whose corresponding A containers have tested negative will be disposed 

of in accordance with all applicable state and federal law.  

11.2.13. Discipline  

11.2.13.1. Positive Results:  

A Stock Contractor whose bull is found to have tested positive for a Banned Substance shall 

be subject to a fine in an amount of no less than $5,000. For the avoidance of doubt, fines 

imposed in connection with violations of this policy shall have no maximum limit and as such 

shall be determined and imposed in any amount the Bull Testing Committee deems 

appropriate in its sole and unfettered discretion. Further, such Stock Contractor shall be 

subject to multiple and random testing of any bull(s) that have tested positive for a Banned 

Substance and/or any other bulls owned or registered in his/her name, at the Stock 

Contractor’s sole expense and as required by the PBR Bull Testing Committee in their sole 

discretion. PBR reserves the right to require the aforementioned testing to be conducted at 
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a university laboratory or its functional equivalent, the costs of which, including but not 

limited to bull transportation, shall be borne solely by the Stock Contractor. Additionally, 

Stock Contractor shall remain subject to any further action as decided and deemed 

necessary by the PBR Bull Testing Committee which may or may not include, but shall not be 

limited to, PBR membership revocation. 

 

11.2.13.2. Prize Money:                  

Any Stock Contractor whose bull has been found to have tested positive for a 

Banned Substance shall automatically forfeit any and all prize money won by 

such bull competing in an event where such positive sample was collected. 

11.2.13.3. Refusal to Submit to Testing:               

Any Stock Contractor who refuses to allow testing samples to be collected from 

his/her bull(s) shall forfeit any prize monies won by Stock Contractor at the 

event where collection was requested/attempted (if applicable) and such Stock 

Contractor shall be disallowed from entering or competing in any PBR 

sanctioned event until such time as sample collection from the bull(s) in 

question is allowed.   

11.2.13.4. Bonus Eligibility:                

Any Stock Contractor whose bull(s) has been found to have been subjected to or 

treated with a Banned Substance(s) shall be ineligible to receive any year-end 

bonuses for him/her and/or any of his/her bulls for any season during which a 

Banned Substance was found in any of Stock Contractor’s bulls.    

11.2.13.5. Suspension from Competition:              

The Bull Testing Committee expressly reserves the right to disallow any bull 

found to have been subjected to or treated with a Banned Substance(s) from 

competing and/or otherwise participating in any sanctioned PBR event for the 

remainder of such season during which test results in violation of this policy 

were collected or beyond and/or until such bull has conclusively and 

satisfactorily demonstrated to the Committee that Banned Substances are no 

longer present in said bull.               

Any disciplinary sanctions imposed hereunder shall be at the sole discretion of 

the PBR Bull Testing Committee.  The PBR Bull Testing Committee reserves the 

right to suspend, delay, and/or make contingent upon further testing, the 

imposition of any such sanctions.  The Bull Testing Committee also reserves 

expressly the right to make public or hold confidential any testing results, in 

whole or in part, it may obtain in connection with this policy. Further, the Bull 

Testing Committee and PBR reserve the right to report the results of any testing 

conducted hereunder to the applicable state and federal authorities, including 
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but not limited to the United States Department of Agriculture, the Federal Drug 

Administration, and/or the Drug Enforcement Agency.                                 

11.2.13.6. Appeals. 

11.2.13.6.1. A Stock Contractor found to be in violation of the policy hereunder shall 

have the right to appeal the laboratory’s findings as follows:  

11.2.13.6.1.1. Upon the written request of the Stock Contractor, received by PBR 

within fifteen (15) days of Stock Contractor’s receipt of notice of a 

positive test result and at Stock Contractor’s sole expense, PBR shall 

arrange to have the B container of the Sample tested at and by the 

same laboratory which conducted the test of the Sample contained 

in the A container. The test results of the Sample contained in the B 

container shall be deemed conclusive and not subject to further 

appeal or re-test by Stock Contractor or PBR. 

11.2.13.6.1.2. For the avoidance of doubt, test results may only be appealed in the 

manner outlined above and all appeals shall be strictly subject to 

those procedures detailed therein.  

11.2.13.6.1.3. For the further avoidance of doubt, only test results may be 

appealed. No disciplinary action imposed hereunder and/or 

otherwise shall be subject to appeal of any kind.  

11.2.14. Stock Contractor Responsibility Rule: 

Stock Contractors shall be bound by a “Stock Contractor Responsibility Rule.” The 

aforementioned rule shall be deemed to conclusively establish Stock Contractor’s sole 

and exclusive responsibility for any and all substances found to be present in his/her 

bull, thus negating any defense or appeal to a positive test result which contends that 

another person introduced a Banned Substance into their bull’s body without 

knowledge and/or consent of Stock Contractor.  

11.2.15. Medical Use:                     

In the event that a bull is being treated by a licensed veterinarian for a legitimate 

medical purposes and said treatment involves a legally prescribed Banned Substances, 

such bull may not compete in or at any sanctioned PBR event until such time as such 

Banned Substance is no longer present in the bull 
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12. Bulling Riding 
12.1. Scores. 

The contestant and bull are to be scored separately. The contestant will be scored according to the 

degree of control exhibited by the contestant and the degree of difficulty of the bull. Figures used in 

scorings shall range from zero (0) to twenty-five (25) (including half points) per judge on both the 

bull and Member. The total may reach a maximum of one hundred (100) points.  

12.2. Timing. 

Each ride shall be timed for eight (8) seconds. The time starts when any portion of the bull passes 

the plane of the chute gate (excluding horns, ears and tail). The contestant must complete the eight 

(8) second qualification limit to be eligible for a score. 

12.3. Judges' Official Scores. 

Judges will submit to the event secretary their scores for each ride for that performance 

immediately following the completion of the performance. The scores will be termed official scores 

when posted and/or verified by the judges and may not be changed once submitted. 

12.4. Drawn Bull Becomes Sick or Crippled. 

A judge must decide on a bull's ability to be used if a bull that is drawn becomes sick or crippled. The 

bull will be replaced in the draw if the judge decides the bull cannot be used. The rider has the 

option to accept the re-ride bull or be drawn out of the event. If the contestant chooses to be drawn 

out, the entire entry fee will be refunded. 

12.5. Riding Requirements. 

Riding is to be done with one hand and loose rope, with or without handhold. Contestants will not 

be allowed to compete with a bull rope that has any foreign substance in the Wear Strip. If a 

contestant is found to have competed with a bull rope that has any foreign substance in the Wear 

Strip that contestant will be disqualified. If the rope is pulled from opposite the riding hand, an 

approved pad of at least ½" thick must be attached below portion of rope that goes across the bull's 

spine. Ropes that pull from opposite the riding hand cannot have more than 3 ½" slack in the 

handhold. The handhold will be measured with a 1½”X3½” piece of lumber. The rope will be tied to 

fence rail, if it doesn't pull down to the 3½” portion, the judge can rule the rope illegal. Anyone using 

an illegal rope will be subject to disciplinary action. 

12.5.1. 1st Offense - Disqualification 

12.5.2. 2nd Offense - May be Suspended up to 1 Year 
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12.6. Knots or Hitches. 

No knots or hitches to prevent the rope from falling off the bull when the contestant leaves the bull 

will be used. 

12.7. Bell. 

The rope must have a bell. The bell must be under the belly of the bull when the contestant leaves 

the chute entering the arena, unless otherwise specified by judging staff. 

12.8. Requirements of Scoring. 

A Member will receive a score if he makes a qualified ride with any part of the rope in the riding 

hand. 

12.9. Rulings. 

Members may request a ruling on whether the bull is properly flanked. 

12.10. Bull Tails. 

The bull tail will not be allowed under the flank straps. 

12.11. Spurs. 

Sharp spurs will not be allowed. Contestants may be disqualified and/or fined if sharp spurs are 

worn. 

12.11.1. Spurs and Rowels: PBR is adopting a comprehensive program pertaining to the use of 

Spurs and Rowels for PBR Events ("Event" or "Events") as follows: 

12.11.2. PBR has 2 approved Rowels ("PBR Rowels") See the images of approved rowels under 

Examples of PBR Approved Rowels. 

12.11.3. These Rowels, if used by the contestants, are not to be altered in any way (by way of  

example, they are not to be filed, sharpened, chipped, blunted, bent, or altered in any 

other way.) These approved Rowels may be changed or supplemented by PBR at any 

time.  

12.11.4. PBR may have a Rowel inspector present at Events who may inspect the Rowels of the 

contestant before or after every ride, or on site at an Event, at any time. For example, 

the inspector may be situated at the contestant out-gates for a Rowel check after 

each ride. Additional inspections may occur on site, before, during or after an Event. 

Contestants agree to voluntarily submit to an inspection at any time requested.  
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12.11.5. If a bull is cut (as described below)  from what is reasonably believed to be as a result 

of a Rowel, there will be no consequence to the contestant if he was using one of the 

"unaltered" PBR approved and supplied Rowels (but only if the rowel is not altered in 

any way). If the PBR approved Rowel is deemed to be altered in any way, there will be 

a $10,000 fine for the first occurrence. The second offense will be a $20,000 fine and a 

four (4) Event suspension. The fine and suspension will double for each successive cut 

occurrence, so the third cut occurrence will result in a $40,000 fine and eight (8) event 

suspension, and so forth.  PBR reserves the right to revoke PBR membership for 

repeated offenses. 

12.11.6. Examples of PBR Approved Rowels 

 
 

12.11.7. Hooking Bull Ropes or Loops with Spurs or Rowels:  (effective January 13, 2006) 

12.11.7.1. As a supplement to Disqualification of Contestant, pertaining to hooking Bull 

Ropes or Loops with Spurs or Rowels the discipline action will be as follows: 

12.11.7.1.1. First offense:   disqualification of the ride. 

12.11.7.1.2. Second offense:  disqualification of the ride and $5,000 fine.  

12.11.7.1.3. Subsequent offenses:  each subsequent offense will be disqualification of 

ride and the fine will double each time.  

12.11.7.1.4. So the Third offense is ride disqualification and $10,000 fine, and the 

12.11.7.1.5. Fourth offense is ride disqualification and $20,000 fine, and so forth.  

12.11.7.2. FINES:   If a fine is issued, it will be issued in writing by personal delivery, 

certified letter, Federal Express or similar service. The contestant shall have 30 

days to pay the fine from the date of the letter. After the 30 days, they will not 

be eligible to ride until the fine is paid.  All fines assessed will be collected by 

PBR and then will be paid to the owner of the bull that was injured. 

12.11.8. PULLING RIDER'S ROPE. No more than two (2) persons may be used to pull the Rider's 

rope. Of those two (2) persons only three (3) hands may be used. 
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12.11.9. DISQUALIFICATION OF CONTESTANT. Any of the following shall disqualify a 

Contestant: 

12.11.9.1. Being bucked off.  

12.11.9.2. Touching bull, equipment or person with free hand and or arm and or extension 

thereof. 

12.11.9.3. Using sharp spurs. 

12.11.9.4. Not having a bell on bull rope when bull leaves the chute entering the arena, 

unless otherwise specified by judging staff. 

12.11.9.5. Intentionally leaving chute with spurs hooked or lodged in the bull rope. (For 

clarification, in addition to judges' discretion, it shall be considered intentional if 

a rider's spurs are hooked or lodged in the bull rope when the rider calls for the 

gate.) 

12.11.9.6. When a contestant who has been advised he is next to go and is not above the 

bull with his glove on when the previous bull leaves the arena 

12.11.9.7. Competing with a bull rope that has any foreign substance in the Wear Strip. 

12.11.10. Excessive Time in Chute. 

Contestants taking too long in chute before calling for the bull will be fined $250 for a first 

offense. The fine doubles with each subsequent offense. Judges will have authority to disqualify 

rider as well, at judge's discretion. Contestants are ineligible until fines have been paid. Judges 

will have the authority to give rider a time to get out (:30) If that time is not met the rider will be 

asked to pull his rope and will receive a zero score. 
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13. Judges 
13.1. Changing Judges. 

Event judges may not be changed during the course of an Event except in the case of illness or by 

request of PBR Officials. 

13.2. Selection. 

Event judging staff at BFTS & PBR Touring Pro Division Events must be selected by PBR from an 

approved judges list submitted annually to PBR headquarters by the PBR Board of Directors. 

13.3. Scores. 

Scores will be totaled by both judges, verified by the event secretary, and posted after each 

performance. 

13.4. Turnouts. 

Judges will indicate on the judge's sheets that a Member has turned out.  Draw a line thru the rider 

name and print the alternate rider name above the original rider. 

13.5. Judges Stop Watches: 

13.5.1. BFTS Events (Four judges) - The back judge on the back of the chute of the delivery 

being used, shall be the prevailing stop watch, with the latch side judge (the judge 

nearest to the gate's open latch)  in the arena serving as the first backup. 

13.5.2. PBR Touring Pro Division Events (where there are only two judges) - Each judge carries 

a stopwatch with the latch side arena judge being the prevailing decision.  

13.5.3. The judge should stop his watch upon disqualification or the horn sounds, whichever 

comes first. If the horn is short of eight seconds, judges must go with the horn. 

13.6. Judges Decision is final. 

Judges have the authority to have interfering individuals removed. 

13.7. Third Judge. 

The back judge behind the chute at any PBR Event scores the bull, then a total score of the ride. 

Example: 20-rider 20- bull equals 80-point ride. The back judge shall be responsible for running the 

prevailing stop watch, making sure there are no hot shots, watching for fouls, intent to cheat, and 

working with both contestants and contractors to keep the re-ride order straight. 

13.8. Standard Pay. 

Consult the PBR Headquarters; pay scale determined at Board of Director's discretion. 
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13.9. Judge's Sheets. 

Judges must sign and date their respective judge's sheet. Judges must be descriptive about turn 

outs, visible injury, and doctor releases. Judges must record buck off times and mark the bull. 

13.10.  Grievances. 

Grievances may be submitted in writing to the PBR Board of Directors by any contestant protesting 

event procedures or judges' decision, and will be addressed on a case-by-case basis. The Board must 

receive a written statement within thirty (30) days of the incident in question.  

14. Re-Rides 
14.1. Judge Shall Inform Member of His Options. 

If a re-ride is given, a judge shall inform the contestant of his score and an option of a re-ride. 

Member may refuse the re-ride and take the score. Member must notify the judge immediately of 

his decision to accept or reject the re-ride option upon learning which bull would be used as a re-

ride and the time of the re-ride. If the rider accepts the re-ride, the judge must clearly mark "RR" or 

"Option" on the judge sheet. The riders re-ride scores must be written on a separate re-ride judge 

sheet.  

