PUEBLO, Colo. (April 5, 2010)- Over 270 ABBI registered bulls were in Stephenville, Texas over Easter weekend to compete at the Boyd-Floyd Bull Company Spring Fling, presented by Texstar Ford, one of the most highly anticipated events of the season. 


After two days of non-stop action, Rocker G’s Livestock 166-l came out on top of the talented Classic field with an 89 to win $6,726. PBR Superstars—including Cord McCoy, Luke Snyder, Cody Nance and Elliott Jacoby—were on hand to battle the Classic bulls over the Friday and Saturday event which saw 90 bulls buck.  The top 20 shared in a prize purse of over $30,000.


 Joey Almand’s 44 I’m No Angel emerged as Futurity champion with a 22.25 (out of a possible 25). The five judge system was used, with each judge scoring a different element of the bull's performance. I'm No Angel earned $11,184 after out- bucking 106 other 2-year-old bulls on Saturday afternoon.  Over $38,000 was paid out in Futurity money. 


The weekend’s festivities started with a welcome dinner and Classic and Futurity Calcuttas on Thursday night. ABBI shareholders and restaurant owners Edward and Tino Martinez catered the meal for their fellow breeders.


 Friday morning, bucking bull veterinarian Gary Warner gave an educational seminar on the potential problems caused by trichomoniasis . That was followed by the Boyd-Floyd 3-year-old Derby.   2009 ABBI Futurity World Champion Pure Smoke, owned by legendary PRCA tie-down roper Cody Ohl and Tex and Ken Beshears, beat out 72 other bulls for first with a 90.25.


The Boyd-Floyd Bull Co. produced event was held at Gilbert and Julie Carrillo’s 4C’s Arena, where breeders and fans were treated to live music after each evening’s performance. The Cody Gill Band, the Matt Martindale Band and the Larry Joe Taylor Band all performed. VIP area food was catered by award-winning Hard 8 BBQ, owned by ABBI breeder Stan Edgar.