14.1.1. Discretion of Judge. 

Re-rides will be given at the discretion of a judge. Reasons for possible re-rides include the 

following: if a bull stops or fouls the Member, stock contractor's equipment fails, performance 

of bull is inferior. No re-ride will be given if a Member's own equipment breaks.  

14.2. Options of Contestants. 

If a contestant is granted a re-ride, he may take the same bull for the re-ride, provided the stock 

contractor is willing and a mutually agreeable time can be arranged. If a contestant opts to accept 

the re-ride on the same bull, he must take the score for the re-ride, unless there is a foul or the 

stock contractor's equipment fails on the re-ride. 

14.3. Inferior Bull Performance. 

If a bull's performance is inferior and that bull is already drawn for another contestant, that 

contestant must qualify on that bull before a re-ride may be given. If, in the opinion of the stock 

contractor and judges, that bull needs to be taken out of the draw, the contestant who had him 

drawn will be given the option of accepting the designated re-ride or drawing out (if in the first go-

round). 

14.4.  Chute-Fighting Bull. 
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Member's will not be given the option of a re ride if the Member does not feel he is able to get out 

on the bull drawn/drafted. There will no longer be the two (2) honest attempts language used. It will 

be at the Judge's discretion whether or not the rider is able to get out on the bull drawn/drafted. 

The Judges will have the right to disqualify the bull and once that bull has been disqualified he 

cannot be put back in the draw at that event. If a bull is disqualified two (2) times, that bull will be 

subject to review if he will be allowed to be put in the draw at any further PBR events. Judges will 

have the authority to give rider a time to get out (:30) If that time is not met the rider will be asked 

to pull his rope and will receive a zero score.  

14.5. Contestant Knocked Off at the Chute or Fence, or Fall by a Bull. 

Contestants who are knocked off or fouled at the chute, whose bull falls, or whose bull collides with 

the fence causing a buck off, will be entitled to a re-ride at the discretion of the judges. 

14.6. Flank Comes Off a Bull. 

A contestant may have the option of a re-ride or of accepting a score if the flank comes off the bull, 

provided the contestant has qualified up to the point the flank comes off. The re-ride may be given 

on the same bull, if the stock contractor is willing, or a re-ride bull, if so requested by the contestant. 

14.7. Bull Stops. 

If a bull stops, provided the contestant has qualified up to the point of the stop, the contestant may 

pull his wrap and will be awarded a re-ride. A contestant may have the option of a re-ride, or upon 

qualifying, of accepting a score. 

14.8. Procedure for drawing a Re-ride. 

Designated Re-ride - In the case of stock injuries or bulls not shipped after the draw has been made, 

replacement stock should be the designated re-ride or any doctor release and turnout bulls for the 

performance in which the injured bull was scheduled for competition. Any re-ride thereafter will be 

drawn from doctor releases and turnouts for that performance or designated re-rides for that 

performance. If there are not any turnouts, available stock will be used. The re-ride list should be 

finalized before the start of the performance.  

14.9. Turnouts. 

Turn-outs and doctor release draws become additional re-rides. 
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15. PBR Conduct and Disciplinary Action 
15.1. Discipline. 

All contestants may be subject to reprimands, fines, suspension, or expulsion for the violation of the 

PBR Rules. The PBR Board of Directors, and/or PBR administration, will determine whether 

disciplinary action is warranted and what discipline will be imposed. 

15.2. Accounts Receivable List. 

Contestants may not compete until all financial obligations to PBR have been paid. 

15.3. Dress Code. 

15.3.1. All contestants competing in the Event must wear a long sleeve western shirt, cowboy 

hat, and cowboy boots at any PBR Event. Anyone assisting that is visible on or behind 

the bucking chutes or in the arena must adhere to the dress code, including cowboy 

hat. PBR administration will set fines for non-cooperation. 

15.3.2. Department of Interior - Illegal Feathers:  

15.3.2.1. Any contestant, stock contractor, employee, and/or contract personnel that are 

found to be in possession of and/or displaying eagle, hawk, owl or other 

protected migratory bird feathers, talons or other parts at any PBR sanctioned 

event or associated activity shall be given a written warning for the first offense, 

and fined in the amount of $1,500 for the second offense with said fine 

progressively doubling for each subsequent violation(s) thereafter.  

15.3.2.2. Please note that PBR is committed to working in concert with the U.S. 

Department of the Interior and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, a bureau 

within the Department, to ensure compliance with the foregoing; hence, PBR 

shall grant both the Department and associated government agencies 

unfettered access to PBR events and any contestant, stock contractor, 

employee, and/or contract personnel found to be in violation of prohibitions 

detailed herein, and who shall also remain subject to any and all fines and other 

measures that may be imposed by the Department in addition to those imposed 

by PBR.  

15.4. Protective Vests. 

Protective vests for all PBR Contestants competing at a PBR Event are required to be worn. 

15.5. Horseplay and Fighting. 

Horseplay and fighting in the arena will result in a fine, disqualification, and/or expulsion. The PBR 

Officials at the Event will determine the appropriate discipline. 
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15.6. Fraud. 

Presenting or verbalizing any fraudulent information to the PBR and/or PBR or Event representatives 

shall result in major disciplinary action. 

15.7. Alcohol. 

Being under the influence of or consuming alcoholic beverages and/or drugs in the arena of a PBR 

Event shall result in major disciplinary action. 

15.8. Cheating. 

Cheating or attempting to cheat shall result in major disciplinary action. 

15.9. Striking. 

Striking or protesting of any kind may result in major disciplinary action. 

15.10. Arrest. 

Arrest or conviction of a major crime constitutes grounds for revoking or suspending PBR 

membership. 

15.11. Conduct. 

PBR reserves the absolute right to discipline individuals whose: 

15.11.1. Honesty, integrity and professionalism do not reflect the image expected of Members 

of the PBR.  

15.11.2. Personal conduct reflects badly upon PBR, its Members or shareholders, and/or the 

sport of professional bull riding. 

15.12. This provision is not restricted to PBR venues and events, but also encompasses personal 

and business conduct in society in general.  

15.13. The PBR Board of Directors shall, in its sole discretion, determine whether, when and what 

discipline will be imposed and may include fines, suspensions, and denial or withdrawal of 

membership.  

15.14. Without limiting the foregoing, the Board may, in its discretion, impose a fine for a first 

violation which may double with each subsequent or additional violation, and require the 

preparation and submission of a personal letter of apology from the offending individual. 
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16. ABBI General Regulations 
16.1. Acknowledgement of Risk 

By entering an animal and/or attending an ABBI produced or sanctioned event participants assume 

the risk inherent in any bovine/rodeo type activity and hold harmless the ABBI. American Bucking 

Bull Inc., nor its shareholders, directors, employees, or contractors shall be responsible for any 

injury, death, or loss of any animal entered or present for any other reason at any ABBI produced or 

sanctioned event. Nor will ABBI be responsible for the injury or death of any person attending any 

ABBI produced or sanctioned event. 

16.2. Acknowledgement of Authority 

By payment of annual breeder dues breeders agree to abide by the rules and regulations set forth in 

this document, and to be subject to the provisions of the same. 

16.3. Right of Refusal 

While every effort to accommodate each dues paying breeder will be made, it is important to note 

that American Bucking Bull Inc. is a private company with obligations to its shareholders. If in the 

opinion of the Board of Directors or the management of the company it is determined that doing so 

would compromise the integrity, or in any way be detrimental to the best interests of the company, 

ABBI reserves the right to elect not to conduct business with whomever it chooses. 

16.4. Appeal Procedure 

Appeal of any disciplinary decision may be made in writing within 30 days of the incident to the ABBI 

Office.  The appeal letter and a $500 fee should be submitted to the ABBI Office and the appeal will 

be reviewed by the Grievance Committee. Each case appealed will be reviewed on its own merits 

and the ultimate decision of the Committee will be final. If the decision is over turned, the $500 and 

the penalty fee will be refunded. 

16.5. Misconduct and Cheating 

In the event a participant becomes verbally or physically abusive to any official, judge, employee or 

other participant,   ABBI reserves the right to disqualify that person and their entries from that event 

and / or revoke their participation rights in future events. Any winnings or entry fees will be 

forfeited. Misconduct and / or Cheating or attempting to cheat shall result in major disciplinary 

action, including, but not limited to suspension and / or fine. A second offense will result in 

suspensions from entering ABBI events, and a $10,000 fine. A third offense will result in a lifetime 

suspension from entering any ABBI events or registering cattle with   ABBI.

16.6. Penalties 

In the event a participant competes with an ineligible animal resulting in disqualification, the first 

offense penalty is disqualification of that animal from that and future events of that age 

classification and forfeiture of winnings and entry fees only. The second offense is punishable by 

disqualification of that animal from that and future events of that age classification, forfeiture of all 

winnings and entry fees, as well as $10,000 fine and one year suspension of the owner from 

participation. 

16.7. Bad Checks 

In the event a participant pays his or her fees, breeder dues, or registrations with a check that is 

returned, the first offense will result in a $100 fine and replacement with another check. The second 

offense will result in a $1000 fine, forfeiture of any winnings and replacement with a cashier's check 

or money order. After a second offense, payment of all fees will be a cashier's check, or money 

order only basis. Thirty days will be given after the second offense to reconcile your account or your 

breeder account will be suspended for one year from the date of the bad check. You may become 

eligible after the one year penalty upon receipt of your balance due plus any incurred penalties. 

16.8. Duplication 

Any attempt to copy or duplicate this program is strictly prohibited. 

16.9. Disclaimer 

While ABBI and its officers and employees strive to be accurate in every aspect of the registration 

and DNA processing procedure, event entry and payout procedure, breeder account  processing etc. 

Errors or omissions in these areas, whether due to application errors or office errors, do not 

constitute additional liability on the part of the ABBI. Once submitted, all DNA samples become the 

property of the registry. 
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17. ABBI Terms and Conditions of a Sale 
17.1. Any sale that would like to be sanctioned by ABBI, must contact the ABBI office and have a 

signed agreement with ABBI, and pay the ABBI sanctioning fee prior to advertising the 

sale. 

17.2. Sale Regulations: 

17.2.1. All cattle must be registered with the ABBI 

17.2.2. All consignors must be current breeders in good standings with the ABBI 

17.2.3. All consignors must have a signed and completed sale consignment form for each 

animal on file with the sale production office by entry closing time. 

17.2.4. All consignors must provide the sale production office with the original registration 

certificate upon consignment of all animals. The registration certificate must reflect 

the current ownership for each animal. 

17.2.5. All parents listed in the sale catalog must be ABBI registered, and therefore DNA 

confirmed. 

17.2.6. All bulls between the age of 18 and 34 months and all Futurity and Classic eligible bulls 

must be age verified before 34 months and according to the ABBI approved mouth 

chart (L. Mac Cropsey, DVM Golden, Colorado)  See Guidelines under Futurity and / or 

Classic Rules and provide a copy of the age verification/mouthing and EID tag 

documentation. 

17.2.7. At all ABBI produced sales, a period of twenty-one (21) business days will be allowed 

to pass prior to issuance of checks to consignors, and transferred certificates to 

buyers. This is necessary in order to allow sufficient time for all buyers' checks to 

clear. 

17.2.8. For ABBI sanctioned sales, there will be a fee of $30 withheld from the proceeds of 

each animal to cover the cost of transfer of registration. Buyers must provide the sale 

production office with the ownership information that the new certificate is to reflect. 

If the buyer does not have a breeder number with ABBI, an account will be necessary 

prior to any transfer of the animal. 

17.2.9. At any ABBI sanctioned sale, the sale producer is required to provide to the ABBI 

office, within 72 hours after the sale, the following items and information: 

17.2.9.1. Complete sale results, including seller, buyer, and purchase price. 

17.2.9.2. The registration certificate for each animal sold, and $30 to transfer. 

17.2.9.3. Complete new ownership information for transfer of certificates and/or a 

breeder account application for all new buyers. 
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17.2.9.4. The ABBI and/or the sale producers act as agents only. All guarantees as to 

soundness (breeders or otherwise) and merchantability of any animal sold or 

consigned are between buyer and seller. 

17.3. Bidding: 

Each animal will be sold to the highest bidder without reserve, unless registered with the 

auctioneer. No bids shall be accepted without assigned bidder # and completed paperwork. 

17.4. Bidding Dispute: 

The auctioneer in charge will settle any dispute as to bids, and the auctioneer's decision on such 

matters will be final. 

17.5. Terms: 

Terms of the sale are payment due upon completion of the sale, NO EXCEPTIONS! 

17.6. Purchaser's Risk: 

Each animal becomes the risk of the purchaser as soon as the auctioneer declares it sold. 

17.7. Registration Certificates:  

17.7.1. ABBI Certificates of registration will be included at seller's expense, for each animal 

purchased, including calves that are registered, at side of cows. NO EXCEPTIONS!   

17.7.2. For ALL SANCTIONED SALES, a $30.00 Transfer fee will be withheld from the proceeds 

of each animal sold. For buyer's that are not current breeders with the ABBI, your 

annual dues must be paid to ABBI prior to the animal being transferred into your 

name and receiving your transferred certificates. 

17.7.3. For ALL NON-SACTIONED SALES, a $30.00 transfer fee will be withheld. For buyer's 

that are not current breeders with the ABBI, your annual dues must be paid to ABBI 

prior to the animal being transferred into your name and receiving your transferred 

certificates. 

17.8. Health: 

All animals will have appropriate health papers for travel to sale site and will to the best of the 

seller's knowledge for eligible for interstate shipment. Any and all testing will have been completed 

within forty-five (45) days of the sale date. Such test and health papers provided will have been 

made by a licensed veterinarian. Buyers must be aware of their individual resident state's 

requirements for shipment of cattle. 
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17.9. Announcements: 

Any changes in information of any kind will be announced from the auctioneer and such 

announcements shall take final precedence. 

17.10. Guarantees: 

All guarantees, if any, other than those specifically expressed herein, shall be such as agreed upon 

between buyer and seller. Any representations made in sale catalogs, which are not expressly 

assured by these Terms and Conditions of Sale are those of the seller only and are not assured in 

anyway by ABBI. 

17.11. Rights and Obligations: 

The above Terms and Conditions of Sale shall constitute a contract between buyer and seller of each 

animal and shall be equally binding upon both. Each sale or resale of animals constitutes a separate 

transaction. Neither ABBI, nor any other person connected with a management of the sale assumes 

any liability, legal or otherwise, for any subsequent resale of an animal. 

17.12. Sale Catalog/Pre-Sale Flyer: 

Buyer should make purchases from the Sale catalog provided the day of the sale and take heed to 

any announcements made during the sale. The information in the pre-sale flyers and the sale 

catalog is provided by the consignor and is in no way warranted by ABBI or any of its agents. 

17.13. Buyer Registration: 

All buyers must Register and verify credit with sale office. 

17.14. Check Liability: 

The law regarding insufficient fund checks is as follows: Any person signing a personalized check will 

be held liable for the amount of the check. Acceptable form of personal identification will be 

required. No post dated checks will be accepted. Appropriate legal services will be obtained in 

whatever state and county necessary in the United States to secure performance of any check given. 

These conditions will be enforced to the fullest extent of the law and no exceptions will be made. 

There will be a $500.00 fee for all returned checks that are not replaced with a cashier's check 

within three (3) days of the return date of the check. 
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17.15. ABBI Sanctioned Event: 

American Bucking Bull, Inc., its agents, its shareholders, directors, employees or representatives do 

not warrant, expressed or implied, information provided by the producing parties and/or 

participants in sanctioned events and/or authenticity of the animals registered, competing or sold in 

ABBI Sanctioned events. The above stated parties and/or their agents, employees or representatives 

are not responsible or liable for any accident or injury to any owner, participant, livestock or any 

person involved in the ABBI Sanctioned event. 

17.16. Sanctioning Fee: 

A sanctioning fee of $500 will be paid to the ABBI office at the time of application. Logo use and 

content will be approved through the ABBI office in advance. Discounted prices on the catalog 

production will be available to the producer of a sanctioned sale, as well as an ABBI mailing list will 

be available for a fee to the mail house providing the mailing of the sanctioned sale catalog. Sale 

information will also be posted on the ABBI website and included in an email blast to breeders, prior 

to the sale. Transfer fees for a sanctioned sale will be $30. A feature story will be available in The 

American Bucking Bull Magazine, after the conclusion of the sale. Should your sale not be approved, 

your deposit will be returned. 

17.17. Non-Sanctioned Sale: 

Sales that are not sanctioned through ABBI will be charged the standard $30 transfer fee for animals 

within the sale. Transfers to non-ABBI breeders from any sale, will be held in the ABBI office until 

which time the new owner becomes an ABBI breeder. The ABBI mailing list will not be available to 

these sales. 

17.18. Cancellation: 

Notified cancellation of an approved sale must be 60 days prior to the event date.  The $500 deposit 

will not be refunded.

18.1. CUP Series Events 

Are the PBR Australia Bull Riding Events that are structured 

to showcase Australia's Top Riders, the World's Top Riders 

the best Stock and Production Standards available? These events will be the PBR Australia Cup 

Series.  

18.2. Touring Pro Division (TPD Events) 

Are the PBR Australia PBR Events that are structured as a qualifier series to the cup events and allow 

all PBR members the opportunity to compete in PBR Australia sanctioned events and to still provide 

Top PBR Riders? A PBR Australia Touring Pro Division event "TPD Event" is any one of such events.  
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19. International Rules 
 

Point System 

19.1.1. The National Champion will be chosen off of points earned 

through the current season. 

19.1.2. Bonus points will be awarded per event in addition to the 

actual riders' score, see breakdown below 

19.1.3. At the end of the current National Season the rider with the highest cumulative score 

will be that season's National Champion 

19.1.4. There will be no Ground Points awarded 

19.1.5. The new point system will be referred to as Australia's National Point Standings.

19.2. International Qualifier Money: 

Money won at any PBR event by International riders will count towards their National Country of 

Origin's Qualifier standings. 

19.3. Finals Points: 

The distribution of bonus points for National Finals will be different from the standard season. 

Additional Bonus points will be earned at the Australian National Finals that will be added to the 

point’s standings in order to decide the National Champion for the year. The breakdown for the 

points at the finals will be decided by the PBR Competition Committee at least 30 days before the 

National Finals take place 

19.4. International Mandatory Rowels: 

International Riders competing in any PBR Event in the United States, Canada and Australia must use 

the mandatory approved rowels as mandated by the PBR headquarters see US Rules.  
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19.5. Conduct Violations 

Any PBR Rider that misrepresents the PBR - commits a conduct violation - whether it is inside the 

arena or outside the event - during the time they are participating at a PBR event (includes host 

hotels, promotions etc..) will be held liable for their behavior. Incidents will be reported to the USA 

Headquarters' Conduct Committee, at which time they will come to accordance with the 

appropriate reprimand for the incident at hand. All incidents will be addressed within 7 days of 

occurrence. 

In addition to Professional Bull Riders Official Rulebook, the following applies:  

20. Membership 
Australian Card Holders 

Must be at least eighteen (18) years of age at the time of the competition to compete  

20.1. National Card 

Cost $350 per season - earnings by a national holder only count in qualifier standings within 

Australia. Can at any time upgrade to a World Card/Permit for the difference of the cost of the 

Card/Permit.  

20.2. World Card/Permit 

Cost $350 per season including GST earnings by a world holder count in the World Qualifier 

Standings and Australia's National Qualifier Standings. 

21. CUP Series Events: 
Members eligible to participate in Australian CUP Series Events shall be determined in accordance with 

the following rules:  

21.1. Entry Qualifications: 

21.1.1. Top Riders from the Australian Standings  

21.1.2. 8 positions from the World Standings  

21.1.3. 2 positions Invitation  

21.1.4. Riders must compete when qualified in the PBR Australia Standings. If a Rider does not 

enter or turns out of a PBR Australia CUP Event when qualified, Rider will lose priority 

at CUP Events. ONLY exceptions to this rule are a Visible or Medical Release or BFTS 

qualification.  
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22. PBR Australia Touring Pro Division (TPD) Events. 
All Card and Permit Members are eligible to enter an TPD Event. Member must be in good standing with 

both PBR Australia and PBR (USA). Fines must be paid before entering an Event.  

22.1. Event Formats:  

ACS Event Formats are as follows: 40 in the Long Go with Top 10 scored Riders to the Short Go .  

22.2. TPD Entry Qualifications - Priority for qualifications to TPD Events will be given as 

follows:   

22.2.1. Top 35 Riders entered from PBR Australia Standings  

22.2.2. 3 positions from the PBR World Standings   

22.2.3. 2 positions Invitation  

22.2.4. Any spots not filled by the above will be filled by Random Draw.  

23. PBR Australia Event Approvals  
23.1. Fee 

The Application Fee must be included with the completed PBR Australia Application Form and all 

Exhibits A-E signed and or initialed where applicable and mailed or faxed to PBR Australia's Office, 

PO Box 1213, Proserpine, Qld, 4737 or Fax number (07) 4763 9100.  

A Promoter shall Remit $ 3,300 consisting of:  

23.1.1.  A non-refundable $ 1,650 Application Fee - includes  Media/Promotions package, PBR 

Signage Package and Merchandise Package 

23.1.2. Completed and signed PBR Australia Event Application Form and Exhibits.  

23.2. Minimum Added Money. 

The Promoter shall provide a minimum Added Purse of:  

23.2.1. $5,000 1(one) performance ACS Event;  

23.2.2. $20,000 for CUP Event.  

23.3. PBR Event Return of Application Fee/Deposit. 

The Application Fee, Media/Promotion Package Fee (6-1) and any deposit:  

23.3.1. Will be refunded only in the event that PBR Australia denies approval of the 

Promoter's Application;  

23.3.2. Will be forfeited to PBR Australia if a scheduled Event is cancelled for any reason.  
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24. Day Money  
"Day Money" does NOT occur in PBR Events. 

25. Entries. 
25.1. Notified Turn Outs (NTO) (in addition to current Rulebook):  

25.1.1. Any Member who notifies PBR Australia's Office or Event Secretary (Day Number) 3 

hours prior to Event Start time that he will not compete at an Event in which he is 

officially entered will be considered to have given a NTO. If notification is not timely, 

the Member will be considered to have committed a NNTO. The reasons for Turn Out 

must be for other that a verified Doctor's Release.  

25.1.2. A NTO will be subject to a disciplinary action as determined by PBR Australia, including 

but not limited to a fine of up to $50. All NTO's remain obligated to pay all Entry Fees 

associated with the Event(s) at which they Turn-Out. At the time that Entries Close 

(Wednesday Noon), Riders are subject to a Notified Turn-Out Fine. 

25.1.3. All Fines must be paid prior to entering any PBR Australia Event. Failure to pay fine will 

make Member ineligible to enter or compete in any PBR Australia Event until fine is 

paid and Member is in good standing.  

25.1.4. Members Turning Out without properly notifying PBR Australia Office or Event 

Secretary (Day Number) will be considered to have committed a Non Notified Turn 

Out (NNTO) and are subject to disciplinary action as determined by PBR Australia. All 

NNTO's are responsible for Entry Fees plus a $100.00 Fine and ineligible to Enter or 

Compete until Member is in good standing with PBR.  

25.2. Visible Injury Release: 

Visible Injuries are no longer allowed in PBR 

25.3. Doctor Release. 

25.3.1.  If notification is not received by PBR Australia's office PRIOR to Event, then Non-

Notified Turnout Fine (NNTO) will apply.  

25.3.2. Rider is to notify PBR Australia Office with their Doctor Release. Rider must supply 

Doctor Verification to PBR Office within 5 Days of reporting or fine may apply. With 

the submission of a Doctor's Release the released contestant will be ineligible to 

compete in PBR Australia Events for a period of no less than 10(ten) days from 

notification to PBR Australia's office. Fraudulent use of a Doctor's Release will result in 

a $500.00 Fine.  

25.3.3. If a Member Medical Release's out of an Event and is entered in another Event within 

the 10(Ten) Day period of the time the Medical Release is received at the PBR office, 

then Member is automatically drawn out of other Event(s). 

25.4. No Refund of Entry Fees. 
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Entry Fees will not be refunded once a Member has competed. The only exception to this policy is at 

judges' discretion as addressed by Injury Draw-Out.  

25.5. Injury Draw-Out. 

When injured and physically unable to take a re-ride option, an injured contestant can Draw Out or 

be Drawn Out and Entry Fees will be refunded. 

25.6. Double Entries 

Double Entries for events will be taken at the event one our prior to performance start time – ONLY 

IN THE CASE THAT THERE ARE 3 OR MORE POSITIONS TO FILL. If there are 2 or less positions open 

double entries will not be allowed. Once all riders interested in double entries have signed up, the 

positions will be picked at random. 

26. Payoff and Secretary Procedures 
26.1. Calculation of Payoff. 

A PBR Australia Event total Payoff includes the Added Money plus portion of Member Entry Fees 

less PBR Australia's 15% (Fifteen Percent) Administration Fee.  

26.2. Payoff Scale PBR Australia Events:

26.3. Entry Fee Scale.  

26.3.1. Entry fees are $150 (One Hundred and fifty Dollars) for TPD Events.  

26.3.2. Entry Fees are $250 (Two Hundred and fifty Dollars) for CUP Series Events

27. Livestock  
27.1. Stock Contractor Fees. Stock Contractor Card Fees are as follows: 

27.1.1. Stock Contractor Membership is $220/year. Membership application must be filled 

out and forwarded to PBR Australia Office with payment prior to providing Stock to 

any PBR Australia Event. Stock Contractors must submit a copy of current Public 

Liability Insurance cover before membership will be approved. 

27.2. Stock Contractor Duties.  

Stock Contractors are responsible to provide PBR Australia with complete list of current Stock with 

Name, ID# and Delivery. This is used to produce accurate Bull Statistics. PBR Australia also requires 

each stock's NLIS number for stock transfers to be completed. Stock List is to be provided to PBR 

Australia Office, by fax or email, Friday, at least one week prior to Event. Stock List is allowed to 

change until Monday Noon the week of the Event. Stock list must include Contractors Initials, Stock 

ID #, Stock Name and Delivery.   

27.2.1. Stock must NOT have duplicate Stock ID#.  

27.2.2. Bulls that do not have ID#'s are automatically withdrawn. 
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PREFÁCIO 
 
As regras da Professional Bull Riders (PBR) apresentadas a seguir foram criadas para melhorar a conduta 
e organização de eventos e reduzir o risco tanto para competidores como para espectadores. Todos os 
Membros da PBR, tendo sua filiação e participação aprovadas, além de eventos de montaria em touros 
confirmados ou afiliados, devem respeitar e acatar a essas regras.  
A PBR é uma organização estável e em crescimento, de filiação sólida, com um conjunto crescente de 
fãs, contratos de longa duração com redes de televisão e acordos financeiros duradouros com 
patrocinadores famosos. 
A PBR foi criada para melhorar e tornar profissional o esporte de montaria em touros, e diferente de 
todas as outras instituições de rodeio, os benefícios econômicos em torno desse empreendimento são 
canalizados diretamente para os próprios competidores, que arriscam a própria vida e asseguram a 
popularidade do esporte. 
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1. Definições 
Em função dessas regras, as seguintes definições serão aplicadas: 
1.1.  “PBR” é a abreviação de Professional Bull Riders e se refere também a seus sucessores, seja por 
fusão ou aquisição. 
 
1.2. “Membro da PBR” ou “Membro” é um competidor ou qualquer profissional que se uniu à 

(pagou anuidade à) temporada atual da PBR e ou que foi aceito como Membro pela Mesa 
Diretora da PBR. Um Membro pode ser também identificado pelo Cartão adquirido. Veja a Regra 
2-2 para conhecer as condições para se obter um Cartão. 

 
1.3. “Temporada” é o período iniciado com o primeiro evento sancionado, aprovado ou afiliado de 

montaria em touros da PBR e termina com a conclusão da Final Nacional. Cada Temporada da 
PBR Brasil deve ser identificada em referência ao ano no qual a maioria dos Eventos BSBPBR 
daquela temporada acontece.  

 
1.4. “Eventos BSBPBR” são os eventos de montaria em touros que fazem parte dos Eventos da 

Brahma Super Bull PBR, ou que tenham relação a esses eventos. 
 
1.5. “Pontos BSBPBR” referem-se à pontuação adquirida nos Eventos BSBPBR de acordo com a Regra 

3-7 abaixo.  
 
1.6. O “Ranking BSBPBR” de uma Temporada se refere à atual posição dos membros da do Ranking 

da PBR. 
 
1.7. Os “Rankings Iniciais BSBPBR” são determinados antes do primeiro Evento BSBPBR da 

Temporada. A Regra 3-1 explica o procedimento necessário para escolher quais membros serão 
inclusos nos Rankings iniciais do BSBPBR. 

 
1.8. Os “Rankings atualizados” são os Rankings da PBR Brasil determinados na conclusão de cada 

Evento da mesma. 
 
1.9. άaŜƳōǊƻ ŜƭŜƎƝǾŜƭ ǇŀǊŀ .{.t.wέ é um Membro da PBR que está entre os 40 primeiros no 

Ranking da PBR Brasil mais recente ou que esteja elegível para competir em Eventos BSBPBR 
como explicado nestas Regras. Ver a Regra 3-4 para uma explicação de como os primeiros 40 são 
determinados. 

 
1.10. Divisão de Acesso são os eventos de montaria em touros aprovados ou sancionados que 
fazem parte da Divisão de Acesso da PBR Brasil. 
 
1.11. “Ranking por Dinheiro” é uma lista de competidores em ordem decrescente de acordo 
com todos os prêmios em dinheiro ganhos em eventos da PBR Brasil durante a Temporada atual. 
 
1.12. A “Lista de Débito” consiste dos membros que devem dinheiro à PBR e ou que estejam 
atrasados em seus compromissos financeiros com a mesma. 
 
1.13.  Um “Evento PBR” é um evento sancionado, aprovado ou afiliado a qualquer uma das 
séries PBR. 
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1.14.  A “Isenção por Ferimento” deve ser aprovada pela direção da PBR. Ver a Regra 3-2 para 
procedimentos de como obter essa isenção. 
 
1.15. Uma “Isenção Especial por Ferimento” é usada para entrar nos eventos da BSBPBR. Ver 
as Regras 4-7 para maiores detalhes. 
 
1.16. “Competidor Favorecido” é um Membro que recebeu o benefício da Isenção por 
Ferimento ou da Ausência Justificada, de acordo com a Regra 3-2. 
 
1.17. “Novato” é todo aquele que não é Competidor da PBR e entrou em um Evento PBR para 
preencher uma posição vaga. O competidor deverá ter pelo menos dezoito (18) anos (ou ser 
emancipado). Qualquer novato que ganhe qualquer soma em dinheiro em um Evento terá o direito 
de adquirir o cartão de membro da PBR Brasil. Um formulário de aplicação estará disponível no 
escritório da PBR Brasil para ser preenchido e assinado pelo competidor. Ver regra 2-2. 
 
1.18. Dinheiro Dividido: ocorre quando uma posição paga não é preenchida por um 
Competidor. Por exemplo, há 8 posições pagas em um Round ou em uma Somatória Final do evento 
e somente seis competidores obtêm uma nota classificatória. Logo, a sétima e oitava posições 
ficarão vagas. Os prêmios destinados a essas duas posições serão igualmente divididos pelos seis 
competidores que receberam uma nota em um round ou Somatória Final. Se nenhum competidor 
conseguir alcançar a nota necessária para se classificar em um round, então a premiação daquele 
round será igualmente dividida entre todos os membros que estiverem na Somatória Final. Se os 
competidores não obtiverem uma nota classificatória em todo evento, a premiação será igualmente 
dividida entre os competidores daquele evento. 

 

2. Filiação 
 

2.1. Escritório. O escritório da PBR Brasil está localizado em São José do Rio Preto, SP à rua Gilberto 
Lopes da Silva, 2092, no Jardim Walkíria, CEP: 15.085-390. 

 
2.2. Cartões. Existem duas categorias de cartões, como listado abaixo: 

2.2.1. Cartão Internacional: o dinheiro ganho pelo competidor na temporada é creditado 
no ranking mundial. A pontuação é válida somente para o ranking nacional. 
Custo: U$375,00 por temporada. 

2.2.2. Cartão Nacional: Todo dinheiro e pontos ganhos pelo competidor na temporada é 
creditado no ranking nacional. 
Custo: R$275,00 por temporada. 
 

2.3. Considerações sobre os Membros com Cartão: 
2.3.1 O Competidor deve ter pelo menos 18 anos de idade (ou ser emancipado, mediante 

a documentação) quando competir em um Evento; 
2.3.2.    O competidor que já ranqueou em alguma temporada anterior da PBR é obrigado a   
comprar o cartão antes do primeiro evento que for competir na atual temporada. 
2.3.3. Um competidor que nunca ranqueou em alguma temporada anterior da PBR, ou 

está competindo pela primeira vez (competidor novato), poderá comprar o cartão 
somente se ganhar alguma premiação em dinheiro na atual temporada, e também 
ser aprovado pela Mesa Diretora. 
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2.3.4.  O competidor não deve estar em débito com a PBR. 
 

2.4.  Cooperação com a PBR. Todos os membros devem estar familiarizados com essas Regras e 
devem cumprir às mesmas. Todos os Membros devem cooperar com os Oficiais da PBR na 
execução dessas Regras em qualquer Evento da PBR ou em assuntos de caráter oficial. 
Qualquer Membro que violar essas Regras estará sujeito a repreensão, multa, 
inelegibilidade, suspensão, cessação dos privilégios PBR, cancelamento de inscrição ou 
expulsão de acordo com essas Regras e/ou como determinado pela Mesa Diretora. 

 
2.5.  Concessão dos direitos de imagem, uso do nome, entre outros. Qualquer Membro, 

proprietários de animais, pessoal contratado, corpo de funcionários e representantes 
oficiais, ou outras pessoas admitidas em eventos da PBR, devem, como condição de 
ingresso, emprego, admissão ou qualquer envolvimento, conceder à PBR posse de todos os 
direitos sobre a imagem dele ou dela, incluindo, mas não se limitando a, os direitos de 
publicidade. A PBR tem, e pode permitir a outros que julgar aptos, o direito de mostrar, 
publicar, executar, reproduzir, copiar, distribuir, transmitir, licenciar, explorar e usar, seja de 
que associado for, nome, voz, imagem, persona, biografia, fotografia e outros direitos de 
publicidade, em conjunção à publicidade, propaganda e promoção da PBR, em Eventos PBR, 
em locais de realização dos Eventos PBR e o esporte de montaria profissional em touros, mas 
não em conjunção com qualquer declaração que constitua apoio do membro mencionado a 
qualquer produto ou serviço não diretamente relacionado à PBR, Eventos PBR e/ou locais de 
realização, a não ser que o consentimento da pessoa sobre isso seja obtido primeiro. Um 
Membro que participar em um Evento da PBR autoriza-a a agir em seu favor. Absolutamente 
nada requererá da PBR revisão, aprovação ou policiamento das propagandas, publicidade e 
promoções realizadas por terceiros. 
 

2.6.  Sem direito de apoio a terceiros. Nenhum Membro terá qualquer direito, poder ou 
autoridade para demonstrar apoio a terceiros usando o nome da PBR. 
 

2.7.  Assunção de Riscos e Liberação da Responsabilidade. Qualquer Membro, competidor, 
proprietários de animais ou outro participante em um Evento da PBR deve assinar e 
concordar com o seguinte Termo de Renúncia do Participante; entretanto, caso aconteça de 
um Membro, competidor, tropeiro ou outro participante falhar em assinar tal termo, ele ou 
ela reconhece e concorda que, com sua participação e/ou presença em um Evento da PBR, 
ele ou ela, deste modo, estarão sujeitos aos termos e condições do Termo de Renúncia do 
Participante, transcrito a seguir: 

Eu, (NOME DO COMPETIDOR OU PARTICIPANTE) reconheço que a montaria em touros é uma 
atividade extremamente perigosa, e que a participação e a presença nos locais e eventos de montaria 
em touros expõe-me a sérios e substanciais perigos e riscos de danos materiais, machucados e/ou 
morte, e que fui completamente advertido a respeito de tais riscos e perigos. Entendo que esses riscos 
não estão restritos somente às competições, mas também incluem estar na arena, ao redor da arena, 
atrás dos bretes, na área de espera dos animais, currais e qualquer outra área associada com os 
eventos de montaria em touros. Estando inteiramente ciente de que minha participação e presença 
nos eventos de montaria em touros resultará na minha exposição a substanciais e sérios perigos e 
riscos de danos materiais, machucados e/ou morte e em consideração ao fato de ser aceito como um 
Membro da PBR e participando dos eventos e atividades da PBR, eu, de maneira irrevogável, concordo 
em assumir todos os perigos e riscos e faço a renúncia através deste, incondicionalmente e para 
sempre, tornando isenta de culpa e responsabilidades a PBR Brasil SA e suas subsidiárias, afiliadas, 
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escritórios, diretores, acionistas, empregados, membros, agentes, representantes, oficiais, juízes, 
salva-vidas, voluntários e contratantes, juntamente com todas as outras partes e entidades envolvidas 
na sanção, aprovação, produção, organização, conduta, patrocínios, propaganda e apresentação dos 
eventos e atividades da PBR. Liberto a PBR de quaisquer e todas as reclamações, pedidos, perdas, 
custos, obrigações e outras responsabilidades que são conhecidas ou desconhecidas, consideradas ou 
imprevistas, futuras ou eventuais, ou se tais reclamações, pedidos, perdas, custos, obrigações e outras 
responsabilidades forem ou não ocasionados, por inteiro ou parcialmente, pela negligência das 
entidades aqui liberadas de responsabilidade por mim, ou de alguma outra maneira. Eu não irei agora 
ou em qualquer momento no futuro, direta ou indiretamente, começar, ameaçar, processar ou iniciar 
qualquer reclamação, ação, processo ou outro procedimento contra as partes aqui liberadas, 
aparecendo ou estando relacionadas com reclamações, pedidos, obrigações e outras 
responsabilidades. Eu estou, por esse acordo, assumindo os riscos, renunciando, liberando de 
responsabilidades as partes citadas. As obrigações e declarações dos meios antecedentes irão durar a 
expiração ou término desse formulário e da minha filiação e estão ligadas a mim, minhas esposas, 
filhos, pais, parentes, herdeiros, representantes, sucessores e afins.  
 

2.8.  Requerimento de Idade Legal. Nenhuma pessoa com menos de 18 anos poderá competir em 
um evento da PBR, a não ser que seja emancipado e apresente documentação. 
 

2.9.  Renovação de filiação. Não será possível renovar a filiação à PBR caso o competidor se 
encontre na Lista de Débito. As renovações devem ser recebidas no escritório da PBR até três 
dias úteis antes do Evento em que o filiado competirá. 

 
2.10.  Participação em um Evento PBR. Nenhum Membro ou Novato poderá participar de um 

Evento PBR caso seu nome esteja na Lista de Débito no início daquele evento, a não ser que 
aprovação por escrito seja cedida pela diretoria da PBR. Um membro não será removido da 
Lista de Débito até que todas suas obrigações e dívidas com a PBR sejam sanadas. Qualquer 
Membro ou Novato que esteja na Lista de Débito durante o período de inscrições será 
notificado e excluído caso a multa não for paga ou justificada. 

 
2.11.  Juramento de Filiação. Todos os Competidores devem assinar um juramento reconhecendo 

saber que as filiações são por aprovação apenas e que podem ser revogadas ou negadas a 
qualquer momento, com ou sem motivo aparente, baseados somente na decisão da diretoria 
da PBR. 

 

3. Brahma Super Bull PBR (BSBPBR)  
Competidores elegíveis para participar dos Eventos BSBPBR serão determinados de acordo com as 
seguintes regras: 
 

3.1. Top 40 inicial do BSBPBR Ouro. Competidores inclusos no Top 40 Inicial do BSBPBR competirão 
nos dois (2) primeiros eventos da temporada atual. Antes do primeiro Evento BSBPBR de cada 
temporada, todos os membros da PBR serão analisados e postos no Ranking de acordo com os 
seguintes critérios: 

3.1.1. Primeiro, os trinta (30) primeiros Competidores por ordem do ranking por pontos da 
última temporada da PBR Brasil concluída tem lugar garantido nos primeiros dois (2) Eventos 
BSBPBR Ouro. 
3.1.2. Segundo, os dez (10) primeiros Competidores por ordem do ranking por dinheiro da 
temporada atual da PBR, que não estejam inclusos no item (a) acima. Caso não atinja os dez (10) 
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competidores da temporada atual, será usado a ordem do ranking por dinheiro da ultima 
temporada concluída. 
3.1.3. Terceiro – exceção de Campeão Nacional: o atual Campeão Nacional poderá montar em 
qualquer etapa (Ouro, Prata e Acesso) da temporada atual, desde que faça inscrição 15 dias 
antes do evento. 
3.1.4. Quarta: os competidores alternates serão chamados: com exceção ao Campeão 
Mundial; competidores estrangeiros convidados pela PBR Brasil; por Isenção de Ferimento; e por 
Ausência Justificada. 
3.1.5. Por último, alternates por ordem do Ranking por Pontos ou Dinheiro de acordo com a 
necessidade de cada ranking. 

 
3.2. Isenção por Ferimento e Ausência Justificada. 

3.2.1. Isenções por Ferimento devem ser obtidas submetendo provas do ferimento, doença ou 
incapacidade de competir, cedidas por um médico, ao escritório da PBR. 
3.2.2. Uma Ausência Justificada deve ser obtida por meio de notificação à PBR do motivo da 
ausência antes do início do Evento BSBPBR que será perdido. Considerar-se-á uma Ausência 
Justificada aquela em que ocorrer um dos seguintes: 
3.2.2.1. Morte de um familiar; 
3.2.2.2. Outra emergência na família; 
3.2.2.3. Outra desculpa legítima. 
 Exceto pela aprovação do Comitê de Regras e Regulamentos da PBR, nenhuma isenção, 
conforme (a) ou (b) acima, durará mais do que um (1) ano. Se o Membro da PBR desejar que a 
duração de uma isenção, conforme (a) ou (b), seja maior que um (1) ano, ele ou ela deverá, por 
meio de carta ao Comitê de Regras e Regulamento da PBR, requerer tal isenção adicional e 
providenciar a documentação necessária a tal pedido (por exemplo, uma carta de um médico 
explicando a necessidade de uma extensão). A decisão de permitir uma extensão à isenção para 
mais de um (1) ano será feita pelo Comitê, a seu exclusivo critério. 
 

3.3.  Atualização dos Rankings BSBPBR. Os Rankings BSBPBR serão atualizados após cada evento 
BSBPBR, e os mesmo deverão ser determinados da seguinte forma: 

3.3.1. Ranking por pontos: os Competidores devem ser ranqueados de acordo com os 
pontos ganhos nos eventos BSBPBR (prata e ouro) durante a temporada atual em ordem 
decrescente, começando com o Competidor que tem mais pontos no BSBPBR. 
3.3.2. Ranking por dinheiro: os Competidores devem ser ranqueados de acordo com o 
dinheiro ganho nos eventos BSBPBR e na Divisão de Acesso durante a temporada atual em 
ordem decrescente, começando com o Competidor que tem mais dinheiro no campeonato.  
 

3.4. Elegibilidade para os Eventos BSBPBR Ouro (não incluindo os primeiros dois (2) eventos da 
temporada atual). Quarenta (40) Competidores da PBR competirão em cada Evento BSBPBR. Os 
quarenta (40) competidores que competirão serão determinados da seguinte forma: 

3.4.1. Primeiro: os trinta (30) primeiro competidores por ordem do Ranking por 
pontos (mais recente) BSBPBR. 
3.4.2. Segundo: os dez (10) primeiros competidores por ordem do Ranking por 
dinheiro da temporada atual da PBR, que não estejam inclusos no item (a) acima. Se um ou 
mais dos dez (10) melhores do Ranking por dinheiro forem selecionados de acordo com (a) 
acima, então o próximo competidor no Ranking será selecionado, até que todas as dez vagas 
aqui citadas sejam preenchidas. 
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3.4.3. Terceiro – Exceção de Campeão Nacional: o atual Campeão Nacional poderá montar em 
qualquer etapa (Ouro, Prata e Acesso) da temporada atual, desde que faça inscrição 15 dias 
antes do evento. 
3.4.4. Quarto: os competidores alternates serão chamados: com exceção ao atual Campeão 
Mundial; competidores estrangeiros convidados pela PBR Brasil; por Isenção de Ferimento; e por 
Ausência Justificada. 
3.4.5. Por último: alternates por ordem do Ranking por pontos ou dinheiro, de acordo com a 
necessidade de cada ranking (ver regra 3-5). 
 

3.5. Procedimento de inscrição de alternates. Se não houver nenhum dos casos descritos acima, as 
vagas dos alternates serão preenchidas da seguinte forma: se um dos trinta (30) competidores por 
pontos não puder ir ao evento, o alternate chamado será do ranking de pontos. E se um competidor 
dos dez (10) competidores do ranking por dinheiro não puder ir, o alternate chamado será do 
ranking de dinheiro. O competidor alternate de uma etapa Ouro será avisado com uma semana de 
antecedência sobre sua participação, assim como os demais competidores classificados. Portanto, 
torna-se obrigatória sua presença no evento. Caso o competidor não apareça e o motivo não seja de 
força maior (ver regra 3-2), ele será punido como os outros competidores do top 40. 
 
3.6. Retorno dos competidores por Isenção de Ferimento ou por Ausência Justificada. Cada 
competidor elegível para o BSBPBR Ouro (como determinado pela regra 3-4) ou competidor que 
esteja no Top 40 Inicial do BSBPBR Ouro (regra 3-1) e que perderam um ou mais eventos do BSBPBR 
Ouro durante a temporada atual por ter uma Isenção por Ferimento ou Ausência Justificada, 
conforme as Regras 3-2 e/ou 3-11,será referido nessas regras como um “Competidor Favorecido”. 
Cada Competidor Favorecido terá o direito de inscrever-se e competir em dois (2) Eventos BSBPBR 
Ouro (sem incluir a Final Nacional) em qualquer data, durante a temporada atual. O Competidor 
Favorecido será alternate de um evento BSBPBR Ouro de acordo com a Regra 3-4 (d). Quando 
houver mais de um Competidor Favorecido inscrito em um evento, será respeitada a posição no 
ranking em que cada um deles estava no momento que receberam a Isenção por Ferimento, 
independente da temporada do ocorrido. Quando não houver desistência em tal evento, poderá ser 
incluído um touro a mais para um Competidor Favorecido. 
Um Competidor Favorecido não será mais considerado um Competidor Favorecido depois de 
competir em dois (2) Eventos BSBPBR Ouro. 
 
3.7.  Pontos BSBPBR Ouro. Os Pontos BSBPBR Ouro de cada competidor serão determinados 
pela soma de: 

3.7.1. Todos os pontos adquiridos pelo competidor em montarias nos Eventos BSBPBR Ouro, 
nos quais ele tenha recebido nota; 
3.7.2. Todos os pontos-bônus ganhos devido à classificação (como tabela abaixo) em cada 
round em Eventos BSBPBR Ouro; 
3.7.3. Todos os pontos-bônus ganhos pelo competidor na Somatória Final, com colocação, em 
Eventos BSBPBR Ouro, de acordo com o seguinte esquema de pontuação:

[Por exemplo, se um competidor obtiver uma nota de 83 pontos e ganhar em 2º lugar no primeiro 
round, uma nota de 74 pontos e ganhar em 8º lugar no segundo round, obtiver uma nota de 85 
pontos e ganhar em 3º lugar na final (short-go), e ganhar em 3º lugar na Somtória Final, seu placar 
para aquele Evento BSBPBR Ouro será de 83 (primeira montaria) + 74 (segunda montaria) + 85 
(terceira montaria) + 90 (segundo lugar no primeiro round) + 30 (oitavo lugar no segundo round) + 
80 (terceiro lugar na final (short go)) + 240 (terceiro lugar na Somatória Final) = 682. Pontos 
Divididos não serão concedidos a nenhum competidor. 
 
3.8. Obrigação de participar; Isenções; Suspensões. Cada competidor deve competir e finalizar cada 
Evento BSBPBR Ouro em que esteja elegível a participar. Um competidor será dispensado de uma 
competição se, e somente se: 

3.8.1. Ele tiver obtido uma Isenção por Ferimento de acordo com a Regra 3-2 ou, no caso de 
haver se ferido durante um Evento BSBPBR Ouro, e a equipe médica local recomendar que ele 
não compita mais durante aquele Evento BSBPBR Ouro; ou 
3.8.2. Ele tiver obtido uma Ausência Justificada de acordo com a Regra 3-2; ou 
Se um Competidor elegível não competir em um Evento BSBPBR Ouro e não houver justificativa, 
como explicado acima, ele deverá ser automaticamente suspenso do Campeonato da PBR 

No Brasil a maioria dos 

eventos são quatro dias, 

ou seja, cinco rounds. 
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Internacional por (1) um ano – ou como determinar a diretoria – a começar pelo primeiro dia 
após o término do evento BSBPBR Ouro em que houve a falta e do qual resultou a suspensão. 
Não se deve permitir que um competidor suspenso compita em qualquer Evento PBR, incluindo 
a Final Nacional, durante sua suspensão. 
 

3.9. Autoridade da Intervenção Médica. 
A PBR e seus afiliados concordam e reconhecem que é da mais extrema importância para o esporte 
assegurar, em todas as ocasiões, que a saúde dos competidores nos eventos da Brahma Super Bull 
PBR permita a participação dos mesmos da maneira mais segura possível e que não existam 
condições que possam criar ou aumentar riscos de machucados ou adicionar mais perigos à prática 
da montaria em touros. Por isso, a PBR elegeu uma política pela qual o médico enviado pela equipe 
médica contratada pela PBR deva ter a autoridade de intervir e impedir qualquer competidor de 
participar em qualquer evento da Brahma Super Bull PBR, se, baseado na opinião do profissional 
supracitado, houver uma questão médica ou preocupação quanto à integridade das condições 
físico-mentais de um competidor para a montaria em touros. Qualquer competidor que tiver 
desconsiderado, transgredido ou então ignorado ou tentado ignorar essa Regra estará em 
desacordo com as Regras Oficiais da PBR e, portanto, sujeito às sanções disciplinares descritas 
abaixo. 
 
3.10. Regras administrativas variadas. 

3.10.1. Qualquer competidor elegível para a BSBPBR Ouro que estiver machucado ou 
impossibilitado e não competir no próximo Evento BSBPBR Ouro deverá notificar a 
administração da PBR até as 18 horas, dois dias úteis antes do início do evento. O competidor 
estará sujeito a uma multa de R$200,00 e será suspenso do próximo evento se a administração 
da PBR não for notificada como indicado. 
3.10.2. Cada competidor elegível para a BSBPBR Ouro será inscrito automaticamente no 
próximo Evento BSBPBR Ouro, a não ser que ele notifique o escritório da PBR sobre sua 
impossibilidade em participar. Os competidores elegíveis para a BSBPBR Ouro com Isenção por 
Ferimento ou Ausência Justificada (Competidor Favorecido) não serão inscritos até que 
notifiquem o escritório da PBR como indicado em (c) abaixo. 
3.10.3. Um Competidor Favorecido deverá notificar o escritório da PBR sobre sua condição, fazer 
inscrição duas semanas antes do início do evento, ou na data de inscrição divulgada, do Evento 
BSBPBR Ouro em que desejar competir. 
3.10.4. Para os propósitos de notificação, o endereço e número de telefone do Escritório da PBR 
são: Rua Gilberto Lopes da Silva, 2092 – Jd Walkíria, CEP: 15085-390, São José do Rio Preto, SP. 
Telefone: 17 3229-2400. 
3.10.5. A lista de touros para os Eventos será determinada pelo ranking de touros e será 
fornecida pelo escritório da PBR. Essa lista deverá conter 60% dos touros de um lado e 40% do 
outro. Os nomes dos touros para o primeiro dia do evento deverão ser passados para o 
escritório da PBR por e-mail ou fax e nos outros dias deverão ser entregues ao diretor de evento 
ou responsável da PBR meia hora após o término das montarias, com o nome legível, telefone e 
assinado pelo responsável da boiada. O proprietário responsável da boiada que falhar em 
notificar o escritório da PBR como indicado, será multado em R$100,00. 
3.10.6. Procedimento do sorteio:   

3.10.6.1. Primeiro, segundo, terceiro e quarto rounds: sorteio aleatório. 
3.10.6.2. Final (short-go): 8 competidores do primeiro ao último 
3.10.6.3. Nas etapas BSBPBR Ouro, o competidor poderá escolher o touro que vai montar 
na final, a partir da lista de touros pré-selecionados para a final, porém não pode ser um 
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animal que ele já montou durante aquele evento. Ele terá no máximo um minuto para fazer 
sua escolha.  

3.10.7. Números impressos nas costas dos competidores da BSBPBR continuarão o mesmo durante 
a temporada PBR baseados no ranking de pontos do BSBPBR da temporada anterior. 

3.10.8. Patrocinadores e multas de autógrafos: Os competidores serão multados em R$500,00 e 
com duplicação dessa multa para cada violação subseqüente, se não estiverem presentes 
nas seções de assinaturas combinadas entre os competidores e seus patrocinadores, quando 
o patrocinador for também um patrocinador da PBR. 

3.10.9. Resultados dos Eventos BSBPBR: Os resultados oficiais dos Eventos devem ser 
disponibilizados no escritório do secretário do Evento dentro de uma hora após a conclusão 
do Evento. Os competidores participando do Evento e tropeiros com touros participando do 
Evento podem questionar os resultados oficiais dentro de duas horas após o secretário os 
ter disponibilizado, e então ele ficará responsável pela revisão em busca de possíveis erros. 
Caso o secretário encontre um erro, então deverá corrigi-lo e recolocar os resultados oficiais. 
Se nenhum competidor ou tropeiro questionar os resultados oficiais do Evento dentro de 
duas horas após a divulgação dos mesmos, então eles serão considerados oficiais. Apesar do 
que foi dito acima, a PBR se reserva o direito de revisar, examinar, modificar e/ou corrigir 
qualquer e todos os resultados oficiais de Eventos a qualquer momento, a seu exclusivo 
critério. 
 

3.11. Exceção de Campeão Nacional 
O atual Campeão Nacional/Mundial poderá montar em qualquer etapa (Ouro, Prata e Acesso) da 
temporada atual, desde que faça inscrição 15 dias antes do evento. 
 
Exceção de Campeão Nacional/Mundial é um privilégio especial reservado apenas ao atual Campeão 
Nacional/Mundial da PBR. Ela pode ser revogada pela Diretoria, em seu exclusivo e absoluto critério, 
a qualquer momento, antes, depois ou durante uma temporada. A Diretoria pode revogar Exceção 
de Campeão Nacional/Mundial por qualquer razão que seja, incluindo, mas não se limitando aos 
seguintes fatores: 

3.11.1. Se a Diretoria decidir que o Campeão Nacional/Mundial não está mais qualificado para 
competir em Eventos BSBPBR; 

3.11.2. Se o Campeão Nacional/Mundial demonstrar qualquer tipo de conduta não condizente 
ao comportamento esperado de um Campeão Nacional/Mundial da PBR; 

3.11.3. Se o Campeão Nacional/Mundial escolher não competir em um Evento BSBPBR e 
competir em qualquer outro evento de montaria em touros no mesmo período em que 
um Evento BSBPBR estiver sendo realizado; 

3.11.4. Se o Campeão Nacional/Mundial participar de atividades danosas aos empreendimentos 
e outros interesses da PBR. 
 

4. Brahma Super Bull PBR Prata 
4.1. Elegibilidade para Eventos da BSBPBR Prata. Todos os competidores que participaram de uma 
etapa da PBR podem fazer inscrição para uma etapa BSBPBR Prata. A seleção dos competidores que 
fizeram inscrição para esta etapa será por ranking de dinheiro 
Competidores que não são membros da PBR ou competidores que não se classificaram para a etapa 
poderão montar em uma etapa Prata se a PBR ceder à comissão determinado número de convites 
para as montarias, os quais a PBR determinará a quantidade. 
 A PBR poderá reservar um número de inscrições para competidores novatos. 
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4.2. Premiação em dinheiro do BSBPBR Prata. O dinheiro ganho por competidores da PBR em 
eventos da BSBPBR Prata contam na classificação para a Final Nacional da PBR. 

 4.3. Formato do Evento 
A PBR determinará de acordo com as necessidades do evento a quantidade de montarias e 
o formato de cada evento. 
 

5. PONTOS E RANKINGS 
5.1. Aplicação do Dinheiro Dividido. O Dinheiro Dividido e os Bônus serão computados no 

Ranking por Dinheiro desde que possa ser ganho por qualquer Membro competindo em um 
evento. Bônus que possa ser ganho apenas por um Membro em específico não será 
computado no Ranking por Dinheiro. 

 
5.2. Ranking Oficial da PBR. Dinheiro ganho por um Membro com Cartão em todos os eventos 

sancionados e aprovados pela PBR deve ser computado no Ranking Oficial da PBR. 
 
5.3. Base dos Rankings. Os Rankings serão baseados nos resultados oficiais de cada evento da 

PBR. 
 
5.4. Novato do Ano. Um Membro só é elegível ao título de Novato do Ano se estiver 

competindo pelo primeiro ano/temporada na BSBPBR e/ou nas Finais. Se no final daquela 
temporada ele obtiver a maior quantia em dinheiro de todos os membros que também 
competiram naquela temporada na BSBPBR e/ou Finais, então ele será considerado o 
Novato do Ano. 

 

6. FINAIS DA PBR 
6.1. Classificação para as Finais da PBR. A classificação para as Finais da PBR deverá ser 
determinada somente pelo Ranking por Dinheiro da atual temporada PBR. Os melhores quarenta 
(40) colocados no Ranking por Dinheiro, na data de corte da temporada estabelecida pela PBR, que 
estiverem hábeis a competir deverão entrar como competidores nas Finais da PBR. 

 
6.2. Rankings Finais da PBR.  O Campeão da PBR e o Ranking Final para uma temporada PBR serão 
determinados com base nos pontos BSBPBR. O Campeão da PBR será o Membro com o maior 
número de pontos BSBPBR, e todos os outros Membros entrarão no Ranking de acordo com seus 
pontos BSBPBR. Se um ou mais Membros da PBR tiverem a mesma quantidade de pontos BSBPBR, o 
desempate ocorrerá segundo a seguinte ordem de prioridade, baseado em Eventos durante a 
temporada PBR atual: 

6.2.1. Total de dinheiro ganho em Eventos BSBPBR; 

6.2.2. Total de dinheiro ganho em Eventos PBR; 

6.2.3. Se um empate ainda existir depois de aplicadas (a) e (b) acima, os Membros da PBR que 

estiverem empatados entrarão no Ranking na mesma posição. 

6.3. Campeão da Final da PBR. Pontos conseguidos no evento da Final da PBR determinarão o 

Campeão. 
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7. INSCRIÇÕES 

 7.1. Requerimentos de Inscrição. Membros que possuírem Cartão e desejem competir devem se 
inscrever entrando em contato com o escritório da PBR. 

 
 7.2. Inscrições. Membros que possuírem Cartão devem conversar com um funcionário da PBR para 
se inscrever e receber um número de confirmação. A lista de inscritos feita pelo escritório da PBR 
deve ser final e absoluta no caso de alguma discrepância nas inscrições, a não ser que o Membro 
possa apresentar um número de confirmação. 
 

 7.3. Alternates. Os alternates serão escolhidos para cada evento depois que as inscrições forem 
encerradas. Os competidores ficam responsáveis pelo contato com o escritório da PBR para notificar 
se eles desejam permanecer na lista de alternates para aquele evento. 

 A prioridade para alternates obedecerá ao seguinte: 
7.3.1. Lista oficial de alternates feita pelo escritório da PBR. 
7.3.2. Membros da PBR adicionados a essa lista por um secretário de Evento. 
 

7.4. Fim das inscrições. As inscrições se encerram as 18 horas da quarta-feira, DUAS (2) SEMANAS 
antes do Evento, a não ser que seja especificada mudança. É de responsabilidade de cada 
competidor checar a agenda de eventos, disponível na internet. 
 
7.5. Comparecimento ao evento. Os competidores devem se apresentar aos secretários de Evento 
pelo menos UMA HORA antes do horário marcado para o início do Evento. Se não, eles serão 
substituídos pelos alternates disponíveis e serão considerados Ausentes, sujeitos às multas e 
sanções apropriadas. 
 

 7.6. Ausência Justificada (TO) 
Qualquer Membro que não notifique ao escritório da PBR, no prazo estabelecido, que não poderá 
competir em um Evento em que ele estava oficialmente inscrito será suspenso do próximo evento 
que ele está qualificado e receberá multa de R$200,00. 
 
7.7. Elegibilidade para próximo round. Qualquer competidor que não montar em um round do 
Evento não é elegível para o próximo round. Os competidores devem decidir se competirão ou não 
antes do sorteio de cada round. 
O competidor que não montar na semi-final e não estiver qualificado para a final, não é elegível para 
o próximo evento. 
O competidor que não montar na final, não é elegível para o próximo evento. 

 
7.8. Sorteio dos Touros. O sorteio dos touros deve ser realizado com a presença de pelo menos um 
juiz ou funcionário da PBR. O procedimento deverá ser realizado por sorteio computadorizado ou 
manual. Nenhum animal deve ser montado mais de uma vez pelo mesmo competidor em um 
mesmo Evento. 
 
7.9. Re-rides (Repete). Estarão disponíveis re-rides para todos os rounds.  

  
7.10. Sorteio a partir do segundo round. Os sorteios a partir do segundo round será realizado até 
uma hora e meia antes da apresentação em questão com a presença de um juiz ou oficial da PBR.  
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7.11. Sorteio dos Touros para a Final.  Os touros da final devem estar em ordem reversa, com o 
último classificado recebendo o primeiro touro sorteado e o primeiro classificado recebendo o 
último touro sorteado. Um representante do Evento pode designar a ordem de re-ride. 
 

8. PAYOFF E TAREFAS DO SECRETÁRIO 
8.1. Cálculo do payoff (cálculo do prêmio). O payoff total de um Evento da PBR inclui o dinheiro 
adicionado menos 12% das taxas de sanção da PBR. 
 
8.2. Exemplo de quando manter um competidor na premiação final. Ferimento no round. Se 
um competidor se machucar no round, e tiver recebido nota, mas não poder competir na final 
devido ao ferimento, ele ainda estará elegível para a premiação final com sua nota qualificatória nos 
rounds. 
 
8.3. Exemplos de quando NÃO manter um competidor na premiação final. Quando um competidor 
tiver nota suficiente para entrar na final e não se apresentar na mesma, sem uma liberação médica 
legítima ele NÃO é elegível para receber a premiação. 
 
8.4. Dinheiro Dividido. Pode acontecer de uma posição não ser preenchida por um membro em um 
round ou na somatória final. Nesse caso, o dinheiro dessas vagas é dividido entre os competidores 
qualificados. Por exemplo, há quatro posições pagas em um round e somente três membros obtêm 
nota. Logo, a quarta posição ficará vaga. O prêmio destinado a essa posição será igualmente dividida 
pelos três membros que se classificaram. Se nenhum membro conseguir alcançar a nota necessária 
para se classificar em um round, então a premiação daquele round será igualmente dividida entre 
todos os membros que estiverem na final. Se os membros não conseguirem uma nota classificatória 
no evento todo, a premiação será igualmente dividida entre os competidores daquele evento. 
 
8.5. Premiação (Payoff). Os Eventos da PBR em que houver uma final pagarão vinte por cento (20%) 
do prêmio total nos rounds diários, na qual quatro (4) colocações serão pagas; Oitenta por cento 
(80%) do prêmio total ficará para o payoff da average (final), na qual oito (8) colocações serão 
pagas, e pode variar somente de acordo com a tabela de payoff abaixo.

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Os competidores que não foram pagos corretamente receberão a quantia apropriada. Competidores 
que receberam mais do que deveriam serão notificados e convidados a reembolsar o promoter com 
a quantia em excesso. Os competidores que receberem mais do que devem e não reembolsarem o 
promoter ficarão inelegíveis para eventos da PBR até que o dívida seja paga. Os competidores terão 
até 30 dias após notificação de correção no payoff para ajustarem as contas. 

 
8.7. Final (Short-Go). Se um competidor for qualificado para a short-go, mas não puder competir em 
razão de ferimento, o competidor com a próxima melhor nota será incluído na short-go. 

 Caso haja empate que resulte em mais números de posições na short-go do que o pré-determinado, 
o procedimento adotado para decidir quem avançara para a short-go será:  

8.7.1. Maior somatória da nota do competidor (descarta-se a nota do animal). 
8.7.2. Tirar na moeda ou sorteio. 

Um competidor eliminado das finais em razão desses sorteios ainda estará elegível para o payoff da 
somatória final. 
 
Caso não haja um número suficiente de competidores qualificados para o short-go, as vagas 
remanescentes serão preenchidas por buck off times (tempo). BSBPBR ς o juiz de brete será o 
primeiro a ser checado. O juiz do lado da trava da porteira da arena será o segundo. 

 

9. ATIVIDADE NA ARENA 
9.1. Preparação do Solo. A preparação do solo da arena deve ser aprovada por juiz de Evento, um 

representante da PBR e um tropeiro. O solo da arena deve estar plano e caso esteja arenoso, 
precisará ser molhado e compactado. 

 
9.2. Bretes. Os bretes devem conter apoios para os pés e absolutamente nada deverá impedir que o 

competidor possa pôr os pés nos vãos dos bretes. Uma plataforma traseira deverá estender o 
comprimento total dos bretes. 

 
9.3. Perigo na arena. Um juiz do Evento e um representante da PBR podem paralisar um evento caso 

haja perigo e até que tal condição de insegurança seja corrigida. 
 

10. Touros 
10.1. Designação apropriada do gado. A PBR se reserva o direito, a seu exclusivo critério, de impedir 
qualquer touro com designação ou nome profano, ofensivo, inapropriado ou inaceitável de entrar 
em competições de eventos sancionados/aprovados pela PBR. Não obstante, a PBR terá a opção 
unilateral, mas não obrigação, de permitir que o touro com nome ou designação inaceitável entre na 
competição com um nome diferente, escolhido pela PBR, a seu exclusivo critério. 
 
10.2. Touros inapropriado. Um representante da PBR ou juiz tem o poder para declarar um touro 
como inapropriado. Se um touro for muito pequeno (a corda de tamanho padrão não servir), o 
competidor terá a opção de uma re-ride. Depois de notificação, seja escrita ou verbal (notificação 
verbal sustentada por documentação escrita), o tropeiro ou promotor do Evento deverá retirar o 
touro do sorteio. 
 
10.3. Touros de Chifres. Todos os touros de chifres, usados nos Eventos da PBR, precisam ter a ponta 
dos chifres cortada a um diâmetro semelhante à de uma moeda de 1 (um) real. Os touros que não 
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corresponderem a esses parâmetros serão removidos da competição até que os requisitos sejam 
cumpridos.  

 
10.4. Inspeção dos Chifres. Um juiz da competição deverá inspecionar os chifres dos touros pelo 
menos (2) duas horas antes do início da competição. Será permitida a inspeção dos chifres até o 
início da competição, caso os touros, por algum imprevisto, não estiverem no recinto (2) duas horas 
antes da competição. Caso o touro seja considerado irregular pelo juiz, será automaticamente usado 
um touro reserva. Não será permitido que os proprietários dos touros cortem a ponta dos chifres no 
recinto do Evento. Será uma opção de o competidor montar ou não num touro de chifre fino. Caso o 
competidor opte por não montar, será dado a ele um touro reserva.  

 
10.5. Touros Lesionados. Não será usado nenhum touro insano ou lesionado na competição, ou 
caso o animal apresente qualquer tipo de sangramento ou mancha de sangue em seu corpo. 

 
10.6. Ferrão. A partir de quando o touro entra no brete de espera o uso de ferrão ou aparelho 
similar (esporinha) é absolutamente proibido. Todo material para o manejo dos animais será 
fornecido pelo veterinário oficial da PBR. 

 
10.7. Sedém. O comprimento do sedém não poderá exceder mais que 1 (um) metro e setenta 
centímetros de uma argola a ponta da correia. NENHUM objeto estranho será aceito, dentro ou 
fora do sedém, incluindo, mas não se limitando a, zíper, arame, plástico, aço, etc. Uma GRANDE 
ação disciplinar será tomada em caso de tais ocorrências. O sedenheiro não poderá tocar o rabo 
do touro após o competidor pedir a solta e não poderá estar em contato com o sedém a partir do 
segundo pulo. Os juízes têm autoridade absoluta para ordenar ao sedenheiro que retire as mãos 
do touro e/ou sedém se ele decidir que há contato desnecessário. Os juízes também têm a 
autoridade para ordenar ao sedenheiro e outras pessoas que ajude o touro e o competidor a 
posicionarem-se para a solta da montaria de forma mais efetiva. 

 
10.8. Advertência aos Proprietários de Touros. Os proprietários dos touros que levarem mais 
de uma advertência dos juízes da PBR ou do responsável pelo evento da PBR, durante uma 
temporada, estarão sujeitos a multas e/ou penalidades por cada touro irregular. O proprietário 
também estará sujeito a exclusão, incluindo multas. A boiada pode também se tornar inelegível em 
adição à multa e não receber nenhum tipo de premiação destinada aos touros. 

 
10.9. Filiação dos Proprietários dos Touros. Os proprietários dos touros somente receberão 
as premiações desde que estejam em dia com o pagamento da taxa de filiação e nenhum tipo de 
penalidade. 
 
10.10. Transporte e Confinamento. Nenhum animal poderá ser transportado ou confinado, em 
veículos, por um período superior a (8) oito horas, sem ser devidamente alimentado, abastecido de 
água e descarregado do veículo. 

 
10.11. Horário. Os touros deverão estar no recinto com até duas horas de antecedência do 
início das montarias. No caso de alguma exceção e os touros necessitem estar antes deste horário 
no recinto, o proprietário ou responsável pela boiada deverá cumprir com o horário estimulado.  

 
10.12. Sedenheiro. A pessoa que estiver “puxando sedém” não pode estar competindo no 
evento.    
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10.13. Touros Insanos ou Feridos. Um juiz deverá decidir por avaliação se um touro poderá ou 
não ser usado, caso esse apresente sinais de insanidade ou venha a se ferir após o sorteio. O touro 
já sorteado, insano ou ferido, será substituído de acordo com a regra de re-rides. 

 
10.14. Apertando a Corda de Montaria. Só será permitido que 1 (uma) pessoa e o competidor 
apertem a corda de montaria dele, usando apenas 3 (três) mãos. 
 

10.15. Touro de Final.Para um touro pular somente na final o proprietário ou responsável por 
ele deverá informar ao escritório e pedir a aprovação da diretoria ou responsável pela PBR quando 
fornecer a lista dos animais.  

 

14. MONTARIA EM TOUROS 
 

14.1. Notas. O competidor e o touro serão avaliados com notas distintas individualmente. O 
competidor será pontuado na montaria de acordo com seu grau de controle e o grau de dificuldade 
apresentado pelo touro. Os parâmetros usados nas notas serão de (0) zero á (25) vinte e cinco por 
juiz (podendo incluir 0.25, 0.50, e 0.75 pontos quando o evento for julgado por dois juízes, e 
somente 0.50 pontos quando o evento for julgado por quatro juízes), para avaliação do competidor 
e do touro, sendo que a nota máxima é de (100) cem pontos.  

 
14.2. Cronometragem. Toda montaria deve ter (8) oito segundos cronometrados. A cronometragem 

começa quando qualquer lado da paleta ou da anca do touro passar o alinhamento dos 
portões dos bretes. O competidor deverá completar os (8) oito segundos de montaria para ser 
avaliado. O cronômetro do juiz de brete é o primeiro a dar validade à montaria. 

 
14.3. Corda para montar em touros.  

a) A montaria será feita com uma das mãos numa corda própria para montar em touros.  
b) A altura da alça da corda não pode ter mais do que nove centímetros.  
c) A alça será medida com a corda esticada com algum material que tenha a espessura de nove 

centímetros.  
d) Toda corda tem que ter um baixeiro de 1,30 cm de espessura.  
e) Quando o competidor monta com a mão direita e a corda é apertada do lado esquerdo o 

baixeiro tem que ter no mínimo 13 centímetros após a alça e ser direcionado ao cabo da 
corda.  

f) O couro que amarra o baixeiro não pode ficar com o nó em contato com o touro. 
g) A corda não poderá ter nenhum tipo de emenda, objeto estranho ou nós, exceto o nó que 

regula a corda.  
h) Somente uma pessoa pode regular a corda no touro antes da montaria. 
i) O competidor não pode sovar a corda com ela apertada. 
j) A corda de montaria deve ter sino/badalo (polaco). Ele deverá ter o tamanho máximo de 12 

centímetros. O polaco deve estar posicionado o mais embaixo possível do touro assim que 
ele sair do brete, a menos que instruções contrárias sejam dadas pela equipe de juízes. 

k) Não é permitido nós ou ganchos para evitar que a corda de montaria caia fora do touro após 
a montaria. 

l) A corda é responsabilidade do competidor, caso a corda venha a quebrar quando o 
competidor estiver apertando a corda o prazo maximo para trocar a corda é o prazo normal 
dado pelo juiz para preparaçao da montaria.  
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m) Se a corda quebrar durante a montaria o competidor nao terá direito a uma segunda 
montaria opcional. 

n) Qualquer um usando uma corda ilegal estará sujeito a ações disciplinares. 
14.4. Requisitos para Receber Nota. O competidor receberá sua nota se este completar a 
montaria com qualquer parte da corda na mão que ele segura a corda. 
14.5. Decisão Oficial. O competidor poderá pedir uma averiguação oficial se o touro está ou 
não com sedém devidamente afixado. 
14.6. Rabo do Touro. O rabo do touro não poderá estar preso ao sedém. 
 
14.7. Esporas. Esporas com rosetas cortantes não serão permitidas. O competidor poderá ser 
desqualificado e/ou multado antes ou depois da montaria por usar esporas com rosetas cortantes. 

(A) Esporas e rosetas: A PBR Brasil adota um programa abrangente relacionado ao uso de 
Esporas e Rosetas em Eventos PBR, como explicado a seguir:

Lembrando que cada país tem sua roseta aprovada e que algumas rosetas não são aceitas em 
outros países. 
14.7.2. As rosetas aprovadas ou autorizadas pela PBR Brasil não devem ser alteradas de forma 
alguma. Estas rosetas aprovadas pela PBR Brasil podem ser trocadas ou suplementadas pela PBR 
Brasil a qualquer momento. 
14.7.3. A PBR poderá disponibilizar nos Eventos um inspetor de rosetas, que poderá verificar as 
rosetas de um competidor antes ou depois de cada montaria, ou a qualquer lugar e momento no 
Evento. Por exemplo, o inspetor poderá ficar na porteira de saída para uma checagem das 
rosetas depois de cada montaria. Inspeções adicionais podem ocorrer ainda, antes, durante ou 
depois do Evento. Os competidores devem aceitar voluntariamente uma inspeção a qualquer 
hora em que forem abordados. 
14.7.4. Se um touro for cortado por o que se acredita ser consequência de uma roseta, não 
haverá punição para o competidor se ele estiver usando uma roseta inalterada, aprovada e 
distribuída pela PBR Brasil. Se for comprovado que a roseta foi alterada de alguma forma, o 
competidor será devidamente multado, e poderá ser suspenso por tempo indeterminado. A PBR 
se reserva o direito de revogar qualquer filiação em caso de ocorrências repetidas. 

(a) Enganchar na corda de montaria com a roseta:  
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Como adicional à Regra 4-9 (f), relativa a prender a roseta à corda de montaria, as ações 
disciplinares tomadas serão: 

1. Primeira ocorrência: desqualificação do competidor. 
2. Segunda ocorrência: desqualificação do competidor e multa. 

Ocorrências subseqüentes: para cada nova ocorrência o valor da multa será dobrado, além de o 
competidor ser desclassificado. 

14.8. O competidor não pode montar duas vezes no mesmo animal durante uma etapa, 
incluindo a final do evento. Se a secretaria da PBR não observar que o competidor vai montar um 
touro que já montou no mesmo evento, é de responsabilidade do competidor avisar a secretaria 
para trocá-lo. Caso isso não seja feito, ele será penalizado com nota 0 (zero), mesmo que pare no 
touro. Se o competidor for sorteado para um touro que já montou durante o evento, ele 
automaticamente montará em um touro reserva. No caso da final do evento, ele montará no 
próximo touro da lista que ele não tiver montado e seu touro irá para o próximo competidor a ser 
sorteado. 
 
14.9. Desqualificação do Competidor. Qualquer dos seguintes itens abaixo poderá 
desqualificar o competidor: 

 
14.9.1   Ser derrubado pelo touro. 
14.9.2.  Tocar o touro, equipamentos ou pessoas com a mão livre, braços ou extensões. 
14.9.3 Usar esporas com rosetas cortantes. 
14.9.4.  Prender as esporas ou a calça de couro embaixo da corda de montaria, enquanto esta 
estiver sendo apertada. 
14.9.5.  Não ter o sino/badalo posicionado o mais embaixo possível do touro assim que ele sair 
do brete, a menos que instruções contrárias sejam dadas pela equipe de juízes. 
14.9.6.  Enganchar ou travar a roseta na corda de montaria intencionalmente. 
14.9.7  Quando for avisado que será o próximo a montar e não estiver pronto com seus 
equipamentos, assim que o touro da montaria anterior deixar a arena. 
 

14.10. Tempo Excessivo nos Bretes. Os competidores que demorarem no brete, desde que o 
touro esteja em condição de solta, serão multados em R$ 100,00 na primeira transgressão. Essas 
multas aumentam em R$ 50,00 a cada transgressão subseqüente. Os juízes também terão a 
autoridade para desclassificar o competidor, a seu exclusivo critério. Os competidores ficarão 
inelegíveis até que as multas sejam pagas. Os juízes terão a autoridade para dar ao competidor um 
tempo para sair (30 segundos). Se esse tempo não for respeitado, os juízes pedirão ao competidor 
que ele retire sua corda para em seguida receber uma nota (0) zero. 

 

15. JUÍZES 
15.1. Substituindo Juízes. Os juízes dos Eventos não poderão ser substituídos depois de começado 
um evento, exceto em casos de doença, ferimento ou por pedido do pessoal oficial da PBR. 
 
15.1. Seleção. Os juízes dos Eventos de qualquer Divisão da PBR deverão ser selecionados de 
uma lista de juízes aprovados pelo Diretor de Arbitragem da PBR. 
 
15.2. Notas. Serão somadas as notas dos 2 (dois) juízes ou 4 (quatro) juízes, verificadas pelo 
(a) secretário (a) do evento e afixadas logo após as montarias do dia/noite. 
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15.3. Desistentes. Os juízes indicarão em suas planilhas o competidor que desistir da prova, 
riscando seu nome da planilha e substituindo pelo competidor reserva, escrevendo seu nome logo 
acima daquele desistente. 
 
15.4. Informações de Resultados. Fica sob a responsabilidade dos juízes informarem ao 
Diretor de Evento ou Responsável da PBR, assim que terminar as montarias, o número de “paradas” 
(montarias avaliadas), a maior nota do dia/noite e, após a final do evento, o melhor touro. 
 
15.5. Cronômetros dos Juízes. 

15.5.1. Etapas Ouro (onde há quatro juízes) – O cronômetro do Juiz de Brete, do lado que sair a 
montaria, será o oficial da contagem do tempo. Este será reforçado e terá o apoio do juiz 
posicionado no lado do trinco do brete. 
15.5.2. Etapas Prata (onde há apenas três juízes) – O cronômetro do Juiz de Brete será o oficial 
da contagem do tempo. Cada juiz usará um cronômetro e prevalecerá o cronômetro do juiz de 
brete, e este terá o apoio do juiz posicionado no lado do trinco do brete. 
15.5.3. Etapa Divisão de Acesso: (onde há apenas dois ou um juiz) - O cronômetro do Juiz de 
Brete será o oficial da contagem do tempo. Cada juiz usará um cronômetro e prevalecerá o 
cronômetro do juiz de brete, e este terá o apoio do juiz da arena. 
15.5.4. Os Juízes deverão parar seus cronômetros quando houver alguma irregularidade 
durante a montaria. Caso a campainha dispare antes dos oito segundos, os juízes poderão dar 
ao competidor a opção do touro reserva. Se a campainha soar antes dos oito segundos, os 
juízes devem seguir o campainha. 
 

15.6. Notas Oficiais dos Juízes. Os juízes deverão entregar ao (a) secretário (a) da competição 
as notas de cada competidor imediatamente após o término das montarias do (a) dia/noite. As 
notas serão dadas como oficial quando divulgadas e/ou verificadas pelos juízes e não poderão ser 
mudadas após serem encaminhadas. 
 
15.7. Terceiro Juiz. O Juiz de Brete (terceiro juiz) só dará nota nas etapas Ouro quando houver 
4 (quatro) juízes julgando. O juiz de brete será responsável por controlar o cronômetro principal, 
investigar e proibir o uso de aparelhos de choque, observar irregularidades, más intenções e 
coordenar corretamente ambos os participantes e os proprietários dos touros, em caso de uma 
segunda montaria num touro reserva. 

 
15.8. Planilha dos Juízes. Os Juízes deverão assinar e datar suas respectivas planilhas. Eles 
devem ser explícitos nas indicações quanto à desistência, contusões, ferimentos visíveis e dispensas 
médicas. Juízes deverão anotar a nota do touro e especificar quando uma nota foi baixa. Exemplo: 
Mau desempenho do animal, touro caiu, virou no brete e/ou sedem caiu, etc.  
 
15.9. Queixas. Queixas deverão ser submetidas por escrito à Junta de Diretores da PBR por 
qualquer participante que não concordar com os procedimentos ou decisões dos juízes ou dos 
eventos. Essas queixas deverão ser enviadas e nomeadas de acordo com o fundamento de cada 
caso. A Mesa Diretora deve receber uma declaração do incidente ocorrido em até trinta (30) dias 
após o mesmo. 

 
15.10. É proibido falar com os juízes durante a montaria, principalmente com os juízes de 
brete. 
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15.11. A decisão dos Juizes é absoluta. Os Juízes têm a autoridade para remover do recinto 
qualquer indivíduo que interferir com o Evento. 

 

16. SEGUNDA MONTARIA OPCIONAL (RERIDE). 
 

16.1. O Juiz Deverá Informar ao Competidor a sua Opção. Se uma segunda montaria opcional 
for concedida, um juiz deverá informar ao participante da sua opção de uma segunda montaria. O 
competidor poderá recusar ou aceitar a nota e deverá informar imediatamente da sua decisão em 
aceitar ou rejeitar a segunda montaria, após ter conhecimento de qual touro será usado na 
montaria opcional e quando será a montaria (o tempo máximo para o competidor decidir é até a 
solta da próxima montaria). Caso ele opte pela segunda montaria e depois desista dela, a nota da 
sua montaria anterior será desconsiderada. Se o competidor aceitar a segunda montaria opcional, o 
juiz deverá marcar claramente na planilha um “RR” ou “Opção”. As segundas montarias opcionais 
deverão ser anotadas numa planilha separada. 
 

16.2. Decisão dos Juízes. A segunda montaria opcional será concedida sob decisão dos juízes. 
As razões para uma segunda montaria opcional serão as seguintes: um touro parar ou falhar na 
montaria, os equipamentos dos proprietários dos touros quebrarem, a apresentação do touro for 
inferior ao esperado, o touro virar dentro do brete e o juiz achar que isso prejudicou visivelmente o 
competidor. Não será concedida opção de uma segunda montaria caso um equipamento do 
competidor venha a quebrar. 
 
16.3. Opção dos Competidores. Se for concedida ao Competidor a segunda montaria 
opcional, ele poderá escolher entre montar em um touro reserva ou até mesmo montar no primeiro 
touro novamente, levando em consideração também se o seu proprietário e os juízes concordarem 
e houver disponibilidade de tempo. Se um competidor optar montar o mesmo touro na segunda 
montaria opcional, ele deverá ficar com a nota obtida nesta segunda montaria, a não ser que haja 
falta ou o equipamento do proprietário do animal falhe na segunda montaria. 
 
16.4. Apresentação Insatisfatória do Touro. Se a apresentação do touro for dada como fraca 
durante sua primeira apresentação no evento, e este for sorteado para outro competidor, ele 
deverá primeiro completar a montaria para depois poder obter a opção da segunda montaria. Se na 
opinião dos juízes e dos proprietários das boiadas, um touro precisar ser substituído do sorteio, o 
competidor que o sorteou terá a opção de montar em um touro reserva, porém não é obrigatório. 
 
16.5. Touro sem Condições de Brete. Os competidores não terão a opção de uma segunda 
montaria opcional caso não se sintam capazes de montar o touro sorteado (e neste caso serão 
multados por desistência). Não haverá mais as duas (2) tentativas sinceras de solta. Ficará a 
exclusivo critério dos Juízes decidir se o competidor está hábil a competir no touro sorteado. Os 
Juízes terão o direito de desclassificar o touro e uma vez desclassificado ele não poderá ser posto de 
volta no sorteio daquele Evento. Se um touro for desclassificado duas (2) vezes, ele ficará sujeito a 
revisão sobre sua inclusão em sorteios de qualquer evento futuro. Os Juízes terão a autoridade para 
dar ao competidor um tempo para sair do brete (30 segundos). Se esse tempo não for respeitado, os 
Juízes pedirão ao competidor que ele retire sua corda para em seguida receber nota zero. 
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16.6. Touro Sem Condições. Se, na opinião dos juízes, um touro deliberadamente se joga, cai 
ou ajoelha, ou rola, o competidor terá a escolha do mesmo touro se o seu proprietário e os juízes 
concordarem, ou ele poderá ter outro touro da lista de touros reserva.  
 
16.7. Competidor Derrubado por Contato com os Bretes, Cerca ou por Queda do Touro. O 
Competidor que for derrubado por contato com os bretes, pela queda do touro ou que for 
prejudicado de alguma maneira, terá a opção de segunda montaria, por decisão dos juízes. 

 
16.8. Touro sem Sedém. Um competidor poderá ter a opção de uma segunda montaria ou 
aceitar a nota, caso o sedém venha a cair do touro, mesmo que esta montaria não esteja 
completada. A segunda montaria opcional poderá ser concedida no mesmo touro, se o competidor, 
proprietário do animal e os juízes concordarem, se não a opção será em um touro de reserva. 

 
16.9. Touro Pára de Pular. Se uma montaria estiver acontecendo dentro dos parâmetros e o 
touro parar, o competidor poderá desamarrar a mão e ter a opção de uma segunda montaria ou 
aceitar a nota caso chegue ao final da montaria, com opção de uma segunda montaria. 

 
16.10. Procedimentos para sorteio das montarias opcionais. Lista de Montaria opcional – No 
caso de touros machucados ou não embarcados para o evento, após já estarem no sorteio, serão 
incluídos os touros de reserva para essas abstenções. Os touros que foram sorteados e seus 
competidores desistirem ou não comparecerem (por qualquer motivo) serão incluídos na lista dos 
touros de reserva, seguindo a ordem dessa lista. 

 
16.11. Se mais de um touro que estiver no sorteio machucar a ordem de quem montará em 
cada touro reserva será determinada por quem comunicar o juiz ou Diretores de Evento da PBR 
primeiro. Caso comuniquem ao mesmo tempo será respeitada a ordem do sorteio. 

 

17. AÇÃO DISCIPLINAR E CONDUTA 
 

17.1. Disciplina. Todos os filiados estarão sujeitos a punições, multas, suspensão ou expulsão 
por violar as Regras da PBR. A Junta dos Diretores e/ou a administração da PBR determinarão se a 
ação disciplinar será imposta e qual será esta.  
17.2. Inadimplência com a Tesouraria. Os filiados não poderão competir ou trabalhar até que 
suas obrigações financeiras sejam quitadas com a PBR. 
 
17.3. Padrões de Vestuário. Todos os filiados competindo em qualquer Evento PBR, deverão 
usar camisa de manga longa, chapéu e botas de cowboy. Quaisquer pessoas e ajudantes, que forem 
visíveis atrás dos bretes ou na arena, deverão cumprir com essas exigências. A administração da PBR 
designará multas pela não cooperação. 

 
17.4. Coletes de Proteção para Montaria. O uso pelo competidor do colete de proteção para 
montaria é OBRIGATÓRIO nos Eventos da PBR. Não será permitido ao competidor montar sem o 
mesmo. 

 
17.5. Brincadeiras de mão. Brincadeiras de mão podem causar desclassificação e/ou multa. O 
pessoal oficial da PBR no Evento determinará a penalidade apropriada. 

 
17.6. Fraude. Apresentar ou verbalizar qualquer informação fraudulenta à PBR ou aos 
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representantes dos Eventos resultarão em penalidades disciplinar. 
 

17.7. Bebidas Alcoólicas. Estar sob influência de bebidas alcoólicas, drogas ou fumar no 
decorrer do evento, ou horário de trabalho resultarão em penalidades disciplinar. 

 
17.8. Trapacear. Trapacear ou tentar trapacear resultará em penalidades disciplinar. 

 
17.9. Greves. Greves ou protestos de qualquer natureza resultarão em penalidades 
disciplinar. 

 
17.10. Detenção. Ser detido ou culpado de crime maior constitui fundamentos para a 
revogação ou suspensão da filiação com a PBR. 
 
17.11. Hotel. A PBR é responsável pela hospedagem do competidor no hotel. Quaisquer outros 
tipos de débitos são de responsabilidade do competidor. Todos os profissionais da PBR e 
competidores que estiverem ali hospedados são obrigados a respeitar as normas do hotel e também 
as normas da PBR, que são, dentre outras, não ficar sem camisa fora dos quartos, não se aglomerar 
na porta do hotel, não fazer barulho, respeitar hóspedes e funcionários do hotel.  

 
17.12. Pagamento. O pagamento de premiações será feito em até 5 dias úteis e de 
profissionais em até 10 dias úteis.  

 
17.13. Conduta. A PBR reserva-se ao absoluto direito de aplicar ação disciplinar aos indivíduos 
que: 

17.13.1. Faltarem com a honestidade, integridade e profissionalismo esperados de um 
Membro da PBR. 
17.13.2. Apresentem conduta nociva à PBR, seus Membros ou acionistas e/ou ao esporte 
de montaria em touros profissional. 
 

Essa cláusula não se limita aos locais de Eventos e Eventos da PBR, mas sim engloba a conduta 
pessoal e profissional dos associados na sociedade em geral.  
A Mesa Diretora da PBR determinará, a seu exclusivo critério, se, quando e quais ações disciplinares 
serão aplicadas e poderá incluir multas, suspensões e negação ou revogação da filiação. Sem limitar-
se ao que já foi dito, a Diretoria da PBR pode, a seu exclusivo critério, aplicar multa para uma 
primeira violação e dobrar o valor desta a cada violação subsequente e requerer a preparação e 
envio de uma carta pessoal de desculpas do ofensor.

1. CUP Events - Are the Canadian Bull Riding Events that are structured

28. International Rules

28.1.1. The National Champion will be chosen off of points earned through the current season.

28.1.3. At the end of the current National Season the rider with the highest cumulative score 

will be that season's National Champion. 

28.1.4. There will be no Ground Points awarded.

28.2. International Qualifier Money 
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28.2.1. Money won at any PBR event by International riders will count towards their National 

Country of Origin's Qualifier standings. 

28.3. Finals Points 

28.3.1. The distribution of bonus points for National Finals will be different from the standard 

season. Additional Bonus points will be earned at the Canadian National Finals that will 

be added to the point's standings in order to decide the National Champion for the year. 

The breakdown for the points at the finals will be decided by the PBR Competition 

Committee at least 30 days before the National Finals take place 

28.4. Conduct Violations 

28.4.1. Any PBR Rider that misrepresents the PBR - commits a conduct violation - whether it is 

inside the arena or outside the event - during the time they are participating at a PBR 

event (includes host hotels, promotions etc..) will be held liable for their behavior. 

Incidents will be reported to the USA Headquarters' Conduct Committee, at which time 

they will come to accordance with the appropriate reprimand for the incident at hand. 

All incidents will be addressed within 7 days of occurrence. 

In addition to Professional Bull Riders Official Rulebook, the following applies: 

29. Membership 
29.1. Canadian Card Holders  

29.1.1. National Card/Permit - Cost $315 per season inclusive of GST + plus an additional Annual 

Insurance cost 

29.1.2. World Card/Permit - Cost $370 per season inclusive of GST + plus an additional Annual 

insurance cost. 

29.1.2.1. Must be of legal age at the province in which the event is taking place at the time 

of the competition. 

29.1.2.2. Can at any time upgrade to a World Card/Permit for the cost of the Card/Permit 

difference 

29.1.2.3. When upgrading, the season's money won counts towards filling their Card Status 

for that season. 

30. CUP Events 
Members eligible to participate in Canada CUP Events shall be determined in accordance with the 

following rules:

dates as a PBR Canada Cup date he will lose priority at the next Cup event. Rider 

exemptions will be granted if a rider medicals out, competes or qualifies for another 

PBR event or rider financial setback. 

30.3. PBR Canadian CUP Event Format 

30.3.1. CUP Event Formats are as follows: (1 Day or 2 Day Events) 

¶ 30 in the Long Go with Top 12 scored Riders to the Short Go 

30.4. Injury Exemptions and Excused Absences 

30.4.1. If Rider is unable to compete further at Event, Medical Out, due to injury; Rider is 

eligible for Average Payout Monies. The only exception is if the rider is given a re-ride in 

the long-go and is not able to take it, in this case the EF paid are returned to the rider 

and he is left completely out of the payout. 

31. CTP Events

All Card and Permit Members are eligible to enter a CTP Event. Member must be in good 

standing with all PBR Entities. Fines must be paid before entering an Event.

(Cardholders go in before Permits). 

31.2. Co-Sanctioned Events 

31.2.1. Co-Sanctioned Touring Pro events held in the Border States between Canada and the 

United States adjoined by land will count towards standings in both countries. 

31.2.2. Points earned at co-sanctioned events including Bonus points will count towards 

Canada's National Point Standings. 

31.3. BONUS Prize Money 

31.3.1. Bonus money that will be awarded to riders during an event will need to be approved by 

the PBR Competition department prior to the event taking place. Only approved 

bonuses will count towards standings. 

32. Mandatory Rowels 
A specific Rowel must be used at all PBR Canada events as specified by the PBR Headquarters see US 

Rules. 

33. Canada Touring Pro Event Approvals 
33.1. Approvals 

33.1.1. All event applications must be submitted no later than eight (8) weeks prior to the event 

date with the proper application. Events will be approved in writing – no events will be 

approved verbally or without submitting proper documentation. 
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33.1.2. PBR Canada Touring Pro Event Promoters wishing to modify the standard event 

format must seek approval from PBR Competition when submitting venue approval 

forms, and, if approved, describe in detail the modified format as a special ground 

rule publicized on the official contestant schedule.  

33.2. Fee: 

33.2.1. The Application Fee must be included with the completed PBR Canada Application Form 

and all Exhibits A-E signed and or initialed where applicable and mailed or faxed to PBR 

Canada's Office, 253147 Bearspaw Rd., Calgary, AB T3L 2P5. 

33.2.1.1. A first time Promoter shall Remit $3,000 plus GST consisting of: 

¶ a non-refundable $1000 Application Fee 

¶ the cost of PBR Canada Media/Promotion Package; and a $2,000 deposit; 

with completed and signed PBR Canada Event Application Form and 

Exhibits; or 

33.2.1.2. An established PBR Canada Promoter  shall remit $1,500 plus GST consisting of: 

¶ a non-refundable Application Fee; and 

¶ the cost of the PBR Canada Media/Promotion Package; with the completed 

and signed PBR Canada Event Application Form and Exhibits. 

33.3. Marketing Package. 

33.3.1. A Media/Promotion Package is included with Application Fee. No extra cost to 

Promoter. 

33.4. Minimum Added Money. 

33.4.1.  The Promoter shall provide a minimum Added Purse of: 

33.4.1.1. $5,000 if 1 (one) performance; 

33.4.1.2. $6,000 if 2 (two) performances; 

33.4.1.3. $7,500 if 3 (three) performances. 

33.5. Canada Touring Pro Event Return of Application Fee/Deposit.  

33.5.1. The Application Fee, Media/Promotion Package Fee and any deposit: 

33.5.1.1. Will be refunded only in the event that PBR Canada denies approval of the 

Promoter's Application 

33.5.1.2. Will be forfeited to PBR Canada if a scheduled Event is cancelled for any reason. 

33.6. Bonus Prize Money 
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33.6.1. See “Bonus Prize Money” in the CTP Events section. 

34. Day Money 
"Day Money" does NOT occur in PBR Events. 

35. Entries 
35.1. Notified Turn Outs (NTO) (in addition to current Rulebook): 

35.1.1. Any Member who notifies the PBR Competition Department 3 hours prior to Event Start 

time that he will not compete at an Event in which he is officially entered, will be 

considered to have given a NTO. If notification is not timely, the Member will be 

considered to have committed a NNTO. The reasons for Turn Out must be for other than 

a verified Doctor's Release. 

35.1.2. A NTO will be subject to a disciplinary action as determined by PBR Canada. All NTO's 

remain obligated to pay all Entry Fees associated with the Event(s) at which they Turn-

Out in addition to a $50 fine per Notified Turn-Out. 

35.1.3. At the time that Entries Close (Wednesday Noon MT), Riders are subject to a Notified 

Turn Out Fine. 

35.1.4. All Fines must be paid prior to Entering any PBR Canada Event. Failure to pay fine will 

make Member ineligible to Enter or Compete in any PBR Canada Event until Fine is paid 

and Member is in good standing. 

35.1.5. Members Turning Out without properly notifying PBR Competition Department will be 

considered to have committed a Non Notified Turn Out (NNTO) and are subject to 

disciplinary action as determined by PBR Canada. All NNTO's are responsible for Entry 

Fees plus a $100.00 Fine and ineligible to Enter or Compete until Member is in good 

standing with PBR.  

35.2. Visible Injury Release: 

Visible Injuries will NOT be allowed in PBR Events. 

35.3. Doctor Release. 

35.3.1. If notification is not received by PBR Competition Department PRIOR to Event, then 

Non-Notified Turnout Fine (NNTO) will apply.  

35.3.2. Rider is to notify PBR US Office with their Doctor Release. Rider must supply Doctor 

Verification to PBR Office within 5 Days of reporting or fine may apply. With the 

submission of a Doctor's Release the released contestant will be ineligible to compete in 

PBR Events for a period of no less than 10 (ten) days from the last day of the event from 

which they DR notified from. Fraudulent use of a Doctor's Release will result in a 

$500.00 Fine. If a contestant does not provide a doctor's note within the 5 days there 

will be a fine of $500 NO EXCEPTIONS. 
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35.3.3. If a Member Medical Release's out of an Event and is entered in another Event within 

the 10 (Ten) Day period, then Member is automatically drawn out of other Event(s). 

35.4. No Refund of Entry Fees. 

Entry Fees will not be refunded once a Member has competed. The only exception to this policy 

is at judges' discretion as addressed in Injury Draw-Out. 

35.5. Injury Draw-Out. 

When injured and physically unable to take a re-ride option, an injured contestant can Draw Out or 

be Drawn Out and Entry Fees will be refunded. 

35.6. Double Entries 

35.6.1. If a PBR Canada Touring Pro Event fails to receive a sufficient number of entries in a 

one or two performance event, Members will be given the opportunity to enter the 

event twice or the event producer will be given the option of a straight two-header 

with no short go-round. If there are more contestants willing to enter twice than there 

are spots remaining, riders shall be drawn into the event.  

35.6.2. Double Entries for events will be taken at the event no later than one (1) hour prior to 

performance start time.  Once all riders interested in double entries have signed up at 

the time of deadline, the positions will be drawn at random 

35.7. SHORT-GO. 

If a contestant is qualified for the short-go but unable to compete due to injury, the contestant with 

the next highest score will be included in the short-go. 

35.7.1. In the case of ties resulting in more that the pre-set number of positions in the short-

go, a coin flips with only two contestants, random draw with three or more will decide 

which contestants will advance to the short-go. 

35.7.2. A Contestant eliminated from finals due to flip/random draw is eligible for average 

payoff. 

35.7.3. In a situation where not enough contestants qualify for the short-go at an event, the 

remaining holes will be filled off of buck off times, with the latch side judge being the 

prevailing time. If a tie occurs and there is a back judge at the event the tie will be 

broken by his buckoff time. If there is no back judge a coin toss will determine the tie-

breaker.
